It la the wannest morning of tho ''hot
noli," but tbo moment wo emerged from tho

tity a gentle breeze of tbe most ben Itching
character met us, attended us all tho way tu
tho falls, and kipt ua tu such a state of phys-
ical comfort that we would wish to float for
ever la tuoenjoymcotuf its balmy breath.
All the way from Georgetown to the falls tbo
canal winds In trcntlo eurvos on tha biuk of
the river, which rnus far bolow the caual
le.cl to tbo loft, while on the right an ex-
tended bluff rites almost pcrpcudlcutarly.
covered inueu of the way n lib thrifty trees
aud tines on too top ana partiany on tua
steep sides. Across iho river are tho lofty
bauks of tho Vlrglula side of the Potomac,
cohered also with tho thick follacoof June.
and having a picturesque beauty tbat Is
cbarmlog to a degree. There are very few
clearings or houses, aud all Is uncultivated
that wo look upon, save the mule and his
drhcr. But such laxurlonaucss of green
loaves ana grass, ana merry cuirpmg 01 in-

sects and sluglng of birds are unaccustomed,
and make as verily think wo are happy. We
meet boaU comlug down, all laden witti coal,
black and dirty, but with sweet and romantic
names. Ouo is named Annie, and another
Carrie, and another the Lily of tbe Valley,
and another Maid of the Mountain, and so

but all filled with coal. At tbe bow of
each boat U a house half beneath dock and
half above, with tho necessary accommoda-
tions for three mules who, at etery other ten
miles or so. exchsnro nieces with Ibe three
on the towpath. At tue stern Is another house
of tho same description, for the use of the
family and nearly all the boau bad fami-
lies, with more or less women aod children,
wbo cook, ett, sleep and Iho on tbe boat.
arcamny uniting existence away at two
miles per hoar, and somo times leas. Borne of
these habitations were clean and neat la
every particular, and tho babies looked fat
and hearty aad nearly all had babies In
various stages of growth aod development.
On one boat we eaw a majestic Dutch womau
banddoz tho helm and imldluir tho boat, while
au equa&y majestic man was retllnlng against
the rudder-po- st smoking an enormous cigar
wim mo rcunpoauro oi a ourgouutstcr. uappy
in all his domes Uo relations.

At ono plaro It was our good
fortune to encounter m Ham," which, as oue
of tbe Incidents of caoal llfo, tt Is Important
to sec, la prluclplo a Jam tn a canal Is like
a wedglog of drays near tbe piers of North
river lu New York, but practically It la as
unlike as well tan be. At tt New York Jam
there is a rushing, shouting, swearing aud
fighting, akuoeklug of wheels against each
other, aud a straining of animals altogether
f rlirhtf ul. but on the canal there Is a dead
and iaceful calm, over which presides the
vcrygemu 01 repose, isouoay swears, nu
ouo shouts, and there Is no special effort
niado to get away. A boat loaded with stouo
baa sunk Iu ilia middle of tue canal trans
Tersely almost, and another lo attempting to
pass has got wedged la between the sunken
boat aud thu bank, and other boaU are com
ing up and down, before aud behind, each
anxious to get tho first chance to pass. Our
mule stopped without being askod, backed
undor tbo shade of a bush, shut his eyes, aud
went to Blep. Sam throw himself flat upon
his baek upon tho grouud, spread out JiU
arms aud legs, aud went to sleep too.

Though the Great Falls arc but sUtecn
miles, by measure, from Washington, by time
they arc not less than oue hundred aud eighty,
and they payncuat that. They aro not
sublime Ilka Niagara, but Ihey are beautiful,
aud the rocky foundation aod remains are
something wuudcrful. The river at tbls
point takes a turn at n sharp angle, and lu
1 rcseut bed below tho fall la a deeK narrow
t hanucl. cut In the solid hardest kind of rock
for a mile or two, perhaps more. You mount
a point of rock some elxty or eighty feet
above the water, and And yourself surrounded
far and near by rough, Jagged rocks, ap-
parently tho former bod of tho river, whoso
waters uio dried up Just tu the rapid1 ul"

Niagara would took were the watcri drained
off. And yet these rocks, klgh as they now
are, were at tbo bottom ot ft fall, for ther are
worn by Mm action of whirlpools, such as

re aeon at all falls, there bcinif round lio.es
of virions lUcs at every step, somo of tbem
as large as a barret and nearly as deep. It
look! llko an Immense waste, a desert of
rock- an immense river suriveicu up tu tua
dimensions of a brook, and showing evldenca
of ft greatness aod power that hat 0 passed
away for ages, but whose work Is manifest
011 every hand.

Altogether It la ft stirring awht, and said
from the novelty of our canal Journey we
were well paid for our time and trouble. Let
the reader, when he visits Waxhlngtno. not
eo ftwaywllhoot Melujr tbe Ureat Tails of
the Potomac, hot If In a hurry don't patron-
ise the canal.
