I also found that the stone waa
very general)? mixed with gravel and earth, by
while the specifications expressly state that the
atone aball be screened from all dirt and pent-rle-a

The
top course Is covered with loam and aand.

by reference to the report ft Uolonel bamo It
win an thfti ha finds tha foUowlna violations
of the contract: First, the depth of atone

from aeveo to ten Inches, Instead of twelve
nnnd. tha atones are not broken suffi

ciently small; third, they have not, apparently,
been aoreened; foorth, the top dressing la not to
OAmnna)! nf tha tnaierlil sMailed.

These violations are In complete accordance nf
with my own vlewa, u expreteed above. From
Information derived from intelligent residents
along the line ol the atreet, and Irom other re-

liable sources, I find that the rolling wu Insuffi-
ciently done, and that the two coorsea of atone
were very generally put down at the same time.
Tbia may account, Li aome degree, tor the very
unetea anrfaoe of the road.

Horn allowance ahooid be made to the con-
tractor on account ol the digging up of theoen-tr- e

of the street for the purpose of laying the
trat mimad. which 1 find has been done since

the work on theatrectwu commenced, and eon- -

nequentiy mat portion u in a worse cuuumuo
than th other part.

To put tm eircet In such a condition as to
conform to the terms of the contract, ao far u It
la possible to do In IU present state, It would be
necessary to remove-al- the earth, dirt and loose
rfton by careful sweeping, and then to cover the
street with fine broken atone two Inches m
depth, to be wen rolled with a steam roller, then
to cover this with good grarei, which must again
be rolled.

mother, who Uvea a short distance from the
cemetery. In ueorgetown. The funeral services
took place at the house y esterdsy afternoon, and
the body, accompanied by the relatives and a
nomcer oi roe iucdusoi mo iuuj, wh

chapel In tbo cemetery, where the
services were cMiciuueu. inuuuoi uhkiwu
lowered the body nnder the floor and positively
reiusen a mow ii o d rcinuvcu iu kit iu
the lot of Mr. U. until the friends of the family
had retired from the cemetery.

Mr. K. considered this a very strange proceed-
ing, and welted on the superintendent sod as led
for au explanatton. lie was lalonned that it
wu one of the rules eataMishMl by the board of
managers that friends should be excluded from
the cemetery least they should wait on the
grounds and destroy the flowers. Several ap-
peals were made to the official to allow th
burial to take platw, but all In vain; and those
present were kept sis ruling for nearly two hours
In order that the frail life of a few flowers should
not be endangered by the hostile tread of

fnenda who had come to pay the lut
tribute of respect to the deceased.

Finally, after most of those present, excepting
the nesr relatives, had gone away disgusted with
the action of the msnsgen of the cvmeiery, the
body waa permitted to be plated la the grave
that had been prepared for It. There may be a
rule of the cemetery, aa stated above, by which
the sexton and superintendent were governed In
their action in this case, but the sooner it Is
abolished the better It will be for the credit of
the manager and more In accordance with that
Christian spirit which should actuate those hav-
ing charge of the last resting ptacea of tbo dead.
