The attention of the tourist Is attracted
In & tiaiair high p oat ah rock, bwatrloir tbo
Inscription, Here Montgomery fell It can
be seen to advantage oo approaching and
leaving the city by the Montreal boat, or on
approachiog the lower town In a carriage
from olfe s Core, through end
Cbamplaln street. The position of tho board
and the Inscription hay led not a few to sup-
pose that the unfortunate general, whllo at-
tempting to scale the heights, fell from that
spot aid was killed. The fact Is that on th
