They do not teem to
fear, as certain Northern alarmists do, any
serious results from the effort of tho Con-

servative press to arouse this fooltng against
luem, and laugh at tbe Idea of In
t Irgtnla, becau-- e they know that tbe peoplo
aro too Intelligent to have any sympathy with
such a movement; but Ihey do fear tho effect
of ll ou their status as laborer. They know
from bitter past experience that prejudiced
landowners and rmiloycrs havo wreaked
cruel vengeance on them before thl by dis-

charging them front their service w hen they
havo refused to vote the opposition ticket.
But they aro better organized now and mora
Independent lhau they haro been, so that
with tho exceptlou ot localities In the coun-

try districts, where their organization Is not
perfected, It la probable that such act of In-

justice will not occur at tho coming election.
To speak plainer, I believe that tho colored
laborers In tho cities and thickly populated
regions of the State know tho meaning of tho
word "strike.
