VUEJLP TRANSPORTATION.

A BILL TO REGULATE RAILWAY
rSEiaUTS."

Mr. Xenon, of tfoWa, Introduced la the House
yesterday, and had referred to the Committee on
Railways and Canals, a MU retaliating commerce
over railroads between States and foreign ccua-trie- e.

The first section of the bill defines the word
railway, as used In the act, to mean every railway
corporation, company or association originating-
anu acting unaer any saw ox tne unisea otacea,
or any State or Territory, as well as any lessee,
contractor or other person operating any railroad,
when the same Is used for general railway pur-
poses, and all lines under one management,
whether by ownership or leasehold, shall be held
to be ono and the sams railway when the service
is continuous one to the other.

Section two makes It the duty ofall railroads to
receive freight when In proper condition, to for-
ward the same with security and celerltv. the
charges to be reasonable, and In no ease to ex
ceed tne amount aaiowea or me taws ot uougrers.

Section three prohibits discrimination when the
freight presented la less than one ear load either
br addition, deduction, drawback, rebate com
mission or otherwise, or preference in accommo-
dation or shipment except by priority of contract.

Section four declares that they shall receive
and transport freight for connecting lines without
friTlna undue nreference. and at a reasonable
rate, not exceeding the amount fixed by law of
uongrcra.

Section five forbids combinations of competing
lines, such as pootlnr, fcc as to the rates chargod.

o omcer, agent or uirecior oi sucn railway snail
act In like capacity, for any other railroad com-
peting, unless agents for contracts requiring the
consecutive service of both lines or general agent
for the sale of tickets. Such combinations are
declared void, and money paid thereunder may
be recovered at any time within ten years there-
after, together with a penalty of twenty-fir- e per
cent, or the amount, by the party paying the
same: Proridtd, That this shall not be construed
to prohibit contracts between railways whereby
one contributes to the line of the other In the
transDOrtation of frcla-h- t or passengers or Dro--
Jiiblt a common agency tor the transaction of such
onsincss.

These words ol an Illustrious statesman, comlrg
back to us after the lapse ot year;, and portrayir g
with striking fidelity our present condition, malt-
reat thst no uerease in population and wealth, no '
advance In general prosperity, no progress la
productive Industry, In art or In civilisation, caa
shield us from the fluctuations and reverses which
are sure to follow la the train or an irredeemable
paper currency.
