MORE CURRENCY.
It is the sincere belief of very many peo- -

pie that more currency is needed for the
transaction of the business of the country.
This opinion seems to bo founded upon an
apparent scarcity of money. And the im
pression gains ground that an addition to
the volume of the circulating medium
would necessarily make money more plen
tiful in the hands of all. The (act appears
to be lost sight of that money must either
be earned by service, in order to be

or must be borrowed. Earning
xnoBey and receiving it as the wages of la-

ter, and immediately expending it for c,

or investing it for accumulation, is
what is called the "cash system." Borrow-
ing money upon a promise to pay it on
some future day, together with a percent-
age for its use, is termed the credit system.
The former is living within one's means.
The latter is making a draft upon the un-

known future. The former implies the ap-

plication of the labor of the hands and
Drains to the. production of wealth; a sure
present subsistence and a constant addition
2a the aggregated wealth of the country.
The latter signifies speculation,, riakt gam-slin- g

upon the possibilities of the future.
The loan will be paid at maturity if the an
ticipations of the borrower are realized; if
aot, the sum borrowed, is a waste or the
iuits of labor, or remains an encumbrance,
I drag upon the borrower until he is able
to repay it from hard earnings or by a suc-

cessful turn in the wheel of fortune.
As industry and economy are the indi-sato-

of the road to individual wealth, so

ire applied industry and a cash system, with
tconomy in the public expenditures, the

.highways to national wealth and greatness.
ft is a truism that all the losses involved in
the transaction of a credit business devolve
upon those who are able to pay. The mer-
chant who gives credits and keeps accounts
is obliged to exact sufficients profits upon
his sales to cover the bad debts which he
may find upon his books at the end of the
year. The result is that those who
honestly and promptly pay their bills
either pay the first cost of the defaulting
debtor's goods or the merchant suffers the
deduction of that amount from his profits.
ft is obvious, therefore, that true economy
imperatively demands a strict adherence to
she cash system. Unnecessary articles are
frequently purchased because they can be
btained on credit, which would never be

soveted sufficiently to be taken in exchange
fcr ready money.

As the cash system has so many virtues,
should it not 1)0 the aim of Congress to
set an example by paying the people cash,
Instead of promises, and paying them every
week instead of every month ? This would
enable Government employees tolmy their
supplies for cash at least twenty per cent,
cheaper than they pay for them upon a
month's credit Greater frequency of pay-
ments would also enable the country and
Government to make their exchanges with
much greater facility and with a decreased
imount of currency. Monthly, quarterly,
ind semi-annu- payments require large ac-

cumulations of money to meet them, and-muc-

of this money lies idle a great portion
of the period of its accumulation, when it
ought to be In circulation effecting the ex-

changes of the country. In short, let it be
repeated, that currency is only valuable for
the liquidation of debts or the purchase of
supplies. Its capacity in this respect, de-

fends entirely upon the rapidity witjj which
it is kept in motion. Lying in the Treas- -

watched the risj of Governor Shepherd from
boyhood with Jealous and envious eyes, and
who have never failed to interpose obstacles to
projects for the Improvement of the District
devised by him' and his "associates" because
they were not consulted and their old fogy
notions deferred to In such matters.
