Into the public schools, of which the following is
an abstract:

From the annual school report of the city of
Washington for 1bT2-- we learn that the attend
ance in the study of the German language in all
thcelasses for 1871-- 72 was 402, and for lsTS-T- O 253.

This committee. In accordance with the law
the study or the German language, now

rcperts In favor of relntroduetlon of the same Into
3ur public schools, for the following reasons :

1. Irihe German nationality maintain their own
private schools, the result will be that the Anglo,
and German-America- n youth will not intermin
gle, ana mat caste Gistinctions win .naturally
follow and grow up.

1 The American system of public schools Is
everywhere admired and considered the best: It Is
a true democratic institution, wnlch inoeculatcs
Into every youth tee great principal or equality,
and extlngulihes all distinctions between rich and
poor, all dliTerenec of religion and birth, It creates
republican cuixcui mm ou tijuai ciinuvu ior an
sducatfon.

3. Commercial and business reason; might be
adduced In favor of this newbranch of instruction.

Germany stands in this rcpect unrivaled, so that
I'ror. Tvndall devoted a great portion of the pro-
ceeds of his lectures held In this country lor the
duration of American youth in German universi-
ties.

t. English and German language arc two sitter
languages. The German language contains the
el) molngical l.cy and the roots to more than one
third of the English vocabulary and to the gram
mar.

e. In addition to that we will state that the
annual tchool reports of the superintendents of
Mbcr cities fhow that the study of the German
languid In the public schools lias proven to be a
great success.

T. 1 ne lafl bul nol Ihe ltait argTiffleBt J offered
oy the situation or Washington tit;, a tile seat

I the highest legislative, judicial and adminis-
trative omces, the residence or the foreign minis-
ters and the central point of scientific and educa-
tional institutions from which the rays of light
ihnnld shlce and radiate over the whole country.

For all these reasons our recommendation of
placing the German language as a Drancn oi in-
struction into our public schools appeals fully
Justified.

In regard to the costs, wc hare to mention that
In Washington only the small sum of t2,4u0 annu-
ally is approiniatcd fur Instruction in German,
while In St. Louis the sum of 40 000 per year is
appropriated for German instruction.

3IETJI0DI8M IN BALTIMORE.

INTERESTING FACTS ON THE OBOWTH
AND SPEEAD OF THE SECT.

Asa matter that may be of interest In connec
tion with the celebration on Sunday last or the
centenary anniversary of the completion of the
Dallas Street M. E. church, some facts about the
establishment of Methodism In Baltimore,
brought out on the occasion, are given. John
Kins; was the first man who preached Methodism
In this city, five years before the assemblage of
xne ursx annual conierence. axis urst puipix was
a blacksmith's block at the intersection of Front
and French streets. His next sermon was from a
table at the corner of Baltimore and Calvert
streets. The first annual conference or Methodist
preachers In America was held In Philadelphia,
from tho 14th to the 16tli or July, 1773, consisting
or ten preachers, and tbe membership was then
1.180, half of whom were In Maryland. Among
the appointments to Baltimore by that conference
tho first named Is tfetf FnclsAsbBiyjWji
afterwards became a iuethocust uJuvp. An No-
vember, 1773, he laid the corner-ston- e of the Straw-
berry Alley (now Dallas street) church, and it is
undoubtedly the oldest original meeting-hous- e in
the city. On the 18th or April, 1774. the Lovely
Lone chapel was started. In this chapel, a few
weeks before tbe signing of the Declaration or In-
dependence, the annual conference was held, with
S3 ministers and a membership of 4.9SJ. The first

conference assembled within Its walls ongeneral day. 1784, and here Asbnry, the plonetr
bishop or the Methodists In the New World, re-
ceived his ordination. The first Light Street
church waa dedicated by Bishop Asbury on tho
21st of May, 1780. This building was burned
down on the 29th October, 1797, and was rebuilt
ten months after, and stood for more than seventy
years. ItwasremovedfortbeopeElHgofGerman
street. Bishop Asbury dedicated a largo number
or churches, and many structures reared at the
present day bear his name. It Is stated that In
the Methodist Episcopal Church at this tlmo
there are now 70 conferences, 32.&00 local and
traveling preachers, and about 1,W0,000 members.

'BLIND MAN ELOQUENT."

LECTURE BY BET. MB. MILBUBNLAST
NIGHT.

Foundry M. E. church last night was graced by
a brilliant audience to listen to the eloquent lec
ture delivered by the celebrated blind orator,

.Rev. W. H. MllbuTu. The auditorium was well
filled with an audience eager to listen to the lec
turer, whom reputation for thrilling oratory,
purity of diction and perfect enunciation Is world-
wide and famous.

Befon the lecture commenced, tbe choir of
thirty voices, with Professor Walter at tbe organ,
utertalned the assemblage with several beauti

ful pieces, among which wen solos, duett and
choruses. ,

At eight o'clock the pastor of the church, Ber.
H. A. Cleveland, entered the church, leading the
"blind man" np the aisle to his place on the pulpit,
rostrum. They entered Into aft animated conver-
sation, tho pastor evidently describing to tbe
sightless eyes the beauties and excellences of his
handsome church.

Aner be had apparently acquainted the lec-
turer with the condition ot the Interior ofthe edi-
fice, he Introduced him to the audience by saying
that be did not think It was necessary to make
any prefatory remarks about tho speaker of the
evening, aa ne waa --wbuhhiwh vj nivxa--ui- a

and American by birth. The lecturer was then
led to the pulpit, and commenced speaking. In
clear, ringing, musical tones, of the vMssltades
and blessings Inseparable to a trip to England.
He spoke at first ofthe bountiful blessings which
wen being ever bestowed upon the blind both
from the merciful benefaction of God and the fra-
ternal and affectionate kindness of man. Tbe

Abbey. Tie took the audience Into the Poet's
corner, through the dty of England's gnat dead,
and other memorable spots of scenic and histori-
cal beaaty, with an sloquenes and charming de-

scription that eutraneed them In an impressive si-

lence.
The British Parliament next received his atten-

tion. The peculiarities of the English commoner
and peer wen thoroughly analysed and ludi-
crously explained. He called on Thomas Oarlyle,
and told the audience just bow be was received;
all about Carlyle's conversation about tho physi-
cal disabilities or his own diabolical stomach, not-
withstanding bis descent from. a hardy, pleblan
race. Alter talking eloquently about numerous
subjects connected with the publle and private
lire of Englishmen, he closed with an eloquent

I girl wbosepure and sensitive nature is touched
by kindred feelings In the breast or the homely
pioneer, and who yields to the dictates or lave
and marries the man or her choice. It Is. per-
haps, an old story, but Its repeated recital sur-
rounds It with new beauties, even as we never tire
or the soft, green grasses and the beautiful flowers
of summer af:er the snows or winter hare become
drearily monotonous. In "Davy Crockett" we are
