To the Bdilor of the National Rewublican:

Six: It was not my privilege to hear Bishop
Plockney's sarmon on “The Forgiveness of Sins™
on Sunday last, but 1 find & short abstract of It In
the Evening Ster of Monday last, which contalos
several statements tending to obscure the truth
and | and confuse the mind of the reader.

In the first place, the article states that Dr.
Pinckney denled that “ihe priest had power lo
forgive sins.” This presupposes that such s doo-
trine is held fn the Chareh.
