He was bofa in ths
town of Danville, Vermont, a year later than
Buchanan was In Pennsylvania, viz: April 4,
1793. HIs mother was a woman of strong nat-

ural sense and great resolution, and gave all
her sons a good education. Thaddeus was the
youngest of them, and was somewhat de-

formed, having been bom with a club foot.
In his early youth he worked at his father's
trade ehocmaking. In 1811 he was a student
at Burlington College. He graduated, how-

ever, at Dartmouth College in 1815. About
the end of this year he made his appearance at
Tork, Pennsylvania, where he obtained a situa-t'o- n

as teacher In an academy. He was then a
hard stndent and remarkably backward and
retiring in his manner. He did not stay long
at the academy, and shortly after leaving It he
applied for admission to the bar at Gettysburg.
As he had not read law for two years In an at-

torney's office, as required by the rule of court,
he could not be admitted, going, however,
.icross the line to Bclalr, Maryland, where
there was no such requirement, and where he
was admitted.

His return from Belalr was fraught with dan
ger. The morning after his admission he left
on horseback for Lancaster, crossing the Sus
quehanna at the bridge which was then being
smiltatHcCsll's ferry. It was not finished,
and his horse, taking lrlght, would have fallen
into the river with him had he not been with
difficulty rescued by one of the workmen. He

topped at Slough's hotel, the old 8wan hotel,
en Centre square, where he dined. He walked
from one end of King street to the other, and
not being pleased with the appearance of the
town he determined to return to Gettysburg,
and mounting his horse he slept that night at
York.
