now, .says the .London Standard, to be seen at
the Lyric Hall, Great Portland street.

The
father'j face Is with the exception of tho eyes

Even the
cars are Just as thickly covered, and with hair
of the same length as the forehead, checks,
and all parts of the face ; in fact, the whole
head of tho man Is like that of a very long-hair-

He is dressed as a well-to-d- o Russian mujik,
