POOR LITTLRE DENKIE.

“Here."sald Mra Davis, st she poloted tes hed
Inthe back,is poor Litile Dennis. Hecame herd a
mwase of burna.but {s getting better rapidiy. He can
move hls hands s little: now, see T and 1f able 1o
fecd himsell.” Little Donnis was recently badly
burned in Balt!more—eon the day his fsther died.
His mother moved (o Washington, and, belng
pocs, brought him to Washington, and the Chil-
dren's hospital tock btm fn and kindly cared for
him. He was dreadfuiiy burned all over his chest
and meck, the latter being almost & mass of
roasted flesh. The physicians were at first fosr-
ful that the injuries would cause his head o be
drawn down upon his shoulder, but there fa pow
some prospect that he will entirely recover, He
laye with a pillow under his neck, while bis head
falls down over It, and it would sesm that his neck
would be broken Iying in that positton. Still he

inthat fertable attitude day after
day, with his elbows resting on the pillow, and his
hands ciasped together above It
A mass of red Sash, which the white bandage
does pot fully cover, shows how terribly he must
have been burned. He i3 & fine-looking little fel-
low, and his position cannot fall to onlist the sym-
pathy of even the most unfeeling. There aro two
larger boys in this ward, who are gradually re-
covering, the larger of them Dbeing able to walk
aboot and bhelp to amuse the smaller. As Miss
Davis led the way up stairs she was hailed by
balf a dozen littie boys and girls on the back
plazza. “There," sald she, gently chucking s
littie fellow under the chin, “are some of our
patients who are rapldly getting well,”
THE BDARY WANLD,
on the second floor, i very similar to that below.
Here are a number of quite littie bables, patient
sufferers from various diseases, which the physl
elans attached to the hospital are trying to curs.
The most nosiceable case s that of an infant who
#its up ia bed as quietly as a statue. It has a large
head, big hollow eyes, but is a mere skeleton in
nll other respects. Iis neck seems a mere pipe
stem, its bands are small and emaciated, its face
is as white as snow, and 138 whole appearance s
deathly. *“That iofant,* said Miss Duvig “hasa
poor, mitersble parent. It came near dying (rom
shicer starvation. It was brought berea few days
gince when life was almoat extinet. When we had
washed, put cican linen upon It, and laid it down
la bed, It wss 5o weak that it could not hold up its
head. Now, however, iiis geliing better, and ls
strung eaough toery lor something Lo eat lastily."
THE OQLANED WARD
