y brick etUfioo, comparatively new, and
has a very neat bfei oomfortablo appearance. It
Is surrounded by high fence, the entrance being
throuzh a gate on a. street, it is Kept oiosea,

but J tho polling of tho bell-kno- b beside It the
visitor Is etaily admitted by the feeble old man
who presides at the gate. A representative of
Tuts BercaijcAit yesterday paid a vmt to the
IJUlo Sisters. Upon pulling the b the
state was opened by a Sister, who happened to be
present, and politely admitted. She was neatly
Pressed In plain black, with a snow-whit- e cap
nporrhcr head. She was of French descent, but
conversed qulto fluently In English. Anlnspec
tlonof the building was then began. The exto
rter bore an alrofscrupulonsneatness. The floors
were bare but very clean. A llttlo reception-
room was first visited, alter which visit was
xaade to the dining-roo- of the Institution. The
tnmatcs were at dinner. They were all old and
feeble women, who, seated about a long table,
were being helped to fish, potatoes, bread and
tea by tho patient bisters.

The women were all over sixty years of age.
Some of them were palsied, and their hands trem-

bled as If they were teareclyable to lift the food

to their mouths. The old ladies looked happy and
contented, and It was a beautiful sight to witness.
These feeble old creaturerwere taken In out of
the world, where they had not amend to care
for them, and es tenderly looked alter as If the
hands that helped them were thoso of tholr own

flesh and blood. But for this Institution, perhaps,
they would have starved or eked out a miserable
existence by begging from door to door.

GLEEPISO BOOKS.

Falng from the dining room, tho good Sister
led tho way to tho floor above Into the sleeping
apartment. The rooms were light and well ven-

tilated, and kept scrupulously neat. Against tho
walls were a row of Iron bedsteads with light,

toll mattresses and counterpanes as white as
gnow. Tho beds were all single and of ample
width to be comfortable. The floor above was
used for a similar purpose, alter inspecting which
a visit wis made to tho part of the house allotcd
to the men, for the sexes are kept separate. Tho
apartments Tor tho water, like that of the females,
was la complete order, and every comfort that
could render the old fellows comfortable and con.

tented duly provided. Upon the first floor over
the dining room, and here too'the patient Sis
ters were busily engaged in neipmg tne oia men
to their dinner of fish and potatoes and bread,
while one old man, more suplo than the rest,
served the tea from a large tin vessel. The poor

fellows were feeble and bowed with age. They,
too,4iad been taken In from the street and kindly
cared for, whllo the Sisters gave their whole time
to provide tbem with food and clothing. A large
ouantltv ofthe latterwero stowed away on shelves
In the store-roo- as wero also a reserve stock
of linen and quilts for tho beds. All was nicely
folded and placed upon the shelves In an orderly
manner.

TOE IKSTITCTIOS

Is one of the most worthy and admirably-co- n

ducted In tho land. Although under tho care of
Sisters. Protestants, as well as Catholics, are pro.
vlded for, four ofthe former belnc residents ofthe
home. The Sisters support the inmates entirely.
"Not a cent Is oxpeaded for food, or drink, or cloth-

lor. The Sisters beg all these from day to day;
the hotels and markets supply tho greater part of

the food. The Inmates are fed first, and the Sis-

ters only eat when there is food left. The
clothing is also solicited by the same patient
workers, so that is spent In maintaining tne insti
tution. Tho number of Inmates Is now fifty-on- e

thirty-on- e of whom aro males and the balanco fe
males. Fonrorthe latter are totally niina. 'loose
that are able help about the house, some of the
old men passing part or tho time In tilling the
garden attached to the Institution. At present
the ward for the males Is lull, and there are nine
taoro waiting admittance.

It Is the Intention of the managers of the insti
tution to add a wing and a chapel as soon as the
necessary means can be obtained to defray the
expense. At present there Is a debt of some three
thousand dollars over due, and the managers
look eagerly to the result of the proposed charity
entertainments to assist them out of their finan-
cial distress. Sirs. General Sherman Is the
mainstay ol tho Institution, and takes a motherly
pride in its success. She donated five hundred
dollars from her private funds towards the erec
tion of the building, and Is deserving of the high-
est praise for the Interest she takes In Its welfare.
Surely an Institution like this, where the aged
and decrcpid aro kindly cared for, and at no ex
pense for their maintenance, Is one deserving of
liberal support from the benevolent or tne DUtr.ct.

stone, and reminds us much of the new Hamllne
M. E. church.

On the left-han-d side art two minarets, which
stand out 'boldly, and mik quite a charming con-
trast, with the flat portlonor the unfinished tower,
which, when comploted, "will resemble that of the
Metropolitan M. E. church. In tho front are
handtame stained glxss windows, which must be
viewed from the lnsl&e to gain any conception or
their beauty.

Along the front smdacross the roof or thechureh
renning from end to end Is a handsome railing.
The steeple, when completed, will be 180 feet
high, and the bell will not bo placed In it until It
Is finished. Temporary steps have been con-

structed for a month or so, which will be replaced
by large and spacious steps of Seneca stone.

Passing Into the vestibule through the three
large doors, the first thing that attracts atten-

tion Is the gas fixture Immediately overhead. It
is blue and gold, and has a large globe through
which the light from the three jets falls In a soil,
subdued manner. The vestibule Is covered with
cocoa matting. In It are three doors leading Into
the church. At tho west end Is a large recess. In
which are two beautirul windows. At the east
end the walnut stairway leads up to tho church
parlor, which Is carpeted with rod and
black three-pl- y carpet. In this parlor is
also beautiful stained glass windows. This
Is divided from the andlence room by
several windows. In which are beautirul ground
glass. The vestibule will soon be furnished, as It
is reported, with a drinking fountain and a wash-- ,
stand, where any one can make the toilet. In
this end of the vestibule Is a stairway leading to J
a large airy cellar, where are two large furnaces,
by which the church Is heated.

The ventilation Is elegant; It Is, perhaps, the
building In tho District. The

plaster Is not laid on the brick wall, but upon
lathes, between whlchacurrentof alrfreely flows,
communicating with registers all round th a.walls,
to regulate the current of air according to the
temperature. A double floor Is laid, between
which a large amount of mortar Is laid to prevent
foul air arising from the cellar and to deaden tho
sound made In walking.

The ceiling is flat, and Is very beautifully fres-

coed; a light gothlc work, and not heavy; In the
centre Is a largo circle. The walls are nicely
frescoed In keeping with the celling. The church
Is lighted by meant of five large reflectors In the
celling and by four jets, Ilko thoso In the Foundry
church, of blue and gold, two on each wall mid-
way between the pulpit and entrance; the other
two are on each sldo of tho organ.

Five large stained-glas- s windows adorn each
wall, and the borders to them are alternately blue
and green. On each side ot tho pulpit aro two
doors leading to two small retlrlng-roonr- Over
these doors are two additional stained-glas- s win-

dows.
Tho pews were rented last night. They num-

ber one hundred and twenty, and cover the floor
or the audience-roo- one largo block being Im-

mediately In front of the pulpit, with two blocks
of smaller pews on each side. The pews are all
walnut, and the ends are very massive. They
have red cushions. The carpet Is a red and black
mixed three ply pattern, and reflects great credit
on the ladies who have the furnishing of the
church In hand. The pulpit (son a direct level
with the backs of the pews, and Is a very spacious
one. The desk Is being made In Baltimore, and
will be or black walnut. This desk Is presented
by the Sunday school. Immediately In front of
the pulpit Is a large and handsome communion
table, on the front ot whlah Is inscribed the words,
"In remembrance of me."

The choir Is elevated at the back of tho pnlpIL
In It has been placed the organ from the old
church, which has been changed In color to con-

form with the walnut throughout the building.
No doubt on tho morrow some charming mnsie
will be rendered by the late addition to tho al-

ready good choir. We refer to Miss Mygatt, who
has a sweet soprano voice that Is improving all
the time. The congregation has enjaed her as
soprano for the choir, and are very much pleased
with the charming music she renders.

The congregation cordially Invite the publie to
the service when a discourse, we be
lieve, will be rendered.by the eloquent pastor of
the church, Kev. S. H. Howe.

The church is 92 feet In length by SS wide, and
the height from the celling to the floor Is 31 feot a
Inches, and tho vestibule Is from 10 to 12 feet
wide the whole structure reflecting much credit
upon the building committee and the contractors,
Messrs. Young & Kcenan.

The church was opened Thursday evening for
the purposo of renting the pews, and was largely
attended. Fifty-fou- r pews were rented at prices
ranging from (10 to (75, aggregating 12,330.
