For nations asfor individuals there come

great opportunities which should not be
thrown away. Availed of, these 'lead on
to fortune." Neglected, they rarely pre--sc- nt

themselves a second time. Eas not
such an opportune moment arrived to the
United States to do an act of justice to a
neighboring people struggling for freedom
and independence, and at tUs same time to
promote our own immediate Interests ; ex-

tend and Improve our commercial relations
in a southerly direction, and bring back the
prosperity of our Gulf States, prostrated
and impoverished and weighed down by
an accumulation of misfortunes ? The in-

ternecine war in Cuba has now been going
on foi npariy aim yoort, and there appears
to be no prospect of its early termination.
Both parties seem to be ablo to prolong tne
contest indefinitely, and the question re-

curs : How long, according to the principles
or international law, are neutral powers re-

quired to stand by indifferent to such a
struggle "how long are they required to
withhold a recognition of the Independence
of the party in revolt against the established
government? How many lives must be
sacrificed, and how much treasure must be
expended before neutral powers can enter
into commercial relations with the revolu-
tionists?

Certainly It cannot bo denied that
since October, 1863, the republicans of Cuba
have held "dominion over an extensive y,

given laws to it, established a gov-

ernment in it, administered justice, andex-"ercisedac- ts

of sovereignty" in it Alarge
portion of the island has been governed for
nearly six years by the revolutionists of
1868, and a majority of the inhabitants
of the island are understood to
have acknowledged their allegiance
to the republic. The parent power, with
unlimited means of suppressing the revolt,
has up to this time utterly failed to do it
In these circumstances, has this Govern-
ment not a perfect right to recognize the
independence of the republic, and, if it sees
fit, enter into friendly relations with the new
power without giving just cause of offence
to Spain? "We think the facts stated and
the law we have quoted would furnish a
complete justificauon for the measure, if
any justification were needed.

2. --We now come to the second branch of
the subject, and propose to show that the
commercial interests of this country are
suffering greatly by the prolongation of this
unnatural and apparently useless strife, and
would be largely promoted by recognizing
Cuban independence and forming intimate
commercial relations with the new govern-
ment For years past the relations with
Spain have been carried on not on anything
like a reciprocal basis, but on a basis which
gives a large advantage to that Govern-
ment. We take from Cuba annually to the
value of between sixty and seventy millions
of dollars worth of her productions, while
she takes from the United States less than
twenty millions of dollars worth of our
productions. This Is clearly a one sided
arrangement, which cannot be terminated
too soon. Instead of the balance of
trade with Cuba and the other coun-
tries to the south of us being
against the United States, it should be
largely in our favor, and it can easily be
turned in our favor, --by entering into
treaties which shall be reciprocal in their
character, and which shall open up for the
United States markets now practically
closed against them. The republicans of
Cuba, it is well known, desire to enter into
close relations with the people of this
country. Many of them have been taught
in our schools and colleges, and have
there imbibed those principles of govern-
ment upon which ours is based. These
people chafe under the harsh rule of the
governors sent from Spain to keep them in
subjection to the parent power. They
cherish ardent aspirations for the freedom
and independence which we enjoy, 'and they
also desire to put an end to that infamous
system of labor which prevails in Cuba, and
which is kept up only for the enrichment of
the homo government, the viceroys, and
the host of officers, high and low, which that
government places in charge of the Island.

that our inaction in the Cuban question has
imposed upon the people of the United
States an actual loss of upwards of two hun-
dred millions of dollars. If this be the
consequence of treaties, if our obligations
under such instruments are bo injurious to
our interests, b there any,reason why they
should not cease to bind us? Are we
always to subordinate our interests to those
of other nations? Treaties should be recip-
rocal in their stipulations. When they
promote the interests of only one of the
parties to the contract the time has come
for the abrogation of such treaties.

Further, is It not high time to put a stop to
the barbarities practiced by Spanish officers
in Cuba? Whoso liberty, whose life Is safe
there? Can we longer tolerate the cruel
treatment which our citizens receive from
those officers? Every day we hear of the
arrest, on the most frivolous pretences, of
one or more of them and their imprison-
ment in dark and filthy dungeons a living
death worse than that by the vile garrote.
To Interfere In their behalf, our Government
is compelled to resort to an indirect method
of communication with the Cuban officials,
and in the meantime our interference" is
rendered useless by the execution of sen-

tences hurriedly pronounced before help
can be sent

Again, our recognition cTthe independence
of Cuba would settle the question of slavery
on the island. While the Spanish rule con
tinues there that system of labor will pre
vail. The trade in slaves, our readers are
aware, Is a most lucrative source of profit
to the Governors of Cuba and the retinue
of officers who surround them. Destroy it,
and tho attraction of the island for the
Spaniards will immediately cease. While
we write a telegram from Havana, of April
11, is published, giving official announce
ment of a decree of the Captain General,
that all slaves furnished to the Government
shall be organized as soldiers, under white
officers. They are to serve five years and
then be freed. Such a policy Is declared
while the trade in slaves is fostered.

We would impress upon Congress the
advisability of their resolving upon imme
diate recognition of the independence ef the
Cuban Republic and authorization of the
President to negotiate a commercial treaty
with it It may ba inferred that the Presi-
dent will lose no time in giving effect to
such a resolve. If the reasons given for
such a measure are not conclusive wc can
not conceive of any which would be so re
garded.

But their
blunder is still more inexcusable when
viewed from a national stand-poi- The
loss of a Republican vote in the Senate for
years to come may involve Vie safety of
issues or a vital cnaractcr both to the nation
and to those principles which these foolish
reformers pretend to serve. They must
know that with the Democrats in power
either in the State or national Government,
with such men as John Korrisscy and Sam
Cox filling places of public authority, their
chanees of success would be slur-- indeed.
