BUS1TWG OFTBE DEAD IN SUB3TAB.
Among the Karens everything pertaining to

death Is regarded with absolute-horro- The
clothes, books and- other possessions of the de
ceased are all committed to the flames; and any
one who should knowingly appropriate any part
of them woald be considered unclean forever.
Even the piece of work on which a man or woman
happens to be engaged when si death Is an-

nounced to him must be at oace abandoned, and
h'owever valuable ot costly is nerer resumed.
Thus, a house or boat In which tt Invested per
haps nearly all a poor man's little fortune; a
valuable web ol cloth that his cost some feeble
woman months of wearying labor; the harvest
of a Held or garden which is Just about to repay
the whole season's toll and anxiety must be
all alike consigned to irredeemable destruction
if their owners should chance to be engaged
on their work when they sea or hear or a
death. This copyist and his wife, a worthy
young oonple, had been since their marriage zeal-
ously engaged hi trying to build themselves a
house, "llTlng" meanwhile la aa old one near by.
Tha frame of the new building was already erect-
ed, bnt funds were wanting for Its completion, aad
these the yoang cou pie were earning; tha man by
writing, the woman by weaving, when death pat.
a stop to their plans. A few days more woald
hare completed the books and the 'cloth, and the
sale of them woald have supplied ample sreias to
finish the house. But now the Innocent rolumes
on which the patient copyist had spent loag days
of toll must, with the fine cloth of the poor wire,
be consumed by fire; and even the frame of the,
new house would share'the same fate. To touch
again any of them after each aeasuslty woald, la
the estimation of these superstitious" Karens, ln--
rolre a curse more ratal than the 'poisoned tunic
nessas oonveyed to Hercules, entallrag calamity.
not oaly to the corporeal part, bat-t- o the' soul
tnrougn ail ratare states or neiag.

m accordance with the Karen custom, as soon

is the young oopyist had ceased to breathe, erery
part oi the body, even the face, was closely-e-

wrapped in coarse white cloth, ana the corpse laid
out on a bench in the outer room, where 'all who
came in might weep 'over 1L Bio was poured
down in piles at the head and feet, together with
fruit, tobacco, cigarettes and betel-nu- t; and on one
side of the body was placed a basket containing a
drlnklag-cap-, a knife and a spoon, and some cock-

ing utensils. The sptrltor the dead man was then
invited to eat' freely as while la the body, and "ex-

horted not to be ashamed; while all his deceased
rnends who bad preceded him to tbeland of spirits
were urged to return and escort their' brother to
his destined abode. Meanwhile, the nearest rela-
tives, with the yoang wife at their head, crowded
round the dead body, prostrated'lhemselrei with
walls aad lamentations, aad Implored tha de
parted to return and bleu their longing ears once
more with the sound of his familiar voice. Others
sang dolorous ditties aad chanted songs In figura
tive language and In a peculiar measure. During
the singing a large party of friends and 'relatives
engaged in a curious game called "Tiger and
Fowl," which they. told us was designed to sym-

bolise the conflict of the disembodied spirit with
the powers of the sir i. c, wltchef, demons and'
hobgoblin. Then followed la succession sundry
marches around the bier; fresh prostrations and
more lugubrious ditties, aad hot water was poured
out at the head and feet to supply the deceased
with drink in his . At nightfall small
tapers were lighted for a brief interim and placed
near the corpse, while one of near kin marched
round It to proclaim to tha dead man the points
of the compass, the tops and roots of the trees
and other Important Items of locality, bnt always
directly the reverse of their true position, as the
Karens believe that or departed
spirits, unless they are bora again into .another
form, is directly at antipodes .with oar earth,
which they bold to ba a circular plana. "When

these Tirloas ceremonies had been completed,
the lights .were extinguished, and aU,. they told
us, was to remain' in $tatu tt lor .about thirty-si-x

hoars, when the burntaz would tare puce. ;imi
interval, was spent by the relatives and friends la
renting and revelry.
. While burning.' tha body wis separated by a

sort .of kiln from the fuel .that surrounded It, so
as to prevent the mingling of the ashes of the
corpse aad, those produced by the incineration of
the wood. This precaution Is alwavs taken where
tha ashes are to be preserved; otherwise, all it
consumed together, and the worker demolition In
either ease occupies scarcely aa hour. But before
tha bones bare beta reduced to ashes tha Karens
select single one, usually that of aa arm or
finger, and earerally. preserve tt till a convenient
Uma fet bringing .the relatives and friends to-
gether kgiia.-- ' . la tha ease or the deceased oopyist
this meetlaa"wa to take place four days after
the burning or tha body t and, wishing to seethe
aad, we concluded to remain la the neighborhood,

pared, ceremonies similar to those performed
over the bod" were repeated over the bone, Its
solitary representative, and a solemn dirge wis
sung to frighten off Hut-h- e, aa aril spirit or
whom tha Karens stand' In special dread.
