The young lady who has made the European
trip eight times has "boasted" to an Intimate

friend that she. has "footod Uncle Sam" out of
his dues every time, and she has shown ai lady
friend of the writer a number of her trophies
which have escaped paying duties by being se-

cured about her person. She exhibits these
trophies with as much pride as though they
were Justiflablo achievements.

The wife of a leading New.Ybrk importer is
currently reported to have . rendered herself
very useful, as well as ornamental, on several
occasions, by secreting about her person and

hiding in her trunks a largo 'number of val-

uable articles in her husband's line of busi-

ness, which have thus escaped the duty.
So far as female ingenuity has been carried a

in this line of defrauding the revenue that the
services of emigrant womeniave been brought a
Into requisition, and small articles of great,
value have been Intrusted to emigrants and

secreted about their persons, on the suppos-

itionoften a correct one that their poverty
would prevent them from suspicion and pro-

tect them from examination.

of the United States revenue the soms
what novel clement of female detectives. These
female detectives were stationed at various
points, especially at Castle Garden, plerSO,
pier 43, pier 0, at Hoboken and at Jersey City.
Their par was fixed at S3 a day, and they
were entitled to a certain percentage of the
value of any smuggled goods which were' by
'their cJorts brought to light.

These "female detectives" were regarded in
tho Itjat of unmitigated nuisances by thecus-tom-hoc- se

officials of the sterner sex.. There
Is no politeness in business, and there was cot
the slightest courtesy shown by-- one male to
the femah) custom-hous-e detective. Their
Interests bomg antagonistic their attitude was
hostile, and, Insteadof Increasing the efficiency
of the service, it was claimed that by these di-

versions they impaired It. The first blng,
however, better paid than the majority of
female occupations and the work being "light,"
there was a vast number of applications for the
situation of female revenue detective. A
Southern amthoress of soma ability filled this
role satisfactorily to herself, at least for
some time and made several lucrative seizures.
At last, however, she was "impertinent" to a
fashionable and influential lady, the wile of a
lawyer, whom she Insisted on examining, and
on whose person she found a quantity of dia-

monds and laces secreted.-- The Government
got its ilnca and tho detective her share, but
6he ultimately lost her place. Even a Govern-

ment official cannot afford to be "impertinent"
to a woman of "high social position" with

Women never deal with women If they can
help it. TLey "see enough" of each other too
readily; they cannot impose on each other as
they can upon men. Consequently, although
these female detecUveswerenrigmally intended
to relieve such women as fell under suspicion
from the disagreeable necessity of being
searched hymen', It has been round by experi-

ence that ladles are bitterly opposed to these
female detectives.

Some of these female.jleEecUves were really
persons of a very coarse exterior and of very
wulgar manners. Yon cannot expect all the
cardinal virtues and all the graces for 13 a
day. Some of them drank, and one or two of
them occasionally swore sometimes, too; they
.badgered and bothered some innocent victim of
suspicion half todeath. In one instance a

detective Insisted upon examining a
.French milliner whom she suspected of smug-

gling laces and silks. The French milliner per-

sisted in declaring her innocence, but tn vain.
The female official forced and
physically "forced" her to underso a thorough
examination which resulted in finding nothing,

but in causing the French milliner to be
to her room for several weeks afterwards

with a uervons fever.
But, as is generally the e as well

as InsUe of the custom-hous- e limits, while the
Innocent are often grossly vexed and perse-

cuted,, the really guilty are winked at and
escape scot free. A fashionable lady and her
daughter recently brougat eighteen trunks off
the steamer without an examination. These
trunks contained silks, velvets, Jewelry, laces
and diamonds, hidden away In them, to the
value of over 150,000. And it Is now so well
known a fact as almost to create no particular
attention that the luggage of any prominent
jnin or merchant, and the luggage cf his wife
and daughters, are exempt frjm search by the
custom-hous- e oSlccrs ; or at the very most a
few questiomrare asked by the polite officials,
to which the ladles do not hesitate to return
answers which they know to be unqualifiedly
false. Our ladles lie to cheat the Government
out or a few dollars not flittering, but liter-
ally tru.

Lps are very expert In the chiding or
smuggled articles '.heir dress gives them
crcat facilities. They hide laco in their
bosoms; they tie laces, velvets and silks round
their waists; tbirty-lb- yards or silk velvet
had been foand wound round the waist of a
Fark avenuj belle. Then tj pauler Is found
to be exceedingly useful and shawls, &c.,
have been found snugly concealed in

capacious lllts. Diamonds have
been siczed bidden away in shoes, and watches
have been found In chignons. Even gold and
silver plated knives and forks have been found
concealed lu female attire.

suit of words that just flu. It Is so much
easier to say ot two people that they belong to

mutual admiration society, and so dispose In
on d manner of any claim they may

have for sincerity In tho praise of each other,
than It is to characterize their relations by
some mors exact and truthful phrase.

TJnder the sneer there 1 surely a formidable
irroundworlc of fact. The wit who first Invented
tne clever pnraso uesorvco tuv ,iu.u
lovers of sincerity and haters of cant, especially
of literary cant, would cheerfully bestow on
him for furnishing them with words' that have
pricked many foolish bubbles; nothing is more
contemptible than the spirit of praise which Is
gtven only for the sake of a return in kind of
tbe same base coin. Praise, hoping lor nothing
In return: that ts the goldlng rule of true ry

reccgnltlon; be quick to discover and own
the merit that lies In this or thai venturer, and
thereby give him the hand that helps; bet
grasp his hand that he may pull you across to

send a glow through him that ho may turn and
plve you a like pleasure, and the bestthlnrin
the world becomes, abase counterfeit that
every.one gladly nails to the counter with the
hard, quick blow of a contemptuous phrase.

Yet when this is said the most palpable truth
has been declared, "and the phrase remains, a
witness to the wisdom of many and the wit of
one. There Is the less rordoie, Because more
discriminate, truth remaining that a slur cast
upon a man's name may have a merely acci-

dental Justification. Would it Indeed be bet-
ter if llterarv men. for Instance, eenerallv be
longed to a mutual recrimination society If
the first Instinct of a writer, wben lie came
nmn wm-- like his own. were to criticise and
dlsoanure Itl Would tha common bent of
many minds toward certain fixed forms of art
have been helped. If each had been engaged In
rending his neighbors,

in truth, admiration is the Dosltlve element
of healthy growth, and since one's power of
production in any one oirccuon is yrci.y aurc.
allied to a power in appreciation of results In
th same kind, what wonder that I. who write
a drama, should enjoy the work of tha dramat
ist who lives across the street, and say so

And If I think and say so, Is there
not a like reasonableness In his taking the
same attitude toward met I should think
meanly of myself If I withheld my praise from
fear that I was regarded as only playing with
& retnrn ball, fllaztnz the bright colors to him
that I might twitch them back for my own en-

joyment. It would become a palsied enthusi-
asm for other men's work that was always
nervous lest the praise should be regarded as
only angling for praise in return,

llnleaa one Is to live incomplete isolation.
working in disregard of sympathy and coldly
nnrsnlnir his own resolute way, it is Impossible
but he should come immediately and often in
contact with minds tnat give ana tace sym-nuth- v.

It Is beside more characteristic of the
literary nature that its tentacles are always
out, moving about in the air and ready to
touch whatever is akin, and the' courage
which it requires to pursue its often obscure
course is afforded not always by the conscious-
ness or being on the right track, but by the
cheer which It hears from those of like occupa
tion. Shall It not cheer back i :

As a matter of fact we susDect that the
hmtlest work has been dons bvthe members
of what the world calls a mutual admiration
society. The world that dubs it members
thus gives but chni eneojjragement to them in
any work they undertake. It is the warm
inner circle of men and women quick to appre-

ciate their lost endeavor, that supplies the
motive power for still mors arduous labor.
Tbe people who work outside of the mutual
admiration societies are apt to belong too ex
clusively to self admiration societies, where
the circle of their endeavor is never very re-

mote from the centre. In fine, w arc disposed
tn take- a verv charitable view of these people

despised, and to regard their mutual
admiration as an amusing witness. When It
becomes silly, it provokes us, but we may as
well remember, after all, that admiration well
bestowed Is more noble than a carping spirit
fnmlshlmr one's hand, that outrht to be a hand
of welcome, with mere pickers and stealers.
