INTEByA LBE VEX UE EXPENSES.
Nothing is easier to accomplish than to

reach any desired argumentative conclusion
by disregarding stubborn facts. Our usual-

ly careful city cotemporary, the Sunday
Herald, fully exemplifies the force of this
in its last issue. In a lengthy article regard-Ju- g

tho reduction of tho clerical force of
the several executive departments it reaches
the conclusion, based upon inaccurate data,
that the Internal Revenue Bureau is an "ex-
pensive fraud." It gives what purports to
toe a comparative statement of the cost of
collecting the customs and Internal revenue
taxes, to the disadvantage of the latter bu-

reau, because the comparison i3 confined to
the cost of services within the Department,
and therefore does not deal with all the
facts in the case. The truth is, that while
the Customs Bureau necessarily confines its
operations and collections to a few ports,
the Internal Revenue Bureau is compelled,
from the nature of itscolleclions, to employ
two hundred and twenty-fou- r collectors,
with a small army of deputies, etc., and
covers our entire inland domain as
well as our seaports. Tho dif-

ference between the respective operations
of the two bureaus isthos made apparent
nt glance While the custoras officers of

New York, for Instance, are able to con
centrate their labors at given points where
ocean steamers discharge thoir freights, the
revenue officers are compelled to dolve hero
and there and everywhere, all over the
city, seeking, not only assessable proporw.
bat violations of the laws. In tho same
way the customs officers at Richmond, Va.,
are able, with a comparatively small force,
to do their work at a certain wharf, while
tho Internal revenue collector at that city
embraces within his district an area Includ-

ing tho tobacco lands of the James river
valley and the mountain fastnesses of the
Blue Ridgo region, ia which whisky and iruit
distilleries abound almost without number.
But Ihe following table, carefully compiled
from tho finance reports, exhibiting the col-

lections from customs and Internal revenue
and the expenses Incurred in each service
from 18G9 to 1873, inclusive, speaks for it-

w believe to be an honest, able ofilcer, and
in this opinion we think the country at
large concurs. It would seem safe, there-
fore, that Congress should take his recom-
mendation, which U that he cannot, with
justice to the interests committed to his
charge, make any material reduction in the
personnel of his office, in view of the fact
tliat the services of two hundred and twenty-fiv- e

assessors and their clerks and about
eleven hundred assistant assessors were
dUpcnscd with one year ago.

DEVART1IEXT OF COMMERCE.
T!ie iccent report of Mr. "Windom's com-

mittee, and the speech of that Senator, by
which it was accompanied, attracts univer-st- l

attention. There is not a single pro-

ducer or consumer in the land who is not
interested in tho results of the investiga-
tions by that committee. Tho committee
report it practicable to cheapen the cost of
transportation an average of twenty cants a
bushel on grain and one dollar per barrel
on flour. This means ten cents per busho,
xiore to tho farm;: and ten cents less to the
miller and fifty cents leis per barrel of flom
to the consumer oa the Atlantic cias: or
wherever else that flour seeks a market.
The whole economy will be fairly divisible
between tuo two cHsse3 producers and
consumers tho agriculturists of the West
and the mcchnnic or manufacturer of the
E tst and it means higher prices for labor
West and lower prices for brcadJi.-asl- .

To bring about tho desirable era of cheap
transportation, which will In turn increase
the income of the Western farmer and the
savings of the Rasters mechanic, tho com-

mittee aJrises a bureau of commerce in one
of the departments. To this bureau it is
proposed to give tho supervision of all
channels of iht in ter-Sta- commerce. That
the business likely to result from the pro-

posed supervision of railways and canals
wii! be of considerable magnitude mus't be
very evident to all parties who are at all
acquainted with such matters. These af
fairs of commerce have heretofore always
pertained to the Treasury Department, and
properly so, especially whenever they
affected tho revenues of the country. But
the business of that Department has become
so enormous tliat the efforts of Congress
should rather be addressed to its decrease
than augmentation. It appears that some
rsorganizution of tho Department is neces-

sary In order to secure a properend efficient
division of labor aud service.

In arranging a supervision of the internal
commerce of the country the erection of a
new department may become necessary.
Why should we not have a "Department of
Commerce," with a seat in the Cabinet, to
take charge of commercial affairs, both in-

ternal and foreign? Such a department
would proporly have the supervision of the
collection of all the revenues of the Govern-
ment derived from commercial operations,
accounting for them to the Treasury. This
would leave the latter Department in cliargc
of the receipts and disbursements, currency,
loans and accounts. The Department of
Commerce would be to this Government
something such en agent as the "Board of
Trade" Is to Great Britain nd tho "Min-
istry of Commerco" is to France. It should
be an executive department, with a scat in
the Cabinet. The1)usine3s of the Treasury
is now far in excess of what should Be
chargeable to say one Department of the
Government. The Cabinet duties of the
head of this Department, added to the sig-

natures required by law to be made in the
accomplishment of the rofttlde business de-

volving upon him, render It physically im-

possible that he shotild have tho requisite
personal knowledge of the contents of the
documents to which his name is affixed.
Any addition to his present labors and re
sponsibilities must necessarily endanger the
the efficiency with which the Department
is administered. The report of the Com-

mittee on Transportation evidently contem-
plates the construction of the proposed im-

provements under the supervision of the
War Department, But the operation of the
works after construction would naturally
fall to the control of the Treasury or Inte-
rior Departments under tho present organi-
zation.

It appears clear to us that the commerce
of tho country is now of sufficient magni
tude to entitle it to the entire attention of
the head of an independent department of
the Government; but when it is considered
that it has grown to its present gigantic pro-

portions without the cherishing and foster
ing care of any especial branch of Govern-
ment, but simply through the native enter-
prise and clastic force of Amorican citizens,
and that not only our foreign commerce is

at present languishing under tho effects of
tho late war and tho present commercial
depression, but that the industrial interests
and internal trade of the country are greatly
paralyzed by the same influence, it appears
to bo just the opportune moment for the
Govcrnmentto extend, by an especial effort,
tliat protection and encouragement to all of
those interests which is accorded to them so
lavishlyby rival commercial powers.

The measures proposed in Mr. Windom s
report, for the improvement and comple-
tion of four great water routes 1, the
Mississippi river; S, the Northern lakes and
rivers; 3, the Central, via the Ohio, Kana-
wha, and James river; and 4, the Southern,
via the Tennessee and Ocmulgco river- s-
constitute a step in tho right direction. The
estimated aggregate cost of all these im-

provements is $135,000,000, as the maxi-

mum if canals are used, and 1120,000,000

as theminimnm-i- the event of the use of
part double-trac- k railways. It is proper,
however, to odd tliat tho greater cost of
the maintenance and repairs Tf railroads
would very soon equalize, or perhaps even
exceed, the maximum of $155,000,000.

Should these improvements be determined
upon, it is suirccstcd that about twenty
or thirty millions per annum be ex
pended unon them during the next six
years, and it is believed that the national
economy thereafter lo vrruc .from them
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would annually exceed the aggregate out:
lay. There is no doubt that the prosecution
of theso Improvements would havo the ef-

fect to stimulate the industries of the coun-
try and greatly enhanco Its agricultural and
mineral productions. By the time of their
completion, in 1880, it Is not in the least im-

probable that the productive wealth of tho
nation will bo more than doublo that of
1870, yielding a surplus for commercial pur-

poses sufficient to occupy all these new and
improved channels of commerce. Theso
facts and estimates indicate that our inter-
nal trade is far the most important branch
of our commerce, and Justify the proposi-

tion that the entire business based upon It

is fully and eminently worthy the exclusive
attention of an executive department of the
Government

Those twin organs of Democracy, tho

Mr. John W. Fobnet, who has been in the
city for some lime past, l writing some inter-
esting letters to the Philadelphia Prist. Speak-
ing of the Congressional Library and of the
man who has dono 60 much to make tho library
what it Is, an honor to the country, Mr. Forney
says: "What a record of the progress of our
Institutions! Trace it from the beginning: April
24, 1S00, Congress, urged by Thomas Jefferson,
appropriated $3,000 and books for the use of
Congress and the Government. In 1803 a libra-

rian was appointed. In 1814 the British troops
destroyed tho entire collection of three hundred
volumes, the soldiers and sailors using the
books to feed the fire. In January of 1815 Con.
gress bought the invaluable Jefferson library,
7,500 volumes, for $33,930, and placed It In tre
Post Office building, where Congress was then
sitting. In 1818 It was transferred temporarily
to a room near the old Supreme Court, and in
1335 was placed In the hall (a very small affair)
it now occupies. Jefferson's library was sup-

posed by his enemies to contain athelstle and
Immoral books, but was found to be especially
rich In Bibles and general theology and philos-

ophy. It is y a precious depository. In
1350 the library contained 55,000 volumes. In
1851, 35,000 of these were destroyed by fire. I
had just previously been elected Clerk of the
House, and cams from Philadelphia to witness
the havoc. After that a new reign began, but.
it was not till the present able head was found
that the Congressional Library found its right--
ful guardian. In December of 1834 Alnsworth
R. Spofford, of Cincinnati, was- made chief, and
this young man (he is not much over forty
now) put his soul into the work, and with his
splendid corps of assistants has built np what
"is already a noble collection, and will eventually
be among the finest in the world. Spofford Is a
marvel of memory, fine manners, energy, and
abindant resources. Tbs ready ease with
which he finds a book, answers a question, and
dispatches business, Is delightful to all who
have occasion to call upon him. The Instl'.n-tto- n

y holds 200,000 volumes, dally
by Judicious purchases and the operation

of the copyright law, under which every new
American book must be sent hero. The" library

of the Smithsonian Institute on enormous ar-

ray, 40,000 volumes In all rests on thcse.stout
shelves. The library or Peter Force, a still
more valuable acquisition, embiactng hooks of
soma forty-fir- e thousand separate titles, and
among them many Important publications, the
earliest American nistory, with maps, newspa-

pers, pamphlets, and manuscript costing ihe
Government $100,000 has also been addel (o
this great institution."

The
original patents, thoso for a neadle with an eyo
through the point, operating upon the arm or a
lever all patents for that portlonof the maehlne,
being the principal part of It have now run out.
Hut the sewing machines are covered with little
attachments, something here and something
there. In order that they may be kept under

This Is a sewing maehlne attachmentfatents. of being used with a given stitch,
ur a given method of using the stitch. It will bo
made the means or doubling or trebling the price
of a machine If It has any merit In It; and If It
has not It will do no harm. If It has advantages,
then fourteen years Is time enough la which the
Inventor could obtain a sufficient remuneration
for the amount of brains expended on this llttlo
plecoof Iron, however much he may have.

DOUBLI XATIOXALITr.

A person may by the laws of one
eonntry owe allegiance to the Uovornment of that
country, and by the laws of another eonntry owo
allegiance to that other; his allegiance belngtbus
double, not divided. Ur ournaturaltsatlonlaws,
for Instance, a man residing In the United States
and naturalised here might be doomed, under
our laws. In all respects a citizen or the United
States; while at the same timo by the laws or
Qreat Britain, before the late naturalisation con.
ventlon, he would be deemed In all rcsnectsa oltl-sc- n

and a subject of Great Britain. One of the
great ends of all diplomatic negotiations andof
all reciprocal legislation among nations ought to
be. I submit, to get rll of this question of double
nationality, so that under no circumstances where
It can be avoided should there be anything like
duplex relations of one person to two Govern-
ments, as owing allegiance to the two.

me, so mncb so that It netted quite a heavy
loss, and made me very Indifferent about going
on with the' thing at all. The fact Is, prices
straight through were too low for any first-clas- s

manufacturer to live by; the Board of Public
Works could not bny those goods, as a regular
thing, In the market at those prices. Our coal,
wages, and clay would not allow as to sell them,
and make a profit not by a long shot. The
Board of Public Works came Into tbe market at
a very favorable time for them. There were
seventy or eighty houses lit the United States
turning out large lots of goods, and trade was
very dull, and we wcro very eager to sell so a
to get money to pay men. That Is about the
secret of it. I started the low prices, and the
Western men, In order to get a share In the
matter, went a trtfie under me; but none of us
were very particular ; none of us would have
died of grief If they had cut off our contract at
anv time; we considered them very low prices,
indeed.
