stand for ages. The design for a terrace for
the base your committee believe to be more
appropriate and, more harmonious with thel
style ot architecture adopted in the monument
than the original pantheon, which excited so
mucn criticism 01 lato years, ana at tne same
time is comparatively inexpensive.

Your committee know ofno structures, except
six, on the face of the globe which will exceed
it lu height, namely: The dome of St. Peter's
cathedral at Rome, 437 feet; spire at Landshnt.
Germany, 463 feet; the tower of the cathedral

ment, your commltteo think It now too late to
discuss that question.

THE TREE THAT KEEPS A STASDISQ
ASipr.

Among the varied means of defence devel-
oped by plants in their ceaseless struggle for
existence, says the Scientific American, there is
perhaps, none more wonderful or effective than
that of a species of acacia which abounds on
the dry savannas of Central America. It is
called the bull's horn thorn, from the strong
curved thorns, set in pairs all over tho
trunk and branches. These, no doubt,
help to "protect the tree from the. attacks of
browsing cattle; bnt it has more dangerous
enemies In the leaf-cutti- ants and other in-

sects. Against these the tree maintains a nu
merous standing army, for which it provides
snug houses stored with food, nectar to drink,
and abundance of luscious fruit or dessert.
When first developed, the thorns are soft and
filled with a sweetish palp, much relished by a
species of small springing ants, never found
except on these trees. Making a holo near the
point of one of each pair of thorns, these ants
eat out of the Interior, then burrow through
the thin partition of the base into tho other'
thorn, and treatlt In the same manner.

tne nollow shells thus formed, make
dwellings, none of which are left unten-

anted, as anv one mav discover hvrtlitiirhin
the plant, when the little warriors swarm out
in force and attack-th- aggressor with jaws and
stings, sue leSjVesoi inepiantaretwc-wmgc- d,

and at the base ot each pair of leaflets, on the
mid rib, is a gland which, when the leaf is
j'oung, secretes a honey-lik- e liquid, of which
the ants are very Tond. This insures their con-
stant presence on the yonng leaves, and their
most zealous service In driving ou other insects.
A still more wonderful provision of solid food
is made for a similar purpose. At the end oi
each of the small divisions of the compound
leaner mere grows a small lrmt-iiK- e bodv.
which under the microscope looks like a golden
pear. When the leaf first unfolds, the little
pears are not qulfe ripe, and the ants are con-
tinually employed going from one to the other
to see how they come on.

As these fruit-lik- e bodies which appear to
have no other use than as ant food do dotali
ripen at once, the ants are kept .about the
young leaves for a considerable time. When
an ant Unas one sufficiently advanced It bites
t! A nnln rf alliti.hinAnl lliMttMilln.nmiOin
Prizabreaks it ofTand bears it awav m triumph
to the nest. These ants, a species of dkmJo-myrm- a,

are found, as already noticed, only on
these trees; and that the trees really keep
them as a body-guar- d seems evident 'from the
fact that, when planted In localitles'where their
llttlo protectors do not exist, thoy are 'epcedily
defoliated by which let tlicm se-
verely alone on tho savannas, whtlo their
honey glands and golden pears offer no attrac-
tions to the ants of the forest. Apparently
bothrcacias and pttudomyrmai have been mu-
tually modified in, the course of time, nntil thev
are now quite dependent on each other for sup-
port and protection.
