The Central Committee of the Trades’
Union held a regular mesting last evening, at
Mechanics' Hall; Mr, J. F. Whitemoro o the
chair, and J. E. \ugent secretary.
The credentials of Messrs. V. R. Bishop, A.
Thomas, John Adams, J. T. McGowan, F. F.
Bogia, W. B. Burger, and C, P. P. Wroe, dele.
gates from the Bookbindors’ Union, wers re.
ceived, and the gentlemen admitted to mem-
ship.
Also the following to fill vacaocies in the
Bricklayers’ Assoclation delegation: Miessrs.
R. D. Cormick, W. H. Coltan and V. M.
Barch.
+ The committes appointed to make arrange-
ments for a suitable demonstration oa the 18th
inst., was enlarged in numbers by adding the
foliowing: Messrs, J. E. Nugeat, Charles
Girimes, W. H. Cotton, Willlam Robinson,
Wiillam Harvey, A. J. Boyd, and A. Thomas.
Mr. C. P'. P. Wroe aaid that the bricklayers
were at the present time virtuslly on a sirike
and hal fully one hundred men out of em-
ployment, who would require aid soon, aad he
desired to  know whether they would expect
any from the committee. An understnding
must be reached as soon as possible asthey
wished to know what to expest.
The presidont stated that several of the asso.
clations represented in the Union, had already
expressed thelr sympathy with the bricklayers,
and offered their aid to them while on a strike
for eight hours, He thought If they would so
express themselves to the different organiza-
tions, they would receive assistance financlally.
Mr. Cotton sald that the bricklayers wero
only striking to maintain the elght bours
which they had enjoyed for some time, and
from which the bosses are striving to effect a
change and by adding two hours more. Az
first they offered to increase the wages with the
hours, but now their ultimatum is tea hours or
0o work,
Mr. Nugent, the sccratary, read from the
minutesshowing that scveral of the associations
bad expressed themselves as ready to stand by
the mechanics in tha elght-hour fight at any
time when called upon.
Mr. Wron was surprisad to find that the
commitice sppointed by the bricklayers for the
purpose had not called on the assoclations for
asslstance. *Ho was perfectly satisfied with the
nction of the central committee, and very much
encouraged with the reports from the different
orgapizations tendering them sympsthy and
aid.
On motion of Mr, Reed, the delegates were
requested to urge upon their sssoclations at
the next mesting to forwand Lo the bricklayers’
association all the pecuniary s possible.
Mr. Thomas, from the bookbinders, made a
very stirring specch on the subject of eight
hours, encoursging the Lricklays to stand firm
and fight manfully for thelr rights, and that
the bookblnders would battle with them shou!-
der to shoulder. They could appreciste the
principle that they were contending for, as his
fellow-tradesmen already enjoyed its beaefits.
The meeting then adjourned.

The old eompany came to
Washiogton in 1844, and it had grown with the
growth ol the city, sharing its bad sad good fof-
tunes, working without profit for & number of
