The monetary system needed looking after, for
thtit or the aitfantil banks overshadowed all
othfr nVtofcHs ia existence. Ho was not cer-
tain that it was not a fraud, and updcrIed all
oU.crciiftl- - evils. It was for them to see that
tLe Goernnirctwas conducted in the future with
some little attention to their Interests. The last
obstruction to universal sufiragc in this country
hsd been removed, and the times were ripe for
rcf rm, wbtrh Is now so badly needed.

Hon. Mr. llailcto-- .. of ??cw Jersey, was tho next
speaker, aLd sid that he was prefect not as a
teacher, but mere as a learner, lie had learned
that similar uiccticg wpre l.eing hell through-ojlth- c

CO' ntry in tha ,i.iertSl of tbe laborers, tbe
wealth or the countrv. As he had alwava been
cneof tfcatcU", hefeltthat he was not out of
place in coming to no meeting. He would not
vdcad for anv sueelal class, but sneak for the toll
ing millions who produce the wealth of the coun-
try. Nothing was more, saddening than to see
Taen out of e aiploj nient men willing and anxious
to work, but cot able lo obtain employment. He
was satisfied that they intended to do all that was
XI tci ana suuuu to notning tnat was wrong.

He saw nothing in tho icsolntlons, Lut If car
ried cut would prove to me nest interest ol tho
lauenrg man. n an employee oi tne Govern
ment had violated the eight-hou- r law. as was
charged, then he shonld be held responsible for
It-- lhey Telt that eight hours were enough ror a
day's work, but while he did not wish to antago-
nise with them on tho subject he thought ten
hcurs was a just limitation for s day's work. It
had been tried here lor forty years past, and
found to operate well. In connection with tbe
land grants, he thought that the public had
sjokcn recently on thai subject In such a forcible
way as to pnt an end to these donations. In the
future, to monopolies. Tfiero should be no con-
flict betwrcn capital and labor. livery employer
should ba willing to pay an honest compensation
ror aj honest daj's work. It was for them to
Judge when a heavy-hande- d monopoly was laid
oppressively upon them, and they had a. right to
reoel from its burden. If each considered the
other's interest then everything would go on har-
moniously. If he oould aid them they should
have his voice and vote.

Hon. Samuel Dobbins, of New Jersey, spoke
next, and was glad to be present, and was in sym- -

with tbe worklngmcn. He bad heard thatFiathy spoken about election times, and ohl
how they shed crocodile tears then for the down-
trodden worklngman. Bnt if they wanted to be
believed let them show it. He then went on to
speik of the times of gold and silver currency,
when wages were small and living cheap, and
contend edeven then it was not well lo pay low
wages. He said that It was all in bis eye that
they were not ready to come down to a, gold and
sliver basis, and they could not reach a fair stand-SLr- d

of wages nntil that was done. Monejr was a
mere Implement In the hands of the people, ana
must bo acceptable for all uses.

Tbe great trouble with the American people
was that they lived too fast; they spent the dollar
before earning It. He believed tbe order should
be reversed, and then the value of money would
ba appreciated.

Dr. Thomas, of the Bookbinders'UulonfolIowec!,
and was proud of the privilege of being permitted
to stand before them and advocate the interest Of
the yeomen of his country. Ho spoke Irrespective
or all party Interest, and contended that It wot
not tbe time to be controlled by any moth-eate-

decaying party.
He had come to tbe conclusion, after watching

for eight months, that the legislative action ol
Congress had not been such as to meet the wantsor the people. What was It that called (or the
uprising or that might throujehout tl entire na-
tion It was tha necessity for discussion on tbe
great subjects that agitata tbe hour. He wa
aatisfied that the action or Congress this session
bad been to prvmote the Interest of monopolies,
to tbe detriment of labor. Its policy was not that
which looked to building up the laboring
ment, but to crippling it.

I taw the gas-pip- were pot up In a tempo-

rary way, and the water was joined aaln, and
the sewer, bat It hod all been done In ray ab-

sence. I had never been consulted about it,
and, of course, I could not bnt have disap
proved it In every way; it was Injurious to me,
exceedingly damaging to me, and I could not
tee where it benefited anybody else. In other
words, from the first day I taw this nntil this
day it seems to have been a most wanton and
useless expenditure of money. Had it occurred
in mycltj.nd I simply been a private citizen
there, I shonld certainly have enjoined the
prosecution of the work, and I think any
court of equity wonld have sustained my ap-
plication, because I believe there is no law to
empower such an act, and I believo they
would have been restrained. The whole winter
of 1S72-T- 3 was uncomfortable and inconve-
nient to my family beyond description. Almost
the whole of that time, when any member of
ay family desired to use the carriage, they
were compelled to walk on a board. Mr. Ed--'
rounds hat described all tbe inconveniences of
that. I hear in the spring of 1873 I under-
stood, I believe, from Mr. Edmunds, he gave
mo a blank petition, and we talked it over. He
mentioned the fact that he has stated to you,
that he did not desire to tnbmit himself to the
jurisdiction of this Board of Public Works
wltbout a reservation of his legal rights else-
where; to be tried elsewhere; and he drew I
believe I made one or two verbal alterations,
and I think he filled up the petition which he
has read to you, and I filled up one In the
words themselves like it. It is a fae timl'U,
or intended to bo so, filled up by my secretary,
my eye-sig- being very much disordered at
that time. I made oath to it on the 10th of
or March, 1873, to tbe effect that I had been
damnified to the amount of C3.0C0 in my pro-
pertya thirty-fo- lot with a house on it in
this locality by tbe action of this Board of
Public Works. This is the petition.

By the Chairman: Q. It is in all respects
like Judge Edmunds' T A. It is afac txmUe.
Only in this respect, that Sir. Edmunds claimed
$2,500 and I claimed 53,000, for the reason that
the slope of the hill placed me a little above
him, and I was rather more inconvenienced
than be by this cutting down, and thrown more
remotely from the street; and the tame reason-
ing I presume actuated my neighbor, Admiral
Almy, of the navy, who claimed, I find by his
petition, $4,000. I gave Admiral Almy a blank
petition, aud Informed him of the action Mr.
Edmunds and I had agreed to take, and I think
it will be found that Mr. Almy has followed
tho exact wording of my petition In his. That
petition upon the back appears to have been
filed upon tbe day I executed it. I know I sent
it at once to tbe Board of Public Works. I
then went home to Delaware shortly after that
petition was filed. The session of Congress
Lad ended and I went home, I suppose, in the
month of April. After that and in the fall of
1873 there was sent to me two bills from tbe
Board of Public Works, from the assessor's
office, amounting to S425.M for these improve-
ments part was sewer service; part carriage-
way and footway, but here they are,
and I will state tho reason, I think,
why they tent mo two bills. My lot or
thirty feet was composed of two parts
of an original division in the square.
The square was laid off in lots; my thirty-fo-ot

lot lies partly upon two, and therefore they
made their assessment according to the city
plat, and the lot being lot these are
both for lot 54. But it makes no difference
about tbat; this is my bill. I then wrote to
Washington to a gentleman who bad attended
to matters for me of this kind here my pri-
vate affairs Mr. Anize Smith, who is em-
ployed cow as a clerk in one of the document
rooms and I inclosed to him these bills and
asked him to go down to the Board of Public
Works and inquire what had become of my
claim for damages my 83,000 claim. I pro
posed, In my mind, to use one as a set-o- n for
toe other, lie wrote to me. 1 think I may
read this letter, because I acted on Information
from him.

I called at tba Board of Public Works and
was tbcre Informed by Mr. Howe, chief clerk, who
said be was the proper person to give the Informa
tion wantea, mat your claim iora3,ouo aamage
done to your property on Massachusetts avenue,
had been received, and duly referred to tbo com-
mission on damages; that said commission had
taken on tbo matter, examined the property, and
made their report or award thereon, but posi-
tively refused to Inform mo of the nature of the
report or of the amount of award, If any stating
that the reports or the commissions on claims for
dsmages would not be made public until tha
meeting or tha Legislature of tne District, when
the reports would ba sent to them with the recom-
mendation that appropriations bo mads to pay
them. Tha next meeting of tha Legislature will
be In April next, nnless a special session Is called
sooner, which Is thougbt by many will be the cafe.
The above, which I know Is not very satisfactory,
Is all the Information I could get from the board
relative to your'clalm.

That remained so until I came here in De-

cember. When I came in December, I think,
I was first informed by Miss Gardner, the
in-law of Commodore Almy, who was left
in charge of his property, my next neighbor.

claim of damages, and hav'nr no charge made
him for the special tax. I think at that mo-
ment I turned around and saw my neighbor In
his yard, and I went over and I greeted him
I had not teen him in the vacation and be
then told me of the settlement he had made.
And I may also tay the object of Judge Ed-
munds and myself I expressed to him and he
to me was that being in the Senate, and hav-
ing votes which might possibly touch the
measr.re or measures which might affect the
Board of Public Works, we concluded it was
best, even at a sacrifice, to get in everyway
rid of transactions .with them. It was a
matter of necessity to us both, somewhat, to
own theso houses, whero we had any; we
could not help tbat. And it was only a feel-
ing of embarrassment to have anything to do
with them or any outstanding unsettled trans-
actions, that he told mc influenced him, as I
believe it did, and I know It controlled me, and
I determined to arrange ou some such settle-
ment as he did, If I got tho chance

On the Sth of January Mr. Magruder, the
treasurer of the Board of Public Works, came
to the Senate and tent for me. I went out,
and he told me that he understood I would
make a settlement. I told him I would do so.
Nothing was said as to tho amount of that
award. He knew tbat my claim was 33,000,

the Board of Public Works andl and so we

settled, and here tho documents appear. I hsd
seen Mr. Edmunds' receipt, and, iavinjr conn-den-

in his sagacity and his character, always,
I exactly followed tbe language that he had
used In giving the receipt to Mr. Magruder for
$433, stating that it was an adjustment of any
controversy with the Board of Public Works in
respect of certain claims Sled heretofore by me
for damages to my house and lot on Massa-
chusetts avenue. These are all the facts or
certain of the material facts. I will only say
my attention was drawn by something in the
newspapers. Something was said about Mr.
Edmunds and myself, to tbe effect that wchad
been dealt! with more favorably than our fel-
low property 'holders along that line of the
street. I do'not know how anybody has been
dealt with, except Mr. Edmunds and myself.
I only know that I acted with Mr, Almy, my
neighbor, and bis slster-tn-la- and I was de-
sirous of assisting" them in any way thatr I
could. I do not think that I would .have ad-

vised them, situated as they were, without
votes in either Houso of Congress I do not
know as I would have advised them to have
settled on the same terms that we did. I will
confess that I was willing to sacrifice this
money and to avoid all litigations and ques-
tions of a private nature, when I had public
duties to perform in respect of transactions in
which those parties, the Board ofPuhlic, Works,
were connected.
Ido not know thatl wonld have come before this

committee at all, had it not been that I observed
in an extract from tbe testimony tbat what
we term In law a leading question bad been
asked by some member of 'tbe committee in
respect to this. transaction "of paying a tax. I
thought; as the committee had inquired In re-

gard to it, that it was rtehtfor me, and I so
snggested to my friend Mr. 'Edmunds, u the
matters were our own, and as we 'had more
knowledge, of then than anybody else, we
should give you all the facts, If they were
deemed in the least degree Important.

Q. Mav It not been that it was because

tbey counted the street as beta; really from
building line to building line, instead of from
curb to curb? A. I do not see why that would
influence it at all. My own Impression is that
if the Government is properly chargeable at all
with any work here it Is perfectly correct.
The principle that they adopt, except with re-
gard to the intersections, as I explained yes-
terday by the diagram, as you will recollect.

By Mr. Wilson : Q. Is or la not that space
(the reservation referred to) entirely in the
streets and avenues! A. Yes, sir; it Is

the limits of the streets, Inside
of the building lines.

By Mr. Stanton t Q. Did you ascertain, or
did You.cxamlne whether or not lines at the
intersections were extended in tbe ease like
this charge to the Government reservation, In
any different manner from that In which they
are drawn', or would be drawn, if the property
were owned by an individual? A. I did not
make that Inquiry.

Mr. Wilson. Have you found any case where
the charge against the Government is correct!
A, Not according to my views.

Q. Have you found any case where the
charge against the Government Is less than it
should be! A . No, sir.
