Th, Geor--
glin poet, tt.'Ui sll tht glow of rsnlrts, eon--
ttintlr' gtririg uUersnca to condensed and
powerful expressions, never attempted conden-
sation in hU general style; there was nothing
he so little csred for; his bstpirstlon most hare
fall now snd bresk: through orerr' harrier; It
was tba roaring of a mlghti wind, the. current
of a great rlyer prone to oyerflow, and often
to spread thinly and unevenly upon the shoals
and lowlands. Tennyson, though composing
an extended work, seeks the utmost terseness
of expression; howsoever composita his Terse,
n is iigDtiy pacxea ana ceroeuwu, anu uot-ate- d

lo repletion with, fretwork, and) precious
stones; nothing is neglected, nothing wasted,
nothing misapplied. Too cannot take, ont a
word or sentence without marring-- the struck
ture, nor can yon find a blemish; while much
might be profltablr .omitted from Byron's
Ioneer poems, and their blemishes are frequent
as the beauties. Prolixity, djfftuenesa, were
characteristic of Byron's time. Again, Tenny-
son Is greater in analysis and Synthesis, the
two strong servitors of art. In sense of pro-
portion Byron wss all abroad. He struck
bravely Into a rjoem. End. trusting to the fire
of his inspiration, let it write itself, neither see-

Our exchanges, from the PactSc coast con-

tinue to teem with, indignant articles on ths
subject of Sfr.' Sutro's tunnel scheme. The
subject Is evidently one of great moment to the
extreme Western citizens of the United States,
and as they appear anxious to be heard In
Washington, we quote liberally 'from their rep-
resentative papers.

Referring to a report of one of Mr. Sutro's
lectures in thls'eity, the Territorial Enterprise,
published at Virginia City, 'Nevada, devotes a
column of criticism, headed "Mr. Sutro as a
lecturer and a liar." We extract as follows:

"Mr. Sutro says the profits of the Virginia
and Truckee Ballroad Company are at least
$4,380,000 per annum, derived principally from
the transportation of Comstoclc ores. As
shown by the sworn statements of the secre-
tary ot the company, tho profits of the road do
not reach one tenth of the amount stated by
Mr. Sutro. Again, says Mr. 8utro;

"Mr. Sutro adroltlvnezlects lo mention that,
to the ten cents per ton to be charged for the
transportation of ores through the proposed
tunnel, should be added the royalty of two
dollars per ton, the cost of raising the ores
trom the lower levels to tne graue oi tne
tunnel, and the proposed charge lor taking the
miners in and ont through the tunnel. All
these chorees would nlaco a cost of about four
dollars per ton delivered at the mouth of the
tunnel. He says the water flowing from tbe
mouth of tho tunnel would be sufficient to
furnish the motive power for forty or fl fly quartz
mills, ur course. Mr. BUtro Knows mis asser
tion ofhls to be a lie. But what of that! The
reporter says:

'lis then snoka of the advantages of natural
ventilation and the great beat In the bottom of

is a first consideration,' remarks Abcrcrdm-bl- e.

Mr. Sutro says he can preserve both to
the extent of 45800,000 per annum.

A SHAM AND A TBACD.

The San Francisco Spirit of tht Timet speaks
of the Sutro scheme as follows, and gives some
new points :

" The veriest sham and fraud that was ever
attempted to be foisted on the people of this
coast directly', and incidentally tbe people
throughout the union, is mat which Adoipn
Sutro has in hand at "Washington. There was
a time when his ESieme met with some favor,
but as its impracticability became apparent,
and its deleterious effects demonstrated, those
that interested themselves In its behalf with-
drew their support, until now the feeling is
unanimous sgalnst it, and tho hope expressed
that the United States Senate will destroy any
idea 'he may have of putting a stop to all
mining developments in Nevada for years to
come; for should the demands he Is making at
Washington be complied with, what would be
tbe result of such legislation!

"It must be borne in mind that the Sutro
Tunnel Company of is an entirely dif-
ferent institution from that which went into
operation when the work was first commenced.
The stock of that corporation Sutro has re-

pudiated, and has issued new stock in its stead.
The whole scheme should be abolished and
banished from sight, unless Congress desires
to see a flourishing and growing State like Ne-

vada irretrievably ruined and bankrupted. The
hundreds and thousands of miners, who, with
their families, are dependent upon their daily
labor for their bread, unite in asking Congress!
not to pay any heed to the false Issues Whlchl
Sutro has set up. His defeat would be of In
calculable benefit to the mining and all other
Interests on the Pacific Coast."

A PRCP03TEBOCS MOVEMENT.
The Carson Appeal says:
"Of all the preposterous things ever done In or

about any legislative body,the removal of the Su-

tro blllfrom the handsof the CommltteeonMlnes
and Mlnln;, on the plea that two of the mem-
bers of the committee entertained views ad-

verse to the bill referred to them, Is the most
remarkable. Taking this action for a pre-
cedent, hereafter when any number of lobby-
ists fl'l that a committee to whose hands any
measure ol theirs has been referred are adverse
to their scheme, all they need do will be to
demand its removal from thence, and the
reference of the same to a committee of their
own choice.

"It is a mere act of courtesy by which any
solicitor is permitted to address a Congressional
committee; and when the lobby has become
strong enough to dictate tbe complexion and
acts of a committee of that body, it is high
time that Congress were doing something to
protect Itself against such unwarrantable en-

croachments. And the fact seems apparent
that Sutro has overplayed his game at last.
This outrage upon tbe Minins Committee of
the Senate has drawn attention to the enor- -
mltv of the fellow's pretensions, and to his in
tolerable effrontery. The question now is,
Shall Senators and Representatives be the sport
of this impudent adventurer? Shall this fel-

low, 'who no revenue hath,' beard the Con
gress and spit upon its committees! "

A REVIEW OF SUTRO'S SCHEME.
Tbe Sacramento Krcord', In its Issusof the

0th Inst., has a very interesting and forcible
editorial on this subject, which we quote in full:

"A man who, like Adolph Sutro, undertakes
to impeach the charac era of all who oppose
his Schemes, should possess uncommonly strong
claims upon the country, should be In a posi-
tion to prove that he is a benefactor to the pub-
lic, that be is tho victim of an unhallowed per-
secution", and that all his aims are pure and
unselfish. The facts in Sutro's case, however,
aro all aeainst, and not for him. In the first
place, he has no etandingwbatever before Con-
gress. He appeals to that body, not as a pub-
lic spirited projector who has been deterred
from the completion of a much-neede- d enter-
prise bv unforeseen difficulties, but as a projec
tor who is attempting to force upon the owners
of a large mining .property the burden of sup-
porting an enterprise which Is not and never
can be of the least use to them.

"When Sutro first conceived the idea of his
tunnel it was generally believed by miners that
it would be a good thing. Ha proposed to drive
the tunnel through Mount Davidson below tbe
lowest drifts, or at a depth of 3,000 feet, and
he supposed t hat in this way v entllation would
be secured, fie expense of hoisting obviated,
while the water draining from the mines would
suffice to run all the mills required to work the
ore. The conception was a pretty and a seduc
tive one, and, naturally enough, it took won
derfully. Most of tbe miners on the Comstock
lode agreed to pay sutro a royalty on tne com-
pletion of the undertaking, and by tbe contract
then entered Into the tunnel was to be opened
br 1S69. Conzress granted him the right of
way, gave him a large tract of land at the
mouth of the tunnel on which to build the city
that was to rival VIrglnla.'conveyed to him the
right to all veins which might be struck in mak-
ing the tunnel, between its mouth and the Corn-stoc- k,

and required every miner on the lode to
pay him a royalty, as a condition precedent to
acquiring patents for their claims. But despite
all these apparent aids and advantages the

The mine-owne- had learned better how to
work their property. Improvements had been
made in machinery. The railroad had solved
the difficulty of transportation. The water had
been overcome, and the ventilation had been
satisfactorily adjusted. At the same time all
the leading mints on the Comstock had reached
a lower notnt than the level or the tunnel, ana
consequently It had become incapable of serv
ing xnem in any way. up to this time is was
a fair presumption that Sutro had been acting
in Mod faith, and as an honest and enterprising
projector, but at this 'stage It became apparent

On the lith day or March, 1370, one of ths nottg
for 43.S00, given to Crosby, (tht other being paid,)
was duly transferred to tho Freedman's Strings
and Trust Company by tha bolder thereof, and on
the 2d day or May, 1871, ono of the aforesaid notoa
for L2iO, given to the said A. T. O. Dodge, was
transferred to said company by the holder thereof.

On or about the 10th day of April, 1371, Banker
A Plowman told all their Interest In th hotel
lease, personal property, fcc, to John Splcer, who;
In pursuance of bis purchase, entered and took
ponesslon or th house and personal property
abont the 23lh day or April following.

Splcer io pnrchased ths lease or the hotel,
the lumltnre. fixtures, ie., ic, for the sum of

3.500 in cash, and, tn addition, agreed and
assumed to pay the rent then in arrears
and the liens upon tho personal property herein-
before mentioned, amounting, altogether, to
about tho turn of $19,250. TL 3,tO0 was paid In
cash to Bunker and Plowman, and a large sum
for arrears of rent, was paid to Beall. by Splcer- -

This sale to Splcer was mad after frequent
consultations about If, with Beill, whd acted for
himself and as the agent of the other owners of
th rialty, and with Ileall's assent and approba-
tion. And It was agreed between Splcer, Bunker
A Plowman, and Beall, that Splcer should ai sums
and pay all the rent In arrear and the said Hens,
ai part or the purchase money; and Beall agreed
to accept Spicer's promts to pay laid debts, and
to accept and recognise him as bis tenant in Ilea
of Bnnkerand Plowman, and to discharge Bunker
and Plowman from all liability for rent dne or to
become dne. In other words. Bunker and Flaw-ma-n

were to vaeata th house, and Splcer was to
tep Into their ihoes, and carry on the hotel as th.

Beall against th same parties, for rent in arrear
with like proceedings, and a judgment for 1343.31
was entered for plalntlB.

On th 30th of December, 1871. two mora suits
Ilk the othtrs wtr begun, and Judgments were
entered and levlei mad at before.
I These raits ware begun and prosecuted to Judg
ment, and executions were issued aiir the plain-
tiffs wtr the landlords and Banker A Plowman
th tenants of the hotel and the owners of th.
property, entirety Ignortngtho sale of Spioer and
alt possession.

On the 15th, Hth'and 17th' dayi or April, 1372;
the complainants made sal or th. goods, and this
io.lt was brought to settle the respective right of
the claimants to tht fund. .
