Iic knew they had realized
immeonss profits, probably far greater than
they had sny legitimate right to expect.
And this was why they paid the $271,000
for thoe return of their books and = clean
shert.

Millions of defsult was claimed to have
been found, and the claim should never
have been compromised. It was just such
a cascas should have beon thoroughly sifted,
and if frands were found to have bzen per-
sistently and habitually and systematically
commiued they should have been punished
to tho fullest extent of the law. Such an
example as that made of a houss of the
magn itude of Phelpe, Dodge & Co. would
have beenof greater service In the suppres-
sion of frawls upon the revenue than any-
thinz else that could have been done. But
the case should not have endad here. The
carcless and conniving officers at homs and
abroad should have been coavicted and
punished for their lack of vigilance or cor-
ruption, as the cise might be. A severs
penalty remitted or compromised is the
most demoralizing thing possible, It sim-
ply amounts to an invitation to repeat the
process and get off easy.

The proposed law, as we have said before,
is just what dishonest merchants want and
honest ones deprecate. Informera’ shares
are put 0 low that silence and connivance
can be cheaply purchnsed and slill afford
rreater emoluments to dishonest officers, or
to other informers who are purchascable,
than they can hope to realize by serving
the Government. It is far better o pre-
serve the old system and exercise greater
care in the selection of foreign consuls and
costom-house officers at home, lo secure
high-toned, lLonorable, patriotic men, who
will serve the country with an eye single to
its interast and still deal equitably with the
citizens.

It will be
remembered that the cost and practicabjlity
of this work werarzportel on, under s reso-
lution of Congress, by Colonel Craighill,
of the United States eagincer corps, in 1871
This report was eminently favorable, and
the numerous surveys and reports which

preceded it had been eqmally so; but
#s some skeplicism scemed still to provail
with regard to the feastbility of the scheme,
the friends of the project deemed it advisa-
ble 1o request yet another examination, and
with this view, they solicited the Seoretary
of Warto appoint a board of engineers to
report further oa the subject  Iu compli-
ance with this request the War Department
named the following geatlemen to perform
this labor: Major General J. G. Barnard,
colonel of engineers; Benj. H. Latrobe,
esq,, civil engineer; Major General Q. A
Gilmore, lieutenant colonel engineers; Licu-
tenant Colonel W. P. Craighill, major en-
gineers, and Major Geneml G. Weitzel,
major engineers.

There is, first, 8 general roport, signed
by the five members of the board, and then
remarks or letters accompanying the re-
port, by the individual members of the
board.

The character of this board, and the im-
portance which this water-line is beginning
to assume before Congress, invest this docu-
ment with unusual interest, and we shall,
therefore, be excused for quoting from it
somewhat freely. .

As to ths quastion of practicability, the
board expressed their opinion in the follow-
ing resolution :

He ciles, with approval,
the declaration of Prof. Aasted,of England,
that lis can safely say, from his kmowled ge
of the subject, that “tho quantity of min-
“‘grals alone which would have to be car-
“ried over such line of water communica-
““ tion would be sufficient to justify the con-
“structipn of the canal, st the cost at which
“it has been placed,” ($50,000,000.)

Gen. Gilmore thinks that ina few years
from its compleetion, the snnual tonnage
that wiil seck the line will amount to from
twelve to sixteon million toas—six to eight
millions from tho two Yirginiasand aa equal
amount from the West.

With locks of tweniy-three or twenty-
four feet in width, a depth of eight feet of
water, and an addition of twenty-four foet
to tho locks, as proposed by-Mr. Lornaine,
boats of five hundred tons could run on the
canal.

*The adequaey of the watersupply,” he
says, ‘‘will not be questioned by any engi-
“peer who gives the subject a few mo-
“ments’ intelligent thought.”

General Weilzel says a cansl of the esti
mated capacity of the James river and
Eanawha-canal would do the work of at
least threo first-class railroads, and with the
great additional advantage that it would do
it ““s0 much chenper.”"

Supposing the three Trailroads built. and
supposing the diffcrence in cost of trans.
portation per toa per mile only one half
cent, s compared with the canal, he offers
the following calculation, putting the ton-
nage on the canal at less than two thirds its
capacity:

By rail, 8,000,000 tons, 420 miles, st one cont per
ton por mile, §34,000,000,

By James river snd Kanawha canal, 8,000,000
tons, 802 miles, st one hall cest. per mile, §i8,.

030,090,
Saving In one year, §3,940,000,

Or nearly $5.000,000, or about one tenth
extreme estimated cost of work.

Colonel Craighill is very decided, not
only in favor of the entire practicability of
the work, but of its great commesclal value,
and is very full on both points.

Mr. Latrobe’s letter has reference particu-
larly to the tunnel. He refers to the letter
which he had previously written to Mr.
Lorraine, expressing his entiro confidence
in the practicability “‘of this apparently
“formidable feature of the work," and
adds that he has nothing to recall in that
regard. “What I saw of it upon the ground
“recently, made it assume, indeed, a more
“[svorable aspect than before.”

“The commercial benefits of such a
“work,’" he says, “‘appear to be too ob-
“‘vious for argument."”’

The report, with the accompanying in-
dividual opinions of the members, must
make a profound impression on Congress,
and points at no distunt day to earnest and
efective measures on the part of the Gov-
ernment to open this great national water
“’5"‘

This is one of the four great water ways
recommended to Congress in the able report
of the Senate Committee on Transportation,
to which we shall take occasion to refer in
a future article.
