A FREE CONTINEBNT.

The sbolition of slavery fn the United
Btates marked s notable spoch in the his-
tory of the effort to secure the fresdom of
the buman race. At the same filme It es-
tablished a new policy in the American
system which pledges the Government of
the United States to the idea of freedom for
tho blacks and for the oppressed in every
clime in the Western hemisphere. There
were other objects in view during our daysof
colonial dependency, and during the subse-
quent period when the Madisonian doctrine
ssserted itsolf; but when the war against
glavery occurred, and when the natlon
committed itself to the grand principle of
emancipation, s new theory entered into
our pational policy. As s pstion we be-
came the sceredited exponenta of Abolition-
ism. Great Britinn, with its opposition to
the slave trade, was simply overshadowed
io the effective progress made by our own
people in the direction of emuncipation.
The next step in this pathway is plainly
indicated by the effort of the Cuban pa-
triots to do what the Spanish suthorities
have promised and falled to do—i & abol-
ish slavery in the island of Cuba. If the
Cubans are sustained, we shall realize one
greal and effective stride in the sdvance-
ment of this new paolicy.
guestion has attracted the attention of such
leaders of the colored people in this coun-
try as Prol, J. M. Langston. Io a recent
speech delivered by him on the occasion of
the celebration at Oberlin, Ohio, of the an-
niversy of the ratification of .the fiteenth
amendment, he gave utterangs to senti-
meats which show very plainly’ that it has
nssumed political significance.
