HORRIBLE OATASTR OPES.

A MAN CUT IN. TWO BY A RAILROAD
, TRAIN.

Yesterday, shortly before noon, a horrible acci-

dent occurred on the railroad In South Washing-
ton, which cretted-xjixlderab- la excitement In tbe
neighborhood. As ,be 11 "O'clock local train rrom
Alexandria reached the Maryland avenue depot
or tbe Baltimore and "'Potomac and Alexandria
and Fredericksburg railroads, a. white man wat
rnn over and killed, bis body being cat In twain.

Tbe brakes
were put on, but before tho train-coul- be brought
to a halt tbe engine and one car bad passed over
tbe lower part of tbe body, cutting nlm in two
and killing him almost Instantly. He was at ones
drawn out rrom under tba train and only groaned
once. Many look on the occurrence as a deliberate
suicide, and others think he may bave been la
liquor and bewildered at tbe time.

The deceased was recognlzcd"as Adam Bleacher,
a German, formerly a tailor, doing business near
th Long Bridge. He Is about tblrty.flre'yeara
orage, dressed In a black frock coat, black cloth.,
vest, black pants, blue necktie, and wore a wblto
shirt, a red flannel undershirt, and a black slouch
bat. A small German Testament was found oa
hit person, as was also a pocket-boo-k containing
(II In greenbacks. Tbe remains were taken to
tbe First precinct station, and Coroner D. C Patt-
erson notified.
