THE XEW BILL.

FEELING IN THE CITY YESTERDAY.
The Introduction In both Houses or Congress,

yesterday, of tbe bill prepared by the unanimous
voice or the Joiat Investigating Committee, fell
like a bombshell in the cemmunlty, and created
more talk and comment than any other measure
Introduced for the last fire years. While It suited
all It did not suit anybody. Many found fault
because the report of the committee did not ae.
company the bill, and others found fault with the
bill Itself. The fact Is the residents or this Dis
trict at tne present writing would not be satisfied
with anything In the shape of legislation. One
thing, however, is certain; the long suspense Is
over; something definite has been arrived at, and
the people know just what to expect for the Imme-
diate future, but what tho remote future, with Its
committees and commissioners, will bring forth,
not even the prophets of old can foretell.

In casual conversation during the day with gen-
tlemen reDresentlng a diversity of Interest, a ren--
rescntatlvcor Tus Natiokal RxrcnucA as
certained that with the general public the bill as
a whole was acceptable. The people do not and
will notunderany circumstances betlero that the
committee can by any possible dlviIon of the tes-
timony In the sllzhlest decree censure the Gov.

The fact that no
special improvement tax is to be levied, which in
efiect will make all property.holders who have
paid special taxes again pay out their money to
benefit the ) operty holder In remote sections.
