ECONOMY WITH A VENGEANCE.

The Senate passed, on Monday last, & bill
for the better organization of the district
courts of the United States within the State
of Louisiana. The preamble of this bill
sets forth that ‘‘for the more convenient
“transaction of business in these courts the
“Btate shsll be divided into two judicial dis-
*sfricts,"’ certain parishes bordering on and
north of Red river to constitute what shall
be known as the “‘Northern distriet,” and
the remsining parishes to constitute what
ghall be known as the *‘Southern district.”
The effect of the bill, should it become n
law, is simply to révive a judicial district
which existed prior to the war, but which,
since that period, has been peimitted to
lupse becauss thure has Deen no ocoasion
or necessity for its re-establishment. The
only courts of the Unlted States within the
Btate of Louisiana since the year 1863 have
been the Circuit and District courts holding
sessions at the city of New Orleans and
now ¢omposed of Judges Bradley, Woods
snd Darell, the latter being the judge of the
Distriet court ss well as s member of the
Circuit court. The jurisdiction of these
oourts extends over the entire State. The

Not s single fact
has been communicated to Congress going
to show that the territorial jurisdiction of
the Circuit and District Courts at New Or-
lesns is too extended, nor that these courts
cannot and do not with rapidity clear their
dockets,

The third reason is, that the city of New
Orleans being the commercial centre of the
State, & great majority, perhsps nineiy per
cent., of the litigation instituted in the
Federal courts of Louislana exclusively
concerns parties resident in the southern
part of the State; and thus the argument,
based upon the great distance (500 miles)
-that litigants, witnesses and officers serv-
ing process have totravel in coming to New
Orleans, fills to the ground.

Besides the foregoing, it may be alleged
that this very gquestion of distance from
court proves & terror to evil-doers. If the
court were established in s turbulent dis-
trict of the State, law-breakers would feel
secure from pursuit and punishment. They
would not fear the verdicts of juries com-
posed of their own neighbors. As circum-
stances mow exist, there is a very heslthy
apprehension of the discomfort of a trip of
two or three hundred miles to New Or
lesns and detentlon in prison there, and
this scts as & restraint upon the evilly-
disposed. Isit possible that the Democrats
in the Senate, in their fesble opposition to
the bill, were infloagced by such a consid-
erution?

THE JAPAN INDEMNITY FUND.

Duyring the past two sessions of Con-
gress there has been sn effort to get an ex-
pression of legislative opinion in relation to
the disposition of the money paid to the
United States on account of this indemnity
o well as dn’ sttemt 0 securs thé passage
of an act relieving Japan from t.lupqment‘
of the balance due. The disposition of the
money already in the hands of the Secretary
of State may be made in warlous advan-
tageous ways. 'There are clsims aguinst it
to be investigated and sstisfied. There are
propositions involving an expenditure of &
portlon in theeducation of Japanese, There
is s proposition to refund the wholes of it
without condition, and finally & suggestion
to pay the amount into the Treasury.
Besides the portion psid to the United
States, and subject to so many advantageons
plans for its disposition, is the amount still
due. In regard to this we have s sugpes-
tion to make, which we hope the Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations, who have
