with Congress to use the District of Colum-
bia as a sort of experimental laboratory or
school of practice upon, which .to .try'new
theories of government and credit Eman
cipation and negro suffrage were first exper
tmented upon here, and it was supposed at
one time that the experiments had resulted
successfully. The bill providing for a pro-

visional government here would seem to
Indicate that negro suffrage had not "panned
out" latterly quite so satisfactorily to Con-

gress as we had been led to expect By It
Hie franchise is temporarily suspended.
The District government is disintegrated,
Snd its debt is proposed to be funded into a
bond bearing a lower rate of interest than
has ever before been attached to any Gov-

ernment, State or city security. "With, this
pond at par it is proposed to pay off all the
Indebtedness of the District of whatsoever
came or nature that shall pass the ordeal
end receive the stamp of validity of the
board of audit provided for in said MM.

vThese debts were contracted for cash, and
the creditors are entitled to receive the
money, lawful money, for them.
r-- But what docs this bill propose to give
them! And this is the precise point to
which we wish to attract the attention of
Senators. A fifty or five hundred dollar
poni, bearing interest payable
tit the rate of three sixty-fiv- e one hun
dredths, principal and interest payable in
what? That m not tpecifxd. Is it in coin?
Is it in greenbacks? Is it in lawful money?
Or may the interest be paid in other scrip
or bonds at the whim or caprice of Con
gress?

Another vital point: The bill allows
the commissioners of the sinking fund no
discretion in this matter. It simply says
they may exchange tliese bonds at par for
the'certlficates of the board of audit They
may not sell them for cash and pay laborers
the money. "What will be the result? The
laborer must soil his little claim to a broker
at a shave. The commissioners cannot
make change for sums under fifty dollars
Nor will the bonds be in readiness for
months to come. The claims must first be
audited, and then the bonds must be pre-
pared and signed and countersigned. Mean-
while the people having certificates of the
Districtmay starve.

We respectfuUy protest against this mode.
If we are to have succor through Congres
sional intervention, let it bo effective,
timely, immediate. The relief proposed
by this bill is too far removed. The bonds
should be made payable, both principal and
'interest, in the coin of the United States.
Then the commissioners of the sinking
fund, or the Secretary of the Treasury,

"should be invested with 'he power to
sell thci. Guaranteed by the United
States, they would command nearly par in
currency. Empower the commissioners to
sell them in the markets North, or in
Europe, at not less than ninety-fir- e cents.
European capitalists wiU glady take a

( fifty-yea- r guaranteed by
the Government at that'rate, or better

- possibly at par in currency. This course
wiU save the paper of the District from
being hawked about the streets here among
a class of brokers and bankers, who
wUl not touch anything for less than ten
.per cent a month.

"last place where a fair trial could be ex.
pected" in any suit The contrary is, in
fact, the truth. Here the truth is justifies- -
tloh of any alleged libel, so that newspapers
which print only the truth need be under
no apprehension whatever u they conune
themselves strictly to it The Herald, in
its slurs upon the Capital, forgets that, in
point of population, it is the twelfth city in
the United States, numbering nearly two
hundred thousand people, with assessed
property amounting to nearly one hundred
mlUions of dollars. The insult offered to
our people is uncalled for and outrageous.
