THE NEW CURRENCY BILL.

In snother column will be found the
text of the new currency bill as reported
by the lust committee of conference. It
will be seen that it simply provides for the
redistribution of §55,000,000 of national
benk cireulstion by Hs wihdrawal from
banks in those States now having an excess,
and issuing it to benks in the States which
are deficient. It fixes the maximum of
United Btates notes at $382,000,000, and
does away with the reserve. The reserve
now required to be kept by national banks
on account of cireulstion is abrogated, and
five per centum of their circulation is re-
quired to be kept on deposit in the Treas-
ury, in Jegal tenders, as s redemption fund.
National banks will not be reauired to re-
deem their circulation st any other points
than the Treasury and their own counters.
No more than $30,000,000 of the circula-
tion in States baving an excess shall be
withdrawn during the next fiscal year, and
not more than £355,000,000 in all.

The above are the materisl points of the
bill. They do not change the volume of
the circulation necessarily in the least. If
the work of redistribution goes forward
smoothly the release of the circulation re-
serve will tend to impart elasticity to the
currency salmost immedistely. It is the
proposition in effect which was offered by
Mr. Conkling in the Senate some wecks
ago, and rejected by the expansionists in
the hope of obtaining something more in
conformity with their views. Its passage
will afford relief to those sections of the
country now short of currency without
chespening the purchasing power of money,
and will no doulbt preve generally satis-
factory,

It is reasonable to expect under the cir-
cumstances that the bill will pass both
Houses without material amendment. The

In Illinols, the declarstion of principles | —all
put forth by the convention was no less
frank and outspoken in behalf of the car-
dinaltenets of the Republican party. Free
banking coupled with a gradual retirement
of legal-tender notes and a return to specle
payments st the earliest practicable moment
‘were announoed as the true financial policy,
while cheap transportation and the election
of President and Vice President by a direct
vote of - the people were recommended as
highly desirable, but any infringement of
the chartered property rightsof the mil-
ways was disclaimed.

The gallant little Btate of Vermont,
steadfust s her own Gresn mountains in
her adhesion to the principles of the Re-
publican creed, reaflirmed her faith in the
cardinal doctrines of the party as {llus-
trated and enforced by the legislation of
the country during the last thirteen years.
Upon the finances & speedy return to the
specie basis is indorsed asthe policy of
wisdom and safety, while the President is
especially commended for the exercise of
his constitutional prerogative to prevent
inflation. Protection to American industry
snd chenp transporistion by water routes
were also declared to be necessary to the
well-being of the republic.

No one can read the proceedings of these
three significant conventions without being
compelled to acknowledge the fallacy of the
“Third party” scheme, of which we have
beard so much lately. To be sure, the In-
dianians did indorse Mr. Morton, and with
some enthusiasm start him formally on the
course as & presidential candidate, but they
did not definitely declare any belief in his
pecubiar inflation theories. At the same
time they indorsed the present Administra-
tion, an act which sustains our repeated
assertions that, after all the excited talk and
the unmeaning threats of disappointed
theorists, the grand principles which under-
ie the organization, and which have
served in past to preserve its integrity,
still retain sufficlent and attractive strength
to keep it together when a well-defined
struggle impends. In short, the outlook,
from the present situstion, is encouraging.
With our opponents in the three States
mentioned demorulized; with the “‘wind
taken out of their sails,” so to spesk, by
the wise presclence of our friends in antici-
pating the desires of the people for practical
reforms, we need have mno fear of defeat,
even if this is an “‘off-year" in politics.

If, us the founders
of the Government intended, the House of
Representatives s to be the direct and im-
mediate representative of the people and of
popular sentiment, it is manifest that the
present plan of electing men s year in ad-
vance is 4t opce clumsy, ill-digested, and
calculated to defeat tho express object for
which it was devised. Fifty or sixty years
ago, before the telegraph, the railwsy and
the modern newspaper, it was & neoessity
perhapa, but the dltered condition of mifairs
demands an entire revision of the law so
that the representatives shall be brought | mond
closer and mnesrer to their constituents.
Pointing to the fact that we elect one balf
of Congress—the popular branch—and one
third of the Senats every two years, we
have accustomed ourselves to the belief that
we have the most distinctive representative
body in the world.

A cursory examinstion of the represents-
tive branches of countries where lmited
monarchies exist, shows how utierly un-
founded are our claims in this respect. In
Engiland, for instance, when & ministry is
defeated in Parliament or a vote of s want
of confidence in it Is passed, the Premier
immediately resigns, Parliament ia dissolved
snd the rival parties appeal to the country;
in other words, hold an election for mem-
bers of Parliament. The successful party
is immedintely directed by the throne to
form a ministry, and the new Parliament,
as & general rule, assembles, fresh from the
people, and igstructed upon the leading
questions of the hour.
