has been by ¢0o many political revolutions at
kome snd abroad, we cannot bat view this
remarkable fact, not ocaoly as an historical
wonder, but as possessing an extraor-
dinary significance in the designs of Di
vina Providence, and as marking the
present f{llustrious and eaintly occupant
of the chair of Peter for the aecomplichment
of & mission, the full import sud result of
which human sagacity is unable 1o determine.
But the recond of his life and actions, sinee Lis
elevation to the supreme pastorship, enables
us to make at least a partial estimate of the
