I came to this city last night not for the pur-

pose of Interfering In any way whatever with
yOUrcleltDerauons. a appreciate uro nigntriae
Integrity and ability of the men who compose

this convention (if I had even the inclination)
to attempt to influence them in any way con-

trary to their own views on any question. I
came here because I am one of your repre-

sentatives and a citizen of the State, having a
right to mingle with my fellow-clttze- and
constituents, that I might leam whether I was
representing them faithfully or not. For these
reasons alone have I come among you. Loud
applause It has been stated in some of the
papers that I came for the purpose of making
s speech already prepared for the occasion ;
this is not true-- 'While the resolutions were
being read I asked General Baum, one of the
committee on resolutions, sitting where he
could hear, to make a memorandum of the
points contained in said resolutions. What I
shall say will be in reference to the questions
contained therein, the first of which is In refer-
ence to the equality of civil rights guaranteed
by the fourteenth amendment to the Constitu-
tion, and the enforcement of the same by ap-

propriate legislation.
I fully Indorse the resolution; a right so

guaranteed can only be enforced by statutory
enactments. Wherever any lingering prejudice
exists on account of race or color, the full
measure of rights will never be conceded until
by the Uws of the country the power to en-

force them Is fully given, and we know that
the nrots so guaranteed by the fourteenth
amendment in many instances, and many

are trampled under foot with Impu-

nity; therefore I believe It to be the duty of
Congress and the different Legislatures the
several States to see to It that none of the
rights of any portion of the people are In-

fringed or left In such unprotected condition
by our laws that they may be infringed.

The next proposition enunciated lu your plat-
form is that no portion of the $352,000,000 of
the United States notes now in circulation,
commonly called

THE OCRRESOT,"

shall be immediately canceled. This resolu-

tion is certainly a wise one, and has great sig-

nificance at this particular time. The cancel-

lation of the legal tenders of the United States,
or any portion of them, bearingnpon their ftpe,
as they do, the power of dlicherge of all debts,
dues and demands, whether by Individuals-o- r J
the Government, except interest en the pnhHo
debt and duties on imports, while our country
Is lu its present condition, would certainly be
Inexpedient and very unwise. Great applause
ijut even if our country was in a more prosper,
ous condition than at present, until gold ana
silver become so plentiful in this country as to
circulate among the people In sufficient quan-
tities, to fully supply the place of legal tender
notes, the people of the country would bsTr&ft
without the power to discharge their obliga-
tions one to another, or pay their taxes to the
Government and to the states, without a great
sacrifice, which would hare Co be made inofdu
to procure coin for the discharge of the sajiie,
only to be founa in the hands of money klqgt,
having no compassion for the distress of the
pass of the people. And to avojd trUs power

.people, it is wise that there should bo no uncer-xflj-n

"you call jne an inflationist! Ton certainly
would on the theory that eTerr man who wants of

money enough for the business of the people
is an inflationist. Why, sir, there Is no such
thing as Inflation, until the people have ccouzh
currency with which to transact business, and
you then desire an excess. Acdlf there is any
man in this land who will now say there is an
excess of money here, let bhnread what the
people of other, countries say ofLthe amount
required to transact their business compared
with the amount we have here.

When the development of the vast resonrecs
of this country Is to be considered to make the
land blossom almost as a garden, to talk about
Inflation, when you have not near the amount,
according to the business of the country, teat
other civilized people have, is absurd. Ap-
plause. No sir, I am not for inflation In the
sense the opposition would have you believe,
nor have I ever been, but I am for
by a system ot banking, regulating the ques-
tion themselves according to the business,
wealth, and population ol the country. And I
will put this question to you as sober, sensible
men: 8uppose our currency was gold, and
there was not a dollar of paper in the land
$700,000,000 of gold in circulation, and sup-
pose some mine nroducea a hundred inllllnnn
more, would jou prOTide that 1100,000,000
should not go into circulation! LaturhterJ
Would you call that Inflating gold f What is
gold, tut a medium of exchange, and when
you have not gold, its place is supplied by
national bank notes and greenbacks. This is
your money ; and when we oak enough of it,
ana no more, ao you can teat innstion I

.Now, Mr. President, I am the more emphati-
cally In favor of that resolution, because, as I
said before, I am in favor of striking down the
monopoly feature in everything that can be
operated generally.

OI.R NATIONAL REVENUES.
In ISjS our revenues of all kinds amounted

to S 490,000,000. Tne peopls then paid their
taxes witboufcomplatnt. The revenue of
1S73 amounted to $303,000,000, a decrease of
taxation of $153,000,000, and vet taxes are
paid with great complaint, and your adver-
tised tax lists were never so large. Why is
this! I will leave It to the good Judgment of
those who feel the difference to intelligently
answer the question. But I am told we have
an abundance of money in Chicago. Well,
let us see. Besides the taxes we have to pay
to the State, county and cities and towns, we pay
to the United 8tatesGovernment$16,000,000,
and we have a bank circulation in this State of
$17,000. The balance of our money here
comes from elsewhere some In the purchase
of our products and some by borrowing from
the East at a heavy rate of Interest; which in-

terest, if paid at home, would add to the mate-
rial wealth of our State, Instead of enriching
other States which grow rich upon our mis-
fortunes. Observe the difference under our
banking laws. The tlx New England States
pay altogether In taxes to the Government
$5,000,000, not quite one third of the amount
paid bv our own State of Illinois. Tet they
were allowed by the Comptroller of the Cur-
rency to take circulation, in violation of law,
to the amount of $110,000,000, and bold on to
It, at the same time denying us the right of
tree banking, wnue scores oi applications lie in
the Comptroller's office from this State and
others similarly situated. While this state of
things exists, your farms wil be mortgaged to
Eastern capitalists at large Interest, and when
your misfortunes come you will find no sym-
pathy at their hands, as they will not see your
distress. We had in the year 1866, including
730 currency bonds which circulated as cur-
rency, as also greenback interest-bearin- g

notes and bank currency, $1,700,000,000 in cir-
culation in the United States; and notwith-
standing the great increase In population, busi-
ness and wealth of the country since that time,
that circulation has been reduced a thousand
millions of dollars; and yet you remem-
ber the flourishing condition of the country la
'68, and how things have since been gradually
declining. I appeal for proof to the President
of the United States, who said In December last
that there was cot more money in the country
Uian was necessary for the dullest season in
tee year. But, more than that, he calls the at.
tention oi tee country so mo xaci mat me

I see our Industries
paralyzed all over the.land our farmers being
the only Independent class in the possession
of their fine crops; but the manufacturing and
tradespeople all over the country are paralyzed.
They claim it is because they cannot obtain the
money with which to run their establishments.
I mention these facts simply as they have oc-

curred to me from observation.
The next proposition Is a reaffirmation of the

I Indorse that fully. I Indorsed it "years ago
when It was adopted. I canvassed the coun-
try upon It. I stood upon It then, and I stand
upon It Applause. When we made
the canvas against poor old man Greeley, who
said "the way to resume was to resume," I
said was for resumnt'.on at the earliest prac-
ticable moment. What did it mean? Simply
the earliest day the Government had the abil-
ity to do It, I am In favor of that yet. Let
no man Batter himself that we can return sud-
denly to specie payments without a grand
crash and almost If not entire ruin In this land.
And I will give you the reason: to return to spe-c-

payment you must have gold and silver
enough for the redemption of whatever may
be presented for redemption. Every national
bank In the country must return to specie pay-
ments at the same time. Why! Because the
Government of the United States will then re-

deem in gold, and the redemption of the na-

tional bank currency must also be in gold.
How mqch money have we got! With
$110,000,000 of cold and silver we must under-
take to pay $60,000,000 Interest per annum
abroad, and" $60,000,000 in gold on account of
the balance of trade against us; being
Si4,uuo,uuu :n an. iL.augnter.j ween tney
say of me: 'He is opposed to specie pay-
ments," It is cot true. The only difference be-

tween those who claim to be for specie pay-
ment and myself Is that they say "do It at
ooce," and I say "you can't." I am al ready
as yon are, but they want to jump from the top
of the bouse to the cellar and break their necks,
and I want-t- get down from the roof to the
ground by a ladder. Laughter and ap-
plause.

I want to return to speds payment grad-
ually. I want o return honestly and fairly, in
a wat that will cot banlmiDt the conntrv. I
don't want the debtor who has a mortgage on
his house a mortgage made for greenbacks
I don't want him ten days afterward to have
gold demanded on that mortgage, applause,
tmt I want htm to pay gold only when he has
gold to pay for other things. I want the
change to be made so that gold and silver will
be a circulating medium again; so that a poor
man a debtor can cave an opportunity to get
something lb pay his debts with, when tha
gold Is demanded, as well as a rich man.

On this point, then, gentlemen, there is no
difference, except aMifference of time. I can't
name the time lor a return to specie payments.
Neither can they. It mar be far off or near.
I don't want to do it in the manner in which
England returned to specie payment after the
Napoleonla wars; when, by trial after trial,
having reached specie payments, she bank-
rupted debtors all over the land, and the prop-
erty went into the hands of a few men, and It
remains there I don't want that to
occur here 1c this country. I don't want the
bulllonists in New Tork to own the State
of Illinois. I don want them to own ber fields,
and bouses, and shops. I want that we should
pass alone as we are dolnz. the best we can.
until the time comes, produced by the laws of
trade how is it to come! lor it will come;
no question about that; but how! Whenever
our country develops Itself to such a degree
that we have mora products to sell than we
nny; wnen tne Balance or trade is in our favor.
We are approaching It very rapidly now.
Whenever the time arrives we can return to
specie payment without injuring the debtor or
anybody else in the land. Gold will then flow
in gold is an article of product in our country

and when that time arrives we will have
enough, and not before. In that way, and in
no other, In my judgment, we must return to
specie payment.

I will not say we cannot return to snecle
payment sooner; I say co such thing. We can
return to specie payment to morrow; co
doubt about that. We can announce the fact
that we will pay specie but we
can't announce the fact that we will continue
to pay it. We must continue to pay it; if not,
we are bankrupt; hence we must provide some
way of return to specie payments and continue
them without crippling the country. Two
veers ago thjs was Republican doctrine all
over the country, lust what I say to vou now.
and I stand on that cow just as"I did then,
Applause. Now,, gentlemen, I will not

detain you but a very few moment longer. I
only want to call your attention to another
point or two, sad then I am done. On

They are going into that for the purpose of
getting ajaionn in tuts particular, wow - Jet
us see; the only reform farmers have ever ob
tained on this subject has been through a
Republican Legislature. Applause. The
relorm commences with the Republican party
in mis state. A win go runner.

THE ONLT BirOEM' UEA9CRZS '
presented in the Congress of the United State
on this subject have been presented in bills by
Republicans, applause J reported by .Republi-
cans, and let me call your attention to the fact
that When the question came up on regulating
transportation, Republicans were the only one
in favor of it. Applause. The votes of the
Democracy Were found almost unanimous in
opposition, denying the power of Congress to
interfere with that question lc any way what-
ever. Then I ask of my farmer friends In the
State of Illinois, to whose arms are yon going
for relief if you leave those men who alone
have extended you protection in this dlrecttonf
They will fall to fled it I fear. The farmers,
numerous as they are, are but a small class
when compared with all the other people of
the United States, and It is cot for any one
class to run the machinery of a Government
like ours in one interest. It must be a com
bination of mora element than one more
classes of business than one, more classes of
people than one and the only result is, there-
fore, these men will either have to stay in the
Republican party or go over body and boots to
the Democratic party. Applause. And cow
I ask them simply to read the pages of history
for the last few years to find what consolation
they are to get in the Democratic party. No,
sir;

THE THEORY Or THE 1JEPCBLICAN PARTY
is to give all men equal right, equal protec
tion unaer ana oeiore ine law, ana to see mat
right 10 guaranteed to communities and indi-
vidual (hall not be invaded without the pro-
vision of a remrdlal statute for the reforma-
tion of abus- - That is the theory upon which
we go. Oui people are progressive; they are
developing new interests every day, and when
men tell me that a government stands still, I
tell them, if It does, It 1 a government con-
trolled by fossils, and not by men of energy,
vigor and intellect. As the Government grows,
our Ideas expand as we advance; we learn that
rights of men are sometimes trampled upon,
and we learn to shape our movements to the
redress of eviis and to the defence of the rights
of the people. Applause. Any person who
denies the progress of Government denies a
patent fact. Applause, In reference to this
transportation question, I knew there would be
a difficulty. Whenever it was brought up in
the Senate it would be fought there by the
Democracy, who hold the old
theory of State's rights that nothing can be
done by Congress on the subject, but that it
must all be done Dy tee mates. Tney will put
it on that trround. and you have a few Repub
licans who will go with them: but the ma
jority ofRepubllcans in Congress are the other
way, and when the question can be got at
properly It will be decided in favor ofaction by
Congress regulating the subject of transporta-
tion among the States. Applause.

The next proposition is the recommendation

ELECTED BY DIRECT VOTE

of the people, without the intervention of the
Electoral College. This resolution cannot fail
to meet with a favorable support from a great
majority of the people. The manner of elect-
ing at present In Instances heretofore has some-
times thwarted the 'will of the majority and a
minority President elected, which Is contrary
to the genius of republican institutions. The
Committee on Privileges and Election in the
Senate have had this question under consider-
ation for nearly one year, and are now ready
with a unanimous report In favor of an amend-
ment to the Constitution for the election of the
Chief Magistrate and Vice President on this
basis, with the details of which I will not now
detain you. but I am very "glad that you have
taken the subject into consideration.

The next proposition is in reference to the.
cauita ana tastes oi our citizens, xtua resolu-
tion, almost word for word, will be found in
the Republican platform enacted at Philadel-
phia in 1873. W e stood on it then and can do
so again, without Interfering with the views of
any reasonable person. The balance of the
resolutions art the same in substance as the
one on transportation that I have already com-
mented upon, and I will, therefore, not discuss
that question further.

I will not simply agree with
you upon one Isolated question, but If there be
a question upon which I can't convince my
friends and they can't convince me I will quit
talking about that and agree on some thins
else. Applause. We can all do that and
go on, and there will be no trouble as Cur a
the future I concerned.
