In seeking the use of this hall
for the purpose, they found that everything
had been legally attached the desks, the
chairs, the tables, the pens, tho paper, the
brooms and everything else. But the commit-

tee had unloosened that string, and they had
come here to exnose corniDtion and swindling,
and to welcome the Commissioners as the suc-

cessors of the tyrants that had recently ruled
them and gourmandized themselves with
wealth. It was proper that the masses of the
people (Green & Co.) should Invite .the Com-
missioners to look them square in the face and
hear what was said.

In regard to appointments, the Republican
committee have not asked the Commissioners
to appoint a single man; but men had been
recommended by others and were retained that
were not worthy to hold any place except
among the Hindoos. The Commissioners had
been informed late this evening that there would
be so meeting because of the want of
gas; that It baa peen aeierminea to postpone
the meeting until night; yet there
was a meeting although they had
onlv the nrofuse light of tallow candles.

DISTRICT IMPROVEMENTS.

A CONTRACTOR'S OPINION OF JESSE
WILSON & CO.

To the Editor of the national Republican;
Deah Sib: I am one of the much-abuse- d

contractors of this city, and I feel like swear-

ing, but that being wicked I should like to do

the next worst thing, which is "rushing into

print," to relievo my mind. My case Is with

many others one of great hardship: I obtained
a contract for the improvement of this city;
did good, honest and substantial work in con-

formity with the contract, paid cash for all my
material" and labor, gave good and sufficient
bonds for the faithful performance of the work
and a guarantee that it should be kept in per-

fect order for three years. My contract was
completed last fall when I received certifi-

cates from the auditor of the Board of Public
Works to the effect that my account for work
dono on certain streets had been audited and
allowed for so many dollars. I then "learned
to labor and to wait" until the memorialists
upset the District government, and now Mr.
Jeremiah Wilson "comes to the point" and
tells the Congress of the United States "that
the contractors did not expect to receive 100

cents on the dollar for their work when they
undertook to perform it!" A more outrageous
falsehood never as uttered, and yet Wilson
"is an honorable man." He tells us we are
only entitled to a bond drawing S.65 per cent,
per annum for work dono and material fur-

nished, for which we paid cash, ne proposes
that wn shall take a bond which probably will
not bring within 20 per cent, of par, this in my
case will pay a loss on the work which I have
done. I also 6ee by your paper this morning
that those contractors who, through dishonesty
or imnccnniositv. have not raid their laborers. . . . .., ii. I..arc requestea to nana in neir pay nmo iui
thn now Pnmmissioners mav Dav their men for
them, while w6 unfortunate wretches, who
strained every nerve and raised money during
tho panto at extreme rates to meet our pay
rolls, are compelled to take a depreciated bond
in payment for our faithfulness. Don't you
think ad this is "a little rough" on the men
who have 6pent their time and money In good
faith for the improvement of the capital of the
nation? It may be the Wilsonian idea of hon-

esty, but it is not In accordance with the dic-

tates of justice or the rules of Fair Plat.

A LITTLE PRIZE FIGHT.

M. Plowman has been authorized
to advertise for proposals for certain necessary
repairs and changes on the Eastern market.

Tho Commission have paid to Morton, Bliss
& Co. the sum ol $225,000, being amount ad-

vanced by them on $400,000 worth of sewer
certificates, which have been returned and
placed in the United States Treasury. The
interest on tho loan, amounting to 511,000,
was paid the firm.

They have also made a requisition upon the
Treasury for $616,000 to pay the employees of
the District and the Board of Public Works.
Of this amount $209,000 is to bo paid the
school teachers, firemen and other employees
of the District, and $317,000 to pay the em-

ployees ol tho Board of Public Vn orks. The
pay-rol- are being now arranged, and the
work of payment will begin in a week or ten

There is considerable growling at the delay
in payment, but It is stated that many of the
pay-rol- had to be made over in consequence
nfin nnlntnn hv Mr. Stanton that the twenty- -

t. reduction began June 20, the date of
tne approval oi tne um.

Under the law the sum of $75,000 of the
appropriation is to be paid to the laborers em-

ployed by contractors on public works, the
amount to be deducted from money due said
contractors. The Commission havo notified
the contractors to send In their pay-rol- ls at
on, and several have already complied. The
order was general in its nature, and those con-

tractors who have always paid promptly want
to know whether they were included in the

In the board of audit, Mr. Church and his
fellow clerks were busy In receiving, receipting
for and arranging claims lu classes for examin-

ation. In reply to a question as to whether
the auditor's certificate of the Board of Public
Works would bo accepted as prima Jaele evi-

dence of debt, 6lmply requiring the approval of
the board of audit to make them convertible,

Adjutant General Bond has received a letter
from Otto Dukcr, chief marshal of the Na

tional character and the very large delegations

that will likely be present at the festival, to
order a parade of the militia on that occasion,

which the chief marshal thinks would add

much to the success of tho festival. General

Bond replied that, in view of the hard work
sustained by the Fifth and Sixth regiments by
their encampments, (the Fifth is yet to occur,)
and also that the Governor will bo absent from
the State at the time and would not bo present
to review the militia as a the only
way in which he could order the militia out,
he would have to respectfully refuse the re-

quest. General Bond added that If the regi-

ments choose, of their own volition, to parade
he would personally be mucn pieasea.
