States the Confederate flag is still upheld
as the emblem of sacred principles, and the
results of the war, the war amendments to
the Constitution, and the conditions and
terms of amnesty for rebellion are alike
ignored or plainly defied. In the language
of the True Southron, a leading Demo-
cratic journal published at Sumter, S. C,
" the State governments of the South must
