Deab Sin: I have received your letter. The

bill has passed giving $2,500 to the object named
by you. I offered an amendment to the bill
providing that Mr. Stone, should db the work,
whereupon Mr. Drake, of St. Loots, stated on
the floor that such an amendment was unne-

cessary, as tt was well understood among the
friends of Mr. Benton In St. Louis that Mr.
Stone should do the work. Mr. Drake seemed
to have the same Information in reference to
Mr. Stone, which Is Imparted in your letter. I
doubt not'he will be the artist selected.
