THE FALL TRADE.

The senson of rest and recreation is near-
Iy ovar. The cool sutumn nights calling
for blankets sad the hot wunny days sdll
demanding the shelter of the umbrells and
pamasol admonish us that the summer is
over and that the labors and duties of the
full are about to commence. The business
men of Washington have had # particularty
bard task to perform since the panic of last
fsll, which broke upon them and this com-
munity gonerally with much more than
average severity., By the faflure of the
Cookes many millions of active banking
capital were locked up. The suspension
of the Board of Public Works, later oa, de-
prived our merchants of the use of large
sums which they had counted upoa realiz-
ing ecarly in the session of Congress. The
multitudes of laborers thrown out of em-
ployment had to be fed or left to vagrancy
and starvation, Our tradesmen and butchers
were obliged to accept their certificates
of indebtedness in payment for goods and
await the slow galt of a ponderous govern-
meat for their cash. To their credit and
hionor be it sald that they nobly sustained
the board and exhibited their confidence in
its integrity by bonoring their orders and
saving the families of the laborers from
starvation or from sbsolute want.

The First National Baok, with its capl-
tal of one million and its deposits of several
millions more—including the accounts of
other banks for which it was agent, and the
funds held as Government deposltory—was
able to furnish facilities that appeared al-
most inexhaustible, when alded by what
was supposed to be the impregnable house
of Jay Coolte & Co. The summary depri-
vation of these facilities was a shock which
in an ordinary and more speculative com-
munity would have dealt ruin on all sides,
which, followed up by the virtual suspen-
sionof the District government for months,
upon other millions of indebtedness, would
have broken every merchant In the vicinity.
But we have abundant cause for congratu-
Iation that our banks and bankers, and our
merchants and tradesmen and manufactu-
rors, with but fow exceptions, by standing
shoulder to sghoulder and assisting each
other, have been abls to weather the storm
and to emerge once more into a smooth
sea,

The Citizens’ National Bank has re-
placed the First National. Beveral private
banking firms have entered the field to
compets for the business formerly trans-
acted by the Cookes, and the new District
governmont has now got fhirly et work
paying off the Indabledness of the old and
unclogging the wheels of industry. Labor
is employed once more upon our streets, and
the tradesmen are receiving their rewanrds
for their long patlence. Money ls agnin
comparatively plenty, and almost every one
Is out of debt, or have made large advances
in the line of liguidation. Old scores are
scttled, if not ontirely wiped away, and all
are ready for a renewul of trade for cash or
socount.

The agriculturista and fruiterers of the
vicinity are also rejolcing in sbundant har-
vests, The proceeds of the farm garden,
dairy and poulitry yard have all commanded
libers] prices doring the season, and they

families in new furniture, clothing, carpets,
harness, & All thess things portend =
good time for the merchants. Fora year
past their customoers have been on the stool
of economy, and have conflaed thelr pur-
chises Lo necessaries.  Bul now that they
bave paid their debts and have the assur-
ance of more work, they will begin to ia-
dalge sgain in luxuries.

We take this opportunity therelors 1o
congratulate our business patrons upon this
review of affuirs, and the fattering pros-
pect which it presents of s good and thriv-
ing fall trade. And perhaps it may not be
taken amiss if we remind them at the same
time that those who advertise judiciously
inm popular family paper like Tae Na-
Ti0NAL REPUBLICAN are sure o oblain the
lion's share of the trade.
