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The vexed question of civil rights still
troubles the minds of tbe citizens of North
Carolina. We print this morning another
letter on tho subject from a correspondent
at Raleigh.

We continue the publication of our series
of interviews with leading citizens regard-
ing the change in the form of tho District
government this morning, by printing the
views of Dr. J. B. Blake upon this interest-
ing subject

The Llberantepublican party of New
York seems to be completely starved out
Reduced almost to shadows, thoy are
growling around the vcll-fllle- d mansions
of Republicanism, anxious to get in any-

way even through the coal-hole-

Coke, tho new Democratic Governor of
Texas, has begun a policy of "retrench-
ment and reform" which shows that ho is

true to the aspirations of his party. He has
borrowed $403,000 in currency for the use
of the State, for which the treasury will
eventually be called upon to pay 000,000

in gold. This is retrenchment and reform
with a vengeance.

A special from North Carolina brings
the gratifying Information that the official

count of the vote cast at the recent election
shows that Tim. Lee, regular Republican
candidate, has been to be sheriff,

over both the Reform and the regular
Democratic candidates. The Importance of
this statement will bo appreciated when it
Is understood that the most determined ef-

fort was made in Wake county to divide
the Republican vote by a body of
Reformers. At the outset of the campaign
we advised that these bolters should be
ehelved so high that they never can reach
ground again. They are of no available use
to the party, but rather an injury to It, be-

cause, while they all seek to weaken its
strength, some of them hold public offices
which should bo filled by better and truer
men.

Thebe has been a great deal of exagge'
ration in the published accounts of threat
ened difficulties between China and Japan.
The expedition of the latter Power against
the Formosan pirates was undertaken with
the full knowledge of the former. The
Formosans, It should be understood, owe a
partial allegiance to China, and the success-
ful attempt of the Japanese to punish thorn
for their piracies was in many respects sim-

ilar to the expedition of the United States
navy against the Cdrcans. A Japanese
embassy has been sent to China for the pur-
pose of negotiating a peaceful settlement
of the differences between the two Govern-
ments, with every prospect of success. In
the meantime English and American manu-
facturers and inventors of firearms are mak-
ing the most of the opportunity afforded to
them to sell their rifled and improved guns
to both parties, and it is to bo feared that
their influence in behalf, of war has not
been without effect

The announcement of Mr. James Bar-
bour, of Culpcpcr, that ho is an indepen
dent candidate for Congress in the Alexan
dria district, will do much to demoralize
the Conservatives of his own and adjoining
counties. Years ago, when Mr. 'Barbour
was more active in politics than ho has been
lately, matters were arranged in a different
way from that in which they now are.
Then.thewordofa "gentleman" was some
times equivalent to his bond, and the five
delegates from Culpeper to Alexandria
would have had chance to obtain their
rights. Now, what with a "war ofTaccs"
and other criminal nonsense of the same
kind, including an amount of political
cheating and trickery never heard of be-

fore, it most strike him that the "gentle-
men's party" is mainly made up of black
guards. His sly effort to persuade the Re-

publicans not to make a nomination should
not be heeded. No party in this country,
at least, ever gained anything by dodging
its duty and stultifying itself by supporting
a candidate not in sympathy with its prm
ciples.

Ex Governor Walker has been nomi
natcd for Congress by the Conservatives of
the Richmond (Va.) district He has
always professed to be a Republican, and
when elected Governor professed to be a
political admirer of President Grant In his
speech accepting the nomination referred
to, however, he displayed his true colors
in a declaration against negro suffrage. Of
course, this declaration was received with
huzzahs and demonstrations of approval by
the "one hundred and. fifty gentlemen"
who composed the convention. Exactly
how the "handsome Gilbert" can reconcilo
his characterization of those persons as gen-

tlemen with the truth we ore at a loss to
know, because, from our standpoint, the
first clement in a gentleman's character is
a carcAil regard for consistency and ve-

racity. He may entertain a different be-

lief, however, and perhaps lias forgotten
athat during the last Presidential campaign
he, with Ids gentlemen support-
ers, made pledges that the right of the col-

ored people to the ballot should be sacredly
protected. The next thing we shall hear
regarding this canvass will probably be a
"war of races," with tho usual casualty
list, showing, that black men only ore the
victims.

The Spanish Republic, according to some
authorities, is in a fair way to establish it-

self as a permanent governmental power.
The fact that tho leading powers of Europe
have lately taken steps toward the assump-
tion of diplomatic relations with theauthori-tie- s

at Madrid is accepted in support of this
prediction. Notwithstanding this fact,
iowever, there are many who doubt the
success of republicanism in Spain, because
they suspect Serrano of duplicity and be-
lieve that he is in league with certain

Influences. While no one
doubts the earnestness of his opposition to
Don Carlos, it is boldly asserted that he
intends to make use of his position as the'

, " President of the Executive Power of the
Republic" to lay the foundation, for the
erection of another monarchy, of which
some foreign prince possibly from Ger-man- y

shall be the leader. It will be re-

membered that the United States was the
first of the great treaty-makin- g powers to
recognize the Spanish Republic; but then
xSksteltr was at its bead, and a pure spirit
of true democracy inspired its -a- spirations.

At that timd none 'of tha mon-

archical powers deigned to notice the

changed condition of Spanish affairs, and
up to the hour when Castelar was over
thrown, did not commit themselves to the
possibility of Republican success. We can
find no explanation of this, except In their
very Wural desire to Impede the progress
to true Republicanism In the Old world.
As soon as Serrano succeeded Castelar, how
ever, a change came over the spirit of their
dreams, and with suspicious accord they
began to lay the groundwork for a formal
resumption of diplomatic relations. The
suspicions suggested by this explanation
are more than confirmed when it is under-
stood that Serrano himself has never been
looked upon with favor by the original
leaders or Spanish Republicanism. For
theso reasons it is to be feared that Spain is

really in tho hands and under the influence
of traitors.

DISTRICT SECURITIES.
Judge Richardson, late Secretary of the

Treasury, inn recent publication describing
the "Funded and bonded debts of the Dis
trict of Columbia," holds that "the intl-"ma-

and dependent relation which the
"District of Columbia bears to Congress
"and to the United States Government, as
" well as the measuros taken by the latter
"by the act of June 20, 1874, to fund the
"floating debt of the District into bonds,
"for the payment of tehich Jl faith of
"the United Statu it thereby pledged,
" leads to tho general understanding and
"conclusion that all the debts of the Dis-"tri- ct

contracted under the forms of local
"government which Congress has at

periods set up and organized thero- -

"in, may be regarded as so far debts or
"obligations of the United States that Con-"gro-

will make all the provisions neces-"sar- y

for the prompt payment of the same,
"principal and interest, cither by taxation
"or by appropriations out of the national
"treasury."

In order to show that he does not stand
alone In tho assumption that the indebted
ness of the District contracted by those
local governments of "delegated powers"
which were authorized by Congress tare
"obligations of tho United States," the
Judge quotes from the report of the Judi-
ciary Committee of the Forty --third Con-

gress on this subject, which says that "In
'strict legal sense, there can be said to b

"no such thing as a local government of
"tho District of Columbia, for there can be
"no government within the District

of that of tho Federal Govera-"men- t;

and whatever loeal authority there
"may bo now existing, or which may be
"hereafter set up within tho District, it can
"only be regarded legally as an agency of
" tho Federal Government, and whatever
"authority this local government may

if must be regarded as the act of
" the United States through their delegated
"representative."

From the foregoing it will be seen that
the people of this District can neither create
debts nor raise money by taxation to carry
on a government therein of any kind, nor
to pay outstanding obligations, unless first
authorized by Congress to form a govern-
ment, and even then such acts can only be
regarded as the acts of the United States
'Government through Its authorized agents.
Consequently the wholo present Indebted-
ness of the District, including that of the
old corporations of Washington and George-
town, are obligations for which the Govern-
ment of the United States is not only legally
responsible, but also for which that Gov-

ernment, by tho act of June 20, 1874, and
by the report of its Committee on the Ju-
diciary, has acknowledged iu responsibility,
and for tbe payment of which, both prin-
cipal and interest, it has pledged the faith
of the people.

Tho aggregate of the indebtedness now
issued or provided to bo issued is about 518, --

000,000, (estimating the amount to be is-

sued under the act of June 20, 1874, by the
commissioners of ( the sinking fund, to be
$3,000,000.) This oggregate comprises the
permanent improvement, or four million
six per cent loans, payable, principal and
interest, in coin, which mature July 1,
1891; $700,000 of similar bonds, 7 per cent
in currency, maturing at the same time;
$485,000 water stock bonds, 7 per cent
currency, run twenty years; market stock
bonds, 7 percent, $152,400; Chicago relief
bonds, $100,000, 7 per cent, due January
1, 1877. The above are all coupon bonds,
and with the exception of the two latter
classes, arc payable y at the
First National Bank of New York. The
next clas3 is the guaranteed bonds,

because of the special guaranty of
the United States of their payment, princi-
pal and interest They run fifty years and
are exempt from all taxation. They bear
currency interest of one cent a day on the
hundred dollars, or $3.65 per cent per an-

num. As before stated they are estimated to
amount to eight millions and are to run fifty
years. Next ore the funding loon bonds,
interest and principal, payable in coin at 6
percent They are authorized by Congress
and were issued to fund the floating debt of
the old corporation of Washington; $1,150,-00- 0

mature July 1, 1892, and $1,600,000
November 1, 1902. The remainder of the
bonds are those issued by the old corpora-
tion of Washington and Georgetown, mostly
payable at pleasure.

We have been thus particular In the
statement of the amount and character of
tho indebtedness of the District in order to
show those who may have on hand or who
may have the offer of any of these securi-
ties what should be their intrinsic value.
That they arc as safe as the bonds of the
United States Government wo think no
one will have the hardihood to deny. The
funding loan six per cent bonds, with
twenty to thirty years to run and the inter-
est payable in coin, ought to be worth at
least 110 y in currency, if we may judge
of their value by that ofsix per cent Govern-
ments, the only difference In the two really
being in the exemption of the latter from
taxation. .

It is plain to be seen that all attempts to
depreciate District securities ore unwise and
without any real tangible foundation. They
ore the attempts of speculators and sharpers
who desire to obtain them at a low price
that they may sell them high. Oar advice
to people who have District securities of any
sort is to hold on to them unless thoy can
sell them at or very nearly par in currency.
Of one thing they may rest assured. They
can always borrow money upon them as
collateral security at the banks, and thoy bad
much better pay tho slight difference in in-

terest than to sell them at any considerable
sacrifice. There aro plenty of shavers about
town quoting the certificates of the board
of audit at sixty cents, seventy cents, and
eighty cents. People should bear in mind
that this board of audit has power to ad
just all legal claims against the District and
issue their certificate for the sum found to be
due. These certificates are redeemable by
the commissioners of the sinking fund in
guaranteed bondsrunningflftyycars. They
are to be Issued in sums as small as fifty
dollars, and are especially adapted to the
wants of poor people who wish to accumu-- -

late their savings. What depositor in the
Troodman's or City of Washington Sav
ings Banks would not sow be glad to ex-

change their books for District bonds of
the same amount t These bond; can, be
sold for cash at a moment's notice when-
ever the holder wishes to realize. We
would advise all persons who have accumu-
lations which they wish to draw Interest
until such times es they- - can iiise them
otherwise to buy certificates of the board
of audit or District bonds. They will not
only be sure of their interest when due,
but can always sell them and realize their
money with accrued interest whenever
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they wish to use it As we have said re
peatedly, they are 5 per cont better
than a greenback. They aro secured oy
tho pledged faith of the people of the Uni-

ted States, carry 5 per cont interest for
fifty years, and ore exempt, from Federal,
State and1 municipal taxes.

ifORB SO UTMERN INTOLERANCE.
The spirit of intolerance which prevails

In certain portions of the South is a subject
of much regret to all true lovers of the
country. This spirit is as much alive to-

day unfortunately as ft was immediately
before the war, and its elect Is directly
against tho interests of the Southern people
in every point of view. It is strange that
they cannot see it The fathers have eaten
sour grapes and the children's teeth are
sharply on edge. As oneof many instances
of this, we give below a paragraph taken
from an Alabama paper, theTuskegee Neut,
in regard to Hon. J. J. Martin, Sixth Aud-

itor of the Treasury. Judge Martin, in addi-

tion to being an efficient officer and an hon-

orable man, is one of (ho most kind-hearte- d

and amiable gentlemen in the land ; a man
whom we had supposed had not an enemy
In the world. But party rancor and sec

tional hato make these people forgetful of
every other thing than an intolerance which
is fast becoming intolerable. The good men
of the South, If there are any lett, must
look to It, or this spirit now so rabid will
involve them in a trouble that too late they
will sco good sense and honorable con
duct among men would have enabled them
to avoid. The Government's strong arm is
needed to protect its citizens in the peace'
able enjoyment of their constitutional
rights;

"Tho Hon. J. J. Martin, Sixth Auditor of the
Treasury, left Washington several days ago to
attend tbe Alabama Radical State convention.
How Elgnlflcant Just before every election
Jake Martin must come out to regulate Alaba-

ma politics; to drill the negro and secure his
vote for himself and party. If ho comes to
Tuskcgee we hope ho will meet the reception
which he justly deserves, and bo treated with
scorn and contempt by his former friends and
associates. We shall see."

The Northern press Is a unit la condemna-tlonofthsla- te

outrages upon the negroes In
the South. Speaking of the massacre of six-

teen negroes In cold blood in Tennessee by
white men, without any provocation to justify
the cowardly act, the Noir York Birald adds:
"If the white men In the South Imagine that
acts like these will be tolerated by the nation
they are sadly mistaken. Tbe spirit which led
the masked band at Trenton to Invade the
sanctuary of the law and commit a cowardly
and brutal crime may yet bring on tbe South
countless miseries. The men who bate 'most
bitterly the negro race cau scarcely hope that
they will be allowed to massacre the colored
people without Interference; and acts Ilka the
present point to tho necessity of making the
law respected at all hazards. A mvtal of
Eu Klur outrages will Inevitably lead to tbe
adoption of such repressive measures as may
be necessary to tho security of tho peaceful In-

habitants In tbe disturbed district. In the
present caso the duty of the Government is
clear. Unless the local authorities Immedi-

ately arrest and bring to Justice the perpetra
tors of this cowardly massacre the ccneml
Government should take the matter In hand
and see that fitting punishment be meted out
to the murderers. Such crimes are a blot on
our civilization."

The New York i"rtttnsa;s: "Now we have
no faith In the existence of this con
eplr&cy, and wo look upon a war of races as
practically out or the question, mere nu
been no riot or violence anywhere which
decent local government ought cot to have
suppressed In half an hour. Nevertheless we
do regard the situation at the South a full of
peril, The danger Is cot from the turbulence
of the negroes, but from .the recklessness and
folly of the whites. If two men quarrel
over fifty cents the United States of America
must step In and settle the dispute. If a negro
turn highway robber, a whole county must fly to
arms, and the United States must restore
order. Nothing can cure the misfor-

tunes of the Southern States but a reform In
their local governments. And this wo can
assure them will never be attained by the cul-

tivation of prejudices pfcolor, the proscription
of one race by the other, and the perpetual In
terference of troops, marshals, collectors and
Cabinet officers with the functions of consta
bles and police magistrates. There Is only ono
way to peace and prosperity, and that Is by the
onion of all parties and both colors in setting
up and sustaining honest State administra-
tions. When that is dons we shall hear no
more of these negro conspiracies."

Tub accounts published of the disgraceful
conduct of the Plymouth church meeting when
the Beecher committee made report read more
like the usual proceedings at a Democratic
nominating convention than the deliberations
of a body of professed Christians.
