Our cotton crop is nearly restored to its
former volome, snd may be incroased al-
most illimitably. Not one third of the cot-
ton lands are pow under cultivation, and
those which are belng tilled are not crowded
to anything like thelr producing capscity.
Our gmin and provision crops sre con-
stantly being enlarged throughout the great
Northwest, and the farmers sre making
the most earncst and frantic appeals for
cheaper means of getting them to market
But o these ,immense granaries must now
be added the twelve hundred cargoes of
the Pacific slope. Even now comes the
demand from California for means of trans-
portation by water of her immense yield of
grain to s market.

The question, therefore, comos home to
s with Increasing force ench year: Shall
we be indebted W forelgn vessels for the
tmasportation of our manifold surplus pro-
ductions?

credit. ‘This has happily been nccom-
plished.  Our natlonal bonda are now sbove
par in coln.  The necessity for burdensoma
taxation is passed. The next desideratum
is the attaipment of a coin standard of
prices.  With the resumption of specie pay-
ments and the reduction of the tariff upon
articles which enter into the construction of
vessels our shipbullders can once more suc-
cessfully compete with other nations in the
munufacture of wvessels.
