have specimens of their wares and handicraft
that they Intend to brlna; In competition ior u
liberal premiums onercd by the society.

While, inch & commendable disposition If Shown

abroad for the prosperity of the society It would
be quite censurable for taoso more uciij un.tr-ut-

not tn snmwrt tho exhibition, and thereby
give grounds of complaint against the residents
of the county that It failed for the wont of recog-

nition by their own people. Therefore neglect on

tho part of those who are In position to contend
for the prises by the exhibition of their produc-

tions will surely indicate their ntter want of ap-

preciation of the valuo of the society to their
social and agricultural prosperity.

therance ef this Idea workmen bare been em

ployed ior some days past tn making necessary
and rery acceptable Improvements to the build-

ings on the grounds. The society hall, as It is
termed, has come In for a share of alterations and
additions. Another stairway, leading to the
second floor, has been made, thus Affording easy
access to that story from cither end of the build-

ing, and not compelling visitors to work their
way through the immense crowd that always con-

gregate on the ground Boor, and make them pass
through the entire hall before the stairs could be
reached, as has been the case heretolore. At pre-

vious exhibitions the stables located at the south
ride of tho grounds, an1 which contain only box
stalls to tho number of thirty-fou- have been
found Insufficient to accommodate the applicants.

In order to supply this demand twenty.flte ad-

ditional ones are being built, and when finished
the line of stables will almost fill the southern
border of the park. Should these prove less than
the demand other temporary arrangements will
be perfected, and previous to the next season the
number will bo further Increased. Thetiottlng
track Is in excellent condition, but that also will
recelre extra attention, both befcro and afler.the
fair.

dwelling, on I street, and took It to a colored
woman named Mason, in Donohue's alley, be-
tween Twenty-secon- d and Twenty-thir- d and L
and M streets, where It was left temporarily.

A colored man named Anderson Pratt was
drowned Wednesday, while unloading a vessel at
Carter's wharf. His body was recovered and re-

moved to his home, 335 G street southwest, and
the coroner notified; but on arriving and learning
the circumstances, decided that an inquest was
unnecessary.

Colonel Frank Jones, president of tbe Potomac
Boat Club, tendered his resignation Wednesday
night, and the same, at his especial request, was
accepted. Mr. Frank Miller, the captain of the
gig, also resigned. Mr. P. T. Dodge was elected
to fill the position made vacant by Mr. Miller, and
Mr. George Englchsrt has been engaged by the
club as trainer.

The market at the Drovers' Rest yesterday
was brisk. Six hundred fat cattle were offered,
and flvo hundred and thirty-seve- n sold to
butchers, at prices ranging from 3 to of cents
per pound. Fifiy-thro- e wero left over. Two
thousand sheep and lambs were offered, and all
sold at 44 to 5 cents per pound for sheep, and

Mr. Chairman: On my return to this city yes-
terday evening, learning for tbe first time of our
common loss, I have como tolay to offer my hum-
ble tribute to tbe memory of our departed brother.
My acquaintance with him began early Is my
life, for I recollect him as tbe head ofthe first
Sunday school which I attended. Inadequate as
my power Is to speak of htm as he deserves, or I
desire. 1 feel that silence would be unseemlv. and
to this assemblage It needs no full sentences nor '
rounded periods to portray the sorrow which Is j
not mine alone, but is reflected in all surrounding !

countenances.
The scythe of tbe dread reaper has again fallen

upon one of our number, and he has gone from us
Into tbe silent land whither we too must follow.
In what words can 1 express our grleff In what
language recount his virtues? Alas! sir. It Is im-
possible to clothe In fitwordsourgenerallamenta-tlon- .

It Is beyond our power to do so. We feel
our loss, and we lament It, but how faintly does
that lament convey the depth of our sorrow? And
bis virtues are written on our hearts, and not on
ours only, but on tbe hearts of many to whom
thoso virtues had endeared him.

TEMPTED CLERGTMEX.
A clergyman writes as follows to the New

York 7VUuner "I have been very much inter-
ested and amused of late with the communica-
tions that have appeared In your paper in re-

gard to the danger arising from too great inti-
macy with clergymen. As I am a clergyman
my selfperhaps I may he permitted to speak
with some authority In the matter. It is not
as a general thing so much the women who aro
in danger from the clergy as It Is the clergy who
are in danger from tho women.

LEAF PBOTOGRAPMS.
A pretty amusement, especially for those who

contemplate tbe study of botany, is the taking
of leaf photographs. One very simple process
Is, at any druggist's, get five cents' worth of
bichromate of potash. Put this into a two-oun-

bottle of soda water. When tbe solution
has become saturated that Is, the water has
dissolved as mnch as it will pour off some of
tbo clear liquid Into a shallow dish; on this
fioat a piece of ordinary writing piper till it is
thoroughly and evenly Violstened. Let It be-

come nearly dry In the dark. It should be a
bright yellow. On this nut the leaf, under It a
piece of soft black cloth and several pieces of
newspaper. Put this between two pieces of
glass, all the pieces should be the same size,
and with spring clothes-pin- s fasten them all to-
gether. Expose to a bright sun, placing the
leaf so that the rays will fall on it as nearly
perpendicular as possible. In a few minutes it
will begin to turn brown, but it requires from
half an hour to several hours to produce a good
