this lire before ear association was organlted,arter
having resided among us for more than half a

century. He witnessed the rise and growth of our

city from its Infancy to nearly Its manhood. I re-

fer to the late Captain Thomas Cartery, a native
r Maryland, (of St. Mary's county.) and whose

ancestors emigrated from Ireland beforo the

American Revolution, and as an evidence of the

gre.it respectability of the Carbery family In that
country, there are places of note there bearing

that name at this hour.
Mr. Carbery was eduoated at the best schools

In his native county, and when still under age,

la his mlrcrity, when the declaration or war by

the United States against England --as pro-

claimed In 1812. his bosom wa fired bypatrlotism.
and remembering, no doubt, the cruel wrongs In-

flicted upon our country during the war or the
Involution, and the trials and privations to which
It was subjected during our struggles lor dki
independence, he determined to offer his services
to his country, and, anxious to fill anyplace, oc-

cupy any position in which he could subserve Its

interests and contribute to us weiiare. s
under tho inspiration ot this sentiment, he applied
to the President or the United States for a com-

mission In the army. The President at first re-

fused to appoint him on account or his youth, but,
undismayed by this disappointment to bis most
cherished hope", and adhering to his determina-
tion to put himself la a position where ho could

achieve distinction in that dark, gloomy hour, ho

again applied for a captslncy, to which tewas
appointed by Mr. President Madison, and in a
remarkably short period or time he enlisted atull
company, which was mustered Into the service or

the Untied States and stationed in this city.

MD. CAKBETIT AS A SOLDIIR.

In consequence or tho military skill exhibited
by Captain Carbery and the superiority of his
men, his company was generally regarded as

tho company In his regiment.
The regiment to which he was attached per-

formed military duty In the lower counties In

Maryland, in Baltimore and In this District, and
was present at tho hardest or the fight at North
Point and at tho disastrous affair near the bor-

ders or our city. While his regiment was on duty
In Baltimore (after the battle of North Point) a
mutiny broko out In the army stationed In that
city. Tho guilty ones were arrested and tried by
a military court, and one man was condemned to
suffer the penalty or death. Captain Carbery's
company was detached to carry out the sentence.
Although reluctant to perrorm such a painful
duty, he was nevertheless obliged to obey his
superior ocers. Accordingly his command was
.. n nn in iin. the condemned one sitting on

his coffin listening to the soothing exhortations of
a minister of religion. Every eye was nxea who
the deepest anxiety on the doomed soldier. The
brave man who was about to be hurled Into eter
nity had nobly discharged his duty on the field of
battle and In tho hour or danger, lot worua

"All ready! Present!" went forth, when a cry
was beard In the distance which made the hearts
or all stand still and cease to beat. The soldier
was pardoned and returned to his company.

Captain Carbery related this circumstance In

later years, and remarked that that moment was

the happiest ot his whole lire.
IITS RETnft TO CIVIL LIFE.

Soon after the restoration of reace Captain Car-

bery returned to private lire, and took up his resi-

dence la this city with his brothers, Lewis Car-

bery, James Carbery and Joseph Carbery. Lewi
was Tor many years surveyor or Georgetown and
for the county of Washington and president of
the Levy Court. James was Inspector and meas-

urer stationed at our navy yard, and represented
his ward la tho Councils of thtj city, and lor a
period presided over the Board of Common Conn-el- l.

Jossph studied theology, and was ordained
a Roman Catholic priest. A largo number of our

old citizens will, 1 am torn, remember his gen-ero-

hospitality on the occasions of their visits
to Saint lnlgoes when Father Joseph was resi-

dent pastor of that ancient mission.

Capt. Carbery was largely engaged in the
wood and lumber trade, bis place or business
being located near his own dwelling, south or the
Executive Mansion oa the banks or the old canal.
Out of this business our deceased friend roallicd
a handsome fortune and retired. PresldentMadt-so- n

appointed him a justice of the peace, which
office he retained through all the changes and
mutations of public men aad political parties
until Mr Polk's term, when he declined to be

In the Tear KH Mr. Carbery was elected to a
seat in tho Board or Common Council rrom me
First ward, and such were the impressions pro-

duced by his fine business habits and his unfail-

ing devotion to the interests '.f his constituents,
that in the year 1322 he was nominated and
elected mayor or this city, alter a most bitter
eonttstwlthOcncral Roger C. Welghtman, who
Is still living among us, and Is a member ot our
association. Through some Informality In that
election seme weoks elapsed before he was lnau--

srarated and sworn Into the oHco. He had hardly
wjnt worm la his scat as mayor when a writ
of oamfsmus nfn was obtaino 1 by his late oppo-

nent against him and the gentlemen who had
served as commissioners or election, commanding
Mr. Carbery to desist from performing tho duties
or mayor, and the ciminlsslonsrj to make a re-

turn In lavor of Mr. Welghtman for that office.

This cause came before our Circuit Court for trial.
Eminent counsel wero engaged on both sides
Oeneral Walter Jones and Francis S. Key for

Mr. Welghtman, and Thomas Swann and Henry
Ashton for Mr Carbery. During tho progress or

tho trial the court intimated that the returns
from the Flfta ward were Informal, and that that
Informality rendered the whole election tor mayor
votd. Tha jury who tried tho eaaa thought dif-

ferently, and broujht In a verdict for Mr. Car-

bery. Mr. Welghtmaa Immediately filed a new
suit In the nature ot a quo warranto, but that
writ was never prosecuted, and was finally with-
drawn, and Mr. Carbery allowed to enjoy the
office and servo his term without rentier molcsta- -

tlon.
ATTE-- FT TO ABB1DOB TBS ELECTIVB TBASCBISE.

The charter of this city, approved l&o, waa eon.
trued by Captain Carbery, and by respectable

and learned counsel, to guarantee to every white
male citizen or lawful age, and who wero as-

sessed, tho rUht of auffrage. During Captain
Carbery's administration the councils passed an
ordinance forbidding the assessors to enrol as
voters any citizen who did sot own real estate, or
at least JIM of personal property. Mr. Carbery
Tetoed this ordinance, on the ground that It was
against the letter and the spirit of the charter,
aad that he would sever be Instrumental In de-

priving a fellow-citize- n of his right to vote at our
municipal elections. Tho councils failed to pats
the bill over the reto.

At tho election In 1K4, Capt. Carbery sd
' Oeneral Welghtman were again candidates for

the office of mayor, when Gen. Welghtman, after
a warmly ecstested election, was elected by a

majority., Capt. Carbery, although de-

feated, n"ftrlot the confidence of hla friends,
which ho retained to the last hour ol his Hie.

Soon otter this warmly contested election, Oon-grs-

created the office of deputy
COtLECTOR OP TDK FOOT OF OEOROBTOW3,

tbo recipient of the offleo to reside in the city of
Washington. Although the salary was small,
there were quite a number of applications for that
TilAce. among them Captain Carbery and Colonel
Care Slden, a and highly respecta

ble citizen. The law required the nomination for
that office to be made by the collector and con
firmed by the Secretary of tbo Treasury, air.
Thomas Turner, the collector, being an old friend
or Mr. Carbery, voluntarily tendered nim mo

Colonel Selden. the rival of Mr. Carbery,
presented his claims to the office with a host ot
commendations and letters from his

Senators and Representatives In Congress,
and among the rest an autograph letter from John
Qulncy Adams, then the President of the United
States, asking Mr. Turner to bestow the office on
his friend. Colonel Selden. The collector promptly
replied, expressing his Inability to comply with
the President's request, aa he had already, alter
due consideration, named his g friend, Mr.
Carbery, for the office, and that his was then
before the Secretary of the Treasury for his ac
tion thereon, and that he could not consistently
with his sense or duty disturb 1L Mr. Adams
warmly commended the firmness of the collector,
and became his warm friend ever Strong
efforts were made br the friends ot Mr. Selden
to influence Mr. Bush, who was then Secretary of
the Treasury, to rejeat the nomination. The
Secretary knew Mr. Carbery's capacity to fill the
office, and without delay or hesitation confirmed
the nomination. Mr. Carbery held the office un-

til the advent of the administration or Mr. Tyler,
when another citizen was selected to fill that
post.

BURIKO TUB MATOHALTT OP XR. CARB1TRT
a new order ol thing waa Introduced Into our
city, much to the gratlBeatlon of those who had
been hoping for Improvement and reform. New
streets and sew avenues were opened and graded,
footways laid down In every direction, street
lamps Introduced and a portion of the city supplied
with water from a d spring on
Thirteenth street, between I and K streets.
Until the Introduction of Potomao water, the
Executive Mansion and all tho adjoining public
buildings were supplied with wholesome water
flowing from this spring; and many more Improve
ments would no doubt have been made ir the
limited means of the city would have justified It.
Among the changes which took place during Mr.
Carbery's term of office none gave more satisfac-
tion to the better class of our people than the
s ipprerslon and

as they were then called; bouses of and
tho unlicensed dealers and trafflcers In strong
drinks were made to feel the rigor of the law,
and punished to Its fullest extent.

Rowdies and vagabonds were summarily dealt
with by the police, being commuted to the work
house, or made to leave the city. Mr. Carbery
first introduced the practice now revived by our
District Commissioners to require the Inmates
of the workhouse to labor oa the public streets;
and, above all, tho poor of our elty were ade
quately provided for and their wants supplied.
A remarkably short time after the Installation ot
Mr. Carbery the streets and places of publle re
sort became quiet and orderly, disturbances of
the public peace seldom occurred, and the same
of Mayor Carbery was everywhere the theme
offpralso and commendation. At that perloa of
our municipal history the city council was com.
posed or our best citizens, such as Charles W.
Qoldsborough, Wilbur W. Seaton, James Hoban,
George Watterson, Daniel Carroll, and other
gentlemen of similar stamp: men who would
have east honor on any station they had been
called on to fill.

BA1S1HO XOXET BT LOTTTRT.
Congress having granted the city a permit to

raise by lottery means to build a city hall,
school-house- s and a penitentiary, managers were
appointed, and agents employed to dispose or the
tickets In the lottery. Soon alter Captain C. had
assumed the duties ol Mayor he discovered that
the whole affair had been conducted loosely and
against law. The managers, although highly
respectable citizens, had entered Into the dis-

charge or their duties without giving bonds, as
the law required, for the faithful discharge of
their duties. The agents were put In possession
of the tickets, and sold them without making a
report or their doing to the proper authorities, or
giving security for the payment of the prizes.
Mr. Carbery, in a message to the Council, called
their attention to these facts. In consequence or
the high character or the gentlemen who were
members or the board or managers, their un-

sullied reputation, their Integrity, the rorm or the
law had been dispensed with. The agents be-

came unfalthfal to their trusts, and our city met
a pecuniary loss of more than (100,000, which cer-

tainly would not have happened If the advice of
Mr. Carbery had been regarded.

PLACES HELD BT MR. CABBEBT.

Mr. Carbery held successfully several promi
nent position: One of the committee appointed
to superintend the erection or the City Hall,
member or tho Washington city canal board, di-

rector or the Chesapeake and Ohio canal, mana-
ger of the board of the Washington monument,
president and director Bank of the Metropolis,
Inspector of the United States penitentiary,
corporator of the St. Vincent and St. Joseph
Orphan Asylum. It was under his direction, and
superintendence that the handsome building, the
home of the orphan, was erected on the corner of
Tenth and 0 streets, and where thousands of des-

titute children have been provided for and gratui-
tously educated by the good Sisters of Charity.

He was, for a long series of years, the foreman
of the grind Inquest of this county; associated In
that capacity by our best citizens; selected for
their Integrity, their capacity and their high
standing In this District.

PBxsisnirr op the bank op tits metropolis.
Mr. Carbery was for forty years a director and

the firth president of the Bank or the Metropolis,
or this city, which office he held at the hour or
his death. So well did he discharge the duties of
that highly responsible position that he was re-

peatedly to that place, succeeding his
friends J. P. van Ness and J.W. Maury. Mr. Car--

berry was succeeded In the office of president of tho
bank by a gentleman well known to us all, whoso
great character, private worth, and unsullied
reputation as a gentleman, a citizen and a com-

panion has longbeen an object of admiration to the
whole community; a gentleman whose good name
Is not confined to the limits of our little District,
but which Is known and appreciated all over our
country ror good deeds and honorable Impulses.
It Is our privilege, gentlemen, to see this hlgb- -

toned member of our society present at all our
meetings and social gatherings, ereetlng and
recognizing all of us as old friends; and, as be
onco told us, that he had sow passed the term ol
man's slloted time oa earth, an J bli end was not
at a very groat distance; that he had filled aad
enjoyed a number of offlces,and was happy to add
that he was unconscious of ever having injured or
done lnjust.co to any one: that ho felt more pride
in presiding over this society than occupying any
or the several offices ho wag called upon from
time to time to fill. During the time of Captain
Carbery's term of office as president of the Met
ropolis bank, that Institution dealt liberally with
our and rarely ever lost a dollar
In their transactions. Captain Carbery was

kind to all, liberal to tho poor, and especially to
our orphan asylums, ol which he was a prominent
director, and In his last days on earth he bestowed
on these charitable Institutions a large part of his
fortune. Captain Carbery was particularly fond

of reciting anecdotes of publle men and distin-
guished citizens, and events of the war of 1812

and or reminiscences of the past. He was a
Democrat of the olden school, and lived on terms
of great Intlmicy with Mr. Madison, Monroe,
and Gen. Jackson, and was for half a century the
bosom friend of bis pastor.the late Very Reverend
Father Matthews, the pastor of St. Patrick's
church. In this city, who was one of the executors
of bis last will and testament.

The good Captain died in this city on the 23d of
May, 183, la the seventy-fourt- h year of his age,
having survived all his brothers. His death was
lamented by the whole community, to which he
had become endeared by the virtues which clus
tered around his character. I lived ror years with
the greatest friendship with our deceased friend,
and for a long time prior to his death he was
nearly every day at my place of business, or I was
seated by his side at my venerated alma mater,
the Bank of the Metropolis. 1 was ono of his
pall bearers, and assisted In depositing his re-

mains In the city of the departed ones. Oa that
occasion I was in tho funeral procession with P.
R. Fendall. Lewis J ohnson and Wm. B. Todd, all
or whom have followed Mr. Carbery to the grave.

I could add very many rich gems to the memory
of our departed fellow citizen which time will not
allow at this meeting. I conclude by sayiaz tnat
Mr. Carbery's dealings and transactions with his
fellow citizens were so Just, so honorable, to lair,
that he never made an enemy or lost a friend.

Now, although our friend Carbery is dead and
we will see him so more oa earth, his virtues and
rood acts survive him and linger around ns like
twlllzbt hues alter the bright sun Is let. I am
done.

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SAVED FROM A LIFE OF SUAffl
A FATHER'S INDIFFERENCE TO HISa

CHILD THE BROTHER'S NOBLE PROF-
FER OF A HOME TO HIS WAYWARD
SISTER.
An account was published la Tbb National

Hetobucajs oryesterday of the rescuing from a
house or by Detectives McEtrresh and
Sargent, or a young girl named Alice Hannon.
Although claiming to be nineteen years or uge,
neither her style or dress nor personal appearance
would confirm the assertion, and many would re-

gard her aa about sixteen years old. She Is of
fair complexion, prepossessing In appearance, and
to an observer exhibits traits of manner the re-

verse of those generally noticeable la females fol-

lowing a lewd and abandoned life. At s,

on Thursday night, she seemed is a
morose, taciturn disposition, and reluetant to ea-

ter Into conversation, hut when a reply was given,
although It might be abrupt, still It would be to
the point. On the same night her father, who Is

employed in Rlohmond, Va., was telegraphed
what the detectives had done, but up to a lato
hour last sight they failed to receive any response
regarding the disposition he wished made ot his
daughter. It was discovered, however, that she
had a brother residing In the country not far
distant from the dty, and he was made ac-

quainted with the facts In the case, and promised
to visit headquarters, converse with her and see

If ther could not come to an understanding. This
he did, but previous to his coming she had an
other visitor.

About 1 o'clock a man he might have bet

young, but dissipation aad debauchery had made
such heavy inroads upoa his physical appearance
as to make him prematurely old came into the
Central office and Inquired for the girl, represent-

ing Llmielfas her cousin. His clothes were well
worn and seedy, tho fumes of liquor came strong
from his breath, and he was svrldently in a siate
of partial Intoxication. Ills manner was coarse
and uncouth, and he endeavored to persuade the
girl to go with him. and he would see her safely
returned to her parents. She declined his offer,

as from the beginning she had all overtures that
looked towards her going to Richmond. Still
persisting in his proffers of aid, neither heeding
her rofusals nor the directions of the detectives to
cease worrying her, he was promptly taken by the
arm by Chief Clarvoe, eoaducted to the front door,

and ordered to depart, otherwise, If determined
to tarry, he would be provided with accommoda-

tions In one of the cells, where he could stay to his
heart's content. This Information had the desired
eflect, and the man Immediately sot only sought
the pavement, but the middle ot tne street, wnere
probably he thought he had more room to cir-

culate.
He was accompanied In and out of the office by

a mas of about the same calibre as himself, and
bearlnr about as many marks of respectability.
After he was gone the girl revealed the fact that
he was no cousin, and that his name was Wm.
Clifford, formerly a street ear conductor In this
city, and was a party to her ruin. The heartless
wretch, while importuning to assist her, had no
such Intention Is his mind, but coward and dast
ard as he was. Intended to secure her release and
then conduct her back to the sink from which the
detectives had rescued her.

Shortly after the above had transpired her
brother came In. They had not met ror some
rears, and the scene was a very affecting one.

Up to this time the girl had mastered her fesl--
Ings, but now the better nature rose witnin, ana
as tears rolled from her eyes she related to him
het sorrows aod their origin. Her cold, hard and
obstinate heart had melted, and the outpourings
to the brother did not belong to a stranger's ear,
and the officers departod from the room, leaving
htm to hear the sad recital alone.

At Its termination he unfolded to the detectives
a few Incidents connected with their lire history
which went far to prove that the girl was more
sinned against than sinning. He said that their
father had his fourth wife, and the stepmother
and children could not agree, her statement
being always accepted In preference to theirs,
and finally both he and his sister were driven
from home; he some months In adranco of her.
It was not strange that she bad fallen by the
wayside, but now he had found her, and she bad
consented to go to his home, where she would

kind treatment and be Induced to follow a
better lire.

Finding her willing to accept her brother's In-

vitation, and thinUng this the best course to
pursue under the circumstances, the father's In-

difference being apparent, the detective placed
her In charge of her brother, and both departed
from the office and dty.

THE MEDICAL SOCIETY AND THE
BOARD SETTLE THEIR DIFFERENCES
SATISFACTORILY.
The Bjard of Health met at their rooms last

evening. Prof. Joha M. Lingstoa, presldeat jro
tern., la the chair.

Mr. Wm. Maack. clerk to the health officer,

was granted a leave of absence for twenty-nic- e

davs.
The following applications were made for the

positions or physicians to the poor: J. J . Appieoy,
J. L. Elliott, 1L. A. Duncason. E. A." Adams, J.
Totten, W. L. Nallor, M. Buckhelmer, L. D.

Dunbear. Charles Allen-an- J. P. Brackett.
Messrs. Charles Becker and J. B. Moore made

application to furnish medicines to the poor. The
latter named a oertaln circuit la toe city wunin
which he would furnish medical attendance and
medicines for the sum of (300 per month.

The following was adopted :

Riiii That the renderlnsr of tallow and
other Tatty substances, aa now done by William
Hughes at the corneror Twenty-fift- h and N streets
northwest. Is, by reason of tho offensive odor and
noxious gases emanating tbererrom, hereby de-

clared a nuisance Injurious to the health, and the
health nfncrbdireeted to abate the ssmcaccord- -
isg to law and the oidlnances of this board.

The frame building No. 413 N street northwest,
being In a dilapidated and filthy condition, no
sewerage, dangerous floors and leaky roof, and
the frame shanty No. US), situated In Sampson
street northwest, having no sewerage, bad floors,

no water supply or firo protection, were declared
nuisances, and the health officer ordered to abate
them.

A commualcatlon was received from the Com-

missioners, stating that they had decided to place
the furnishing ol medicines to the poor under the
upervlsloa of the Board or Health until other-wis- e

ordered, and that the amount of monoy
monthly for this purposo oust not exceed

543.80.

A communication wis received from Johnson
Elliott, M. D., chairman of the committee ap-

pointed by the Medical Society to consult with
the Board of Health on the subject of the regis-

tering of physicians, Inclosing the following res.
olutlons, la response to the action of the board at
a previous meeting, aad which nave oeen puD- -

Hshed In The National Betublicas:
Rttoltid, That the chairman of the committee

be Instructed to Inform the Board of Health that
tha nmmitr.ce accent the modification of the reg
ulations, as set forth In their communication of
the 1 ultimo, as satisfactory so lares mey go;
but to respectfully call the attention of the board
totnofacttbst the modification la regard to the
recliterlns or physicians does not.

OPENING OF BIDS MEDICINES FOR
THE POOR.

Yesterday afternoon the rooms or the Commis
sioners presented a most animated appearance,
the occasion being the opening of. bids lor con.

which may be seeded for the ensuing twelve
months. As the work will be one of considerable
magnitude the contractors who bad bits felt
anxious to know the result.

The bids were opened In the private roonaof
the Commission by Lieut. Hoxle, la the presenea
General Ketchum and Messrs. F. H. Finley, O.
O'Hare and 8. Gleasoa of the contractors. While
this was being done the balance of the contrac-
tors sat on the anxious bencn In the main room.
The bids were fourteen la number, but as there
were many different items they will have to be
carefully scheduled before the lucky ones can bo
ascertained. The following were the bidders:

The clerks in the engineer's office are. working
hard on the contracts preparatory to their contin-
uance.

As was stated a few days ago, the Board of
Health submitted to the Commissioners a propo-
sition to attend theslck poor of the District. The
statement shows the amount required for medical
aid and purohase of medicines for the sick poor of
the District to be t3,003, and which they pledge
themtolves not to exceed. This sum Is predicated
upon facts and figures famished by the late pbysl-dan- s

to the poor. The board says tho average
somber of prescrlptloas gives by these physl- -

clans was ten dally. By reducing the sumber of
physicians to one hair, the number or prescrip-
tions would be at the rate of about twenty dally.
It Is believed that the board can devise and adopt
a system of rigid supervision which, while It pre-

vents misapplication or this charity, will largely
reduce the amount formerly expended. After
fully considering this and other plans proposed,
the Commissioners have Issued an order charging
the Board or Health with the performance or this
service from month to montb, until otherwise
ordered, the expensa of the same not to exceed
toes per month.

Another plan was submitted by the medical
board eft he Children's hospital aad Indorsed by
the boards of other Institutions.

It suggests the establishment of dispensaries
for tho relief or the poor of the District at the
Georgetown general hospital, Columbia hospital,
National Medical College, Central dispensary.
Children's hospital, Freedmea's hospital, and
Providence hospital. All of these institutions
being already furnished with necessary accommo-
dations for the inspection of the sick and dis-

pensing of medicine, the system can go Into Im-

mediate operation as soon as adopted. The
District government will Incur so expense for
rent, for the payment of the attending physicians
or apothecaries. Out-do- or visiting physicians
to be attached to each dispensary, with annual
salaries or 1W to t3X),whose duty shall be to visit
at their homes such Indigent sick persons as may
apply for medical roller, the prescriptions ordered
by such physicians to be dispensed at the dispen-

saries to which they may be attached. Books to
be furnished by the District government to each
dispensary. In which shall be recorded the name,
age. sex. color, natnre of disease, history of case
or each pattest who may apply for relief. The
medicines to be purchased by the District govern-

ment In bulk, and furnished on requisition at
stated times of the year to each dispensary.
