steamehip with the meats, which was simnl.
tancon® with the involee, they forthwith commuani.
cated with Messrs, George & Uo,, aseuring them
of aminake In the matter, ax they had not opdered
any smch invoice of meats. The Haltimore house,
not doubling the statement of Mesars. Triest &
