MR AND MRS. FITCH AT CHURCH.

AN OVERWHELMING CKOWD AT ST.
BRIDGET'S CHURCH.

Tho New York World of yesterday contains
the following account or the visit or Mr. and Mrs.
Thomas W. Fitch to St Bridget's church on Sun-
day last- -

"Lieut. Fitch was brought up in the Eleventh
ward, and was baptized In tho church of St.
Bridget, corner of Avenue B and Eighth street,
which is the first church he has attended since his
carriage. It seemed yesterday that every resi-
dent of the ward had turned ont to witness the

vent, and the gathering, including over a thou
sand persons from other sections of the city, com-

pletely blockaded the streets adjoining the
ehurch long before tho hoar announced for the
grand high masE an orderly, respectable crowd
that mod lor two hours watching the front or the
building, crowding one another In a good humored
aianncr, and without complaint. So great was
ttu assemblage that they crowded the thurcu
entrincc and despite the exertions ef the police,
prcirntcd the exit of the attendants at tlie'i
u clock mas, and it was only with the aid and
exhortation ot Father Mooncy that a narrow pas
sage, just wide enough fur one person, was made
trough the press
"shortly belorc 10 o clock a coupe drove up and

deiositcd at the vestry door a lady and gentle-
man who were Immediately admitted into the
vestry Acting on the impression that the bride
and croom had entered the church a ruth was
made for places iulde The jam at the doorway
wa terriMc. A omen threw themselves Into tho
ruh with as much rccklesroci-- and disregard for
their appearance and wellarc ol their toilets as
street gamin. Rapidly the galleries filled to
overflowing and getting a seat or even standing
room in the aisles down stairs was an imposslblf
ity Even the passage around the chancel was
filled. The pew on the left or the aisle, which
was el aside for the bridal party, was with
great diliicnlty kept clear.

The buggy Is valued
at D00,entlrely new.and weighs about ISO pounds,
and was put up to be ridden for by Mr. A. Hoflatt.
No finer day for the sport could have been wished,
and by two o'clock, the hour fixed for the begin-
ning of the contest, there was fully 300 persons
present to witness and enjoy It. This number was
considerably Increased ere tho riding was over.
The track was in fine condition and everything
so well arranged that tho spectators could obtain
a view from almost any point.

ROCHESTER CItTsA VINOS BA.NK.

Mr. H. R. Searle, the accomplished architect
who designed and erected the new Natio at. Re-- ri

iilicas bnlldlng, has just completed a design
for the Rochester City savings bank of Rochester,
"V. Y. It is a pleasure to know that this mcrl
torious artist is still appreciated, and that his
fame Is cherished among the friends of his youth.
Some years since, in connection with his father.
Mr. Searle, who was at that time a resident or
Rochester, made the designs and superintended
the erection or tho sttucture now occupied by the
same bank. It is a subotantial edifice of two
stories, after the pure Grecian style or architec-
ture. But, as tho city has rapidly increased Its
wpulatlon, and modern buildings or greater
icight havo been reared in its vicinity, somewhat

overshadowing tho banking house, Mr. Searle has
been applied to by tho president, Mr. Georgo
E. Mumford, for a design of an improvement
which will modernize the appearanccot the struc-
ture, and at the same time preserve the purity of
Its Etylc. This has been most happil; accom-
plished by the addition of a. third story,
twenty-si- x feet in height, of bronzed iron, sur-
mounted by a plain slate roof, with an ornament-
ed cap or square cupola for an outlook or observa
tory, which will make tho entire structure d

of eighty reet in height from the street. The
whole forms a beautiful edifice or modem appear-
ance that will rival, if It does not surpass. In o

DR. PURVIS CHARGED WITH PERJURY
BY GEO. W. HARVEY.

A warrant was sworn out in the Police Court
yesterday, by Georgo W. Harvey, charging Dr.
Charles B. Purvis with having committed per-
jury in his testimony at the recent trial or Harvey

of Almighty God, to speak the truth, the wholo
truth, and nothing but the truth concerning the
matter then and there depending; whereupon
It then and there becamo a material Inquiry e
tho trial whether or not the said Harvey &
xioiuen rezusea to serve saiu rurvis ana iang-sto- n

at tho samo prices as other d

and respectable persons wero served; and the
said Charles B. Purvis, wickedly contriving and
Intending to cause the said Harvey &. Holdcn un-
justly to bo convicted of said misdemeanor, did
then and there, knowingly, falsely, corruptly,
wlllfnllv and wfckcdlv sav. denoso and erlve in
evidence, before tho court as aforesaid, that

SUPREME COURT GENERAL TERM.
In this court yesterday, Chief Justice Cartter

and Justices Wylle and MacArthur sat for the
hearing of appeals and other business.

A. A. Lipscomb, Jr., was admitted to the bar or
this court, on the recommendation or tho com-

mittee.
Thos. O. Fullerton, of Alabama, was admitted

to the bar, on the motion or Gen. Henkle.
E. D. Copp vs. James W. Campbell et al. This

ease comes up on the exceptions of the defendant,
John II. Nash, assignee, fce., to tho auditor's re-

port. The deleadaat excepts to so much or said
report as gives pre'ereme or priority to tho
claims or Judgments of the plaintiff Oopp and the
defendant Campbell.

"The auditor's report on the distribution of the
fund having been filed on the 2d day of June, A.
D. 1874, and no exceptions thereto having been
filed, so far as the distribution made thereby to
Frank G. Davidson Is concerned: It Is by the
court, this 15th day of July, A. D. 1874, ordered
that the said auditor's report, so far as It makes
distribution to the said Frank O. Davidson, be,
and the same Is hereby, ratified and confirmed;
and the said assignee (defendant Sullivan) Is re-
quired hereby to pay to said Frank G. Davidson,
or his solicitor, tho amount distributed In said
report to him; and the said Davidson may have
execution for said sum and costs."

Jrom this order the defendant, Nash, ordered
an appeal to this court.

The main question to be settled Is, whether or
not tho exceptions filed in this cause to the audi-
tor's report cover, refer to, and embrace the
claim of said Davidson, and objeet to the allow-
ance or the same by the auditor. To convince the
court that tbey do, will only bo necessary to re-l- er

to the sixth and seventh exceptions of said
Nash to said report.

Moore & Newman appear for Nash, and Mr.
Jones for the applees. The judgment of the court
below Is affirmed.

The next ease Is Kate E. Mcrriman vs. William
T. Holtzman et al. In this ease the bill was
filed January 27. 1864, against Holtiman, setting
forth that about the 30th of April, 1872, complain-
ant, who was the owner of a house, lot and furni-
ture, negotiated for a loan of money with de-
fendant Holtzman, and gave three notes, bearing
date April 20, 1872; ono for (1,000 at ono year, one
for 2,000 at two years and one at throe years for
$5,000, each drawing Interest Irom date at the
rate ol ten per cent, interest, payable

which notes were made payable to and
indorsed by Franklin Macef also Indorsed by A.
Peletler and A. J. Rogers, all or which Indorse-
ments wero at the request or defendant and for
tbo accommodation of complainant; which notes
were secured by a deed of trust for the three
notes on the real estate described, and by an ad-

ditional deed of trust upon tho furniture to secure
the two notes first mentioned. That the notes
were antedated. In order that the defendant
should receive such extra Interest. That de-

fendant also deducted Irom said sum (150, nomi-
nally for his commission; also about (360 for anote
of one Mattlson, Indorsed by complainant's hus-
band, which note was given simply as security for
a loan or (150 from defendant to Mattlson, and for
which he received an assignment or an lnterestin
a claim against tho United States pending in the
Court or Claims, which reservations were made
for the purpose of evading the usury laws.

The first and second instalments of Interest
were paid as thoy became due; also tho first note.
On the 20th of October, 1S73, demand was made
for the six months on the two notes to become
due; and complainant having become embar-
rassed by the suspension of Fant, Washington &
Co., placed in the hands or defendant two notes or
said firm for (l'Jl.73 each, dated October 15, 1873,
and payable to and Indorsed by Charles Ewlng,
and payable with Interest at three and four
months from date, with the agreement that suffi-

cient of tbo proceeds of said notes when collected
should bo applied toward said Interest. That
the first note becoming due, defendant, without
notice of its advertised the prop-
erty for sale. The prayer Is for an Inj unction and
account and offer to pay whatever may be found
to bo due.

Defendant Holtzman answers, admitting the
notes and deeds of trust: denies that the indorse-
ments were made at his request, but that com-

plainant undertook to furnish a good and respon-
sible indorsen.denies that tho notes were ante-
dated for tho purpose of obtaining extra Interest,
as he was merely an agent in said transaction and
attorney for the parties advancing the money;
that tbo agreement for the loan was on the 20th
April, and tho papers made out and the money
placed in bank for the purpose.but that complain-an-t

delayed In executing the papers: that the
parties advancing the money wero Mrs. P. W.
Page and Dr.ILLfndsly,wbo advanced the entire
sum or (8,000; denies receiving (ISO, but that he
did receive (100 for his services In the matter,
and a note or (50 or Franklin Mace;
denies the Invalidity or tho Mattlson
note; admits the payment or tho two in-

stalments or Interest and the first note.
Harry LIndily and PrfscHla W. Pago, upon ap-

plication to the court, were admitted as defend-
ants, and answer: Admit the deeds or trust and
notes; deny that complainant negotiated with
Holtzman lor a loan from him, but that she nego-
tiated for tho loan through her husband. Messrs.
Mace and Rogers, and Holtzman, who were well
known as procurers of loans foracommlsslon; that
Holtzman did not advance any part ol the loan,
but that respondents advanced (8,000 upon Holts-man- 's

application (6,000 byLlndsly and (2,009
by Page; that Holtzman, on tho 15th or April,
1872, called upon respondents, representing that
he was agent for complainant, and desired a loan
of (8,000; that the money was deposited in bank
on the 20th of April for that purpose, and thero
remained without Interest until the notes and
deed or trust were executed: and deny all knowl
edge or the amounts reserved by Holtzman from
said sum or (8,000.

The case was not decided. Adj ourned.

R USH OF INFURIATED STEERS.

TEXAS CATTLE SHOT IN THE STREETS-MA- NY

PEKSONS KNOCKED DOWN AND
GORED.
We tako the following from the New York Tri

bune of yesterday: "Whllea small drove ol Texas
eattlo wero quietly plodding through Bleecker
street, between Broadway and tho Bowery, Sun.
day evening, about 7 o'elock, Officer Wayne, or
tho Fourteenth precinct, on post at tho corner of
Elizabeth and Bleecker streets, observed that
that they were without a driver. At tho corner
of Elizabeth streets something startled the steers,
and two of them ran down Elizabeth street. Im-

mediately a crowd of men and boys started In
pursuit or them, shouting and gesticulating vio-

lently. Others made similar demonstrations
toward the rest ol the herd, which had continued
their way toward the Bowery, and they, too, be-

came excited and wild. At the Bowery, where
another noisy demonstration met them, they scat-

tered in all directions, each pursuing his career
with uplifted tall, plunging head and fiery eyes.
The crowds increased behind each ono as his an-

tics becamo moro oxcltlng. Policemen and citi-
zens with an armory of weapons sprang at once to
the front, and began plying tho luckless steers
with lead and steel. Some persons even attacked
them with bayonets and swords. But their tough
hides seemed to be Impervious to such onslaughts,
and, thoroughly maddened by so vigorous and
unprovoked an attack, they began tossing and
goring all who opposed them, and for a time ren-

dered the precincts which they Invaded remarka
bly lively. Two took their way up the Bowery
and into Fourth avenue, being smartly chased by
a demonstrative crowd: one tnrned on his

Fourteenth street, and after receiving
lour shots Irom Officer Broderlck, rushed toward
East river. Two others turned out at East Hous-
ton street, dashed through that narrow thorough-
fare to East river, broke through the gate of tho
Williamsburg ferry-hous- plunged together off
the pier and were drowned.
( "At thecornerof Koadestreetoneof the animals
tossed Officer Ryan, who was trying to shoot him.
The other In charging up Centre street knocked
Irving Grace, an orderly or Park hosnltal, down
Into tho basement or a lat.cr-bee- r saloon, under
theSfsafs Ztilung office, breaking his arm and
thigh. Ann Gallagher, an old woman, was
knocked down and bruised In the head by a kick
at the corner or Elm and Worth streets. At
Grand and Baxter streets Morris McUonulgle,
aged twenty-fou- r, was gored In the neck, receiv-
ing a severe wound, and Eugene O'llara, aged
fourteen, was severely Injured by this same ani-

mal. Another or the Infuriated brutes, after
spending an hour on tho pasturage ol the City
Hall park, continued his mad course toward
West Broadway, and was killed In West street
by Ofileer Hencny, of the Twenty-sevent- h pre-
cinct. On the route he badly bruised Alice Craw-
ford, aged fifty, and John Qntnu. Robert W.
Foster, wbllo in pursuit of him, was shot in the
hip by a ball intended for the steer. Officer Don-

ovan recklessly attempted to take one or the bulls
by the horns, and was tossed high In the air and
soverely Injured, but Sergeant Moloney, who had
chased the bull Irom the Bowery, succeeded In
cutting his hamstrings, and subsequently killing
him. The sergeant was knocked down onco and
run over.

T.n hulls altogether were shot. Tho series or
scenes produced by the chase alter theso wild
animals wherever tbey appeared were very stir.
ri. Thn crowds or men and bovs. with the ex
ception of tbo policemen and occasionally a dar--
Ing citizen, kept well out of reach or the threat-
ening steers, but kept np a continual cheering,
evidently enjoying the fun. The street ears
would be stopped by the crowd and the drivers,
conductors and outside passengers usually
crowded themselves rapidly Inside. One passen-
ger In a Third avenue car, having a little girl
with him, was dreadfully excited at his danger,
and teeing a church door open, ran there for
safety. Another passenger opened fire on a pass-
ing bull, and was warmly berated by the lady
passengers for his temerity, in many Instances,
the daring citizens, who volunteered to empty
their revolvers Into the bulls' bides, emptied them
Instead Into tho crowd. Between twenty and
thirty persons were injured, a few severely, al-

though none have died. The list Includes police-
men, citizens and women.
