THE EMBASSIES IX SOUS.
Anna Brewster writes to the Pafladelphia

Bulletin from Rome : "The French embassy to
the Quirinale is to be at the Palazzo Farnese,
the former residence of the and Queen
of Naples, to whom it belongs. It Is a y

residence. The State salons are beau-
tifully decorated with the celebrated frescoes
of Caracci, Domenichino, Sodonia, &c. The
grand hall is well known to tourists, but there
are some other rooms which aro gems. There
is one talolla attached to the King of Naples'
cabinet which is a charming room. Tbe ceil-
ing frescoes are more beautiful than those of
tbe hall. Marquis de Noailics, tbe minister,
pays only 50,000 francs a year for it 510,000
a snug little fortune when you and I were
young; certainly when ourgrandmothers were
married it was. The Russian legation pays
35,000 francs a year for the Feoli Palace,wbich
belongs to the Odescalchl $7,000 ; but the
legation has it on a lease of twelve years, and
rented it when prices were lower. If the am-
bassador had to make out a new lease now the
rent would be much higher ; but at any rate it
is not a grand old historical palace, such as the
Farnese, nor has it celebrated frescoes ; be-

sides, it is rented unfurnished to the Russian
legation. The Spanish Government owns its
palace ; the palazzo that gives the name to the
Piazza di Spagna and Spanish steps. The
French Government has rented for many years
the fine apartments in the Palazzo Colonna,
which is now occupied by the Marquis de Cour-celle- s,

Minister to His Holiness, near the Vat-
ican Court. The Austrians own their palace,
the Palazzo Venizia, at the end of the Corso.
The English legation rents a very pretty villa,
just inside Porta Pia, which belonged to the
Torlonia, but now is owned by some German.
The American legation rents an apartment in
the Via Saint Basllio, over the publishing office
of the Italic, a very republican, simple place."
