OF THE TRIBES--A GEN-

ERAL WAR IMPOSSIBLE-NE- ED OF ADDI-
TIONAL LEGISLATION-CITIZENS- FOR
THE BED MAN.
Hon. E. P. Smith, Commissioner of Indian f,

has completed his annual report to the Sec-

retary of the Interior, from which we extract the
lollowlng:

The statistical returns show unmistakable evi-

dence of advancing clviliiation among: nearly all
the different tribes of Indians, evinced by a gain
in all material prosperity. Increased Interest In
and facilities for education, and a growing gen-

eral disposition or good will toward the. Govern-
ment. I believe that no year in the history of the
Government has witnessed such marked general
Improvement towards the civilization of the red
men. For three years the appliances for clviliia-
tion have been brought to bear with increasing
iorce npon the Indians of the country, and the re-

sults produced are gratifying and most hopeful
for the future. At 21 agencies Indians who, at
the beginning of tilt period, made no effort and
showed no inclination toward labor or t,

or education for tbelr children, seem now to
have settled Into an earnest purpose to adopt a
civilised mode of life, and learn to provide for
themselves. For convenience of reference and re-

mark, the Indians of the ;country may be classi-
fied under three beads. First, those that are
wild and scarcely tractable to any extent beyond
that of coming near enough to the Government
agent to receive rations and blankets. Secondly,
the Indians who are thoroughly convinced of the
necessity of labor, and are actually undertaking
It, and will more or less accopt the direction and
assistance of Government agents to this end.
Thirdly, Indians who have come Into possession
of allotted lands and other stock property in stock
and implements belonging to tbem as landed
estate.

Sioux at Mrseton, Santeo and Flandreau agen-
cies; 226 lowas and 1,785 Winnebagoes in Ne-
braska ; 70 Pottawatomles and Klckapoos In
the State or Kansas; 500 Osages, 1,600 Choc-taw- s,

13,000 Creeks, 6 000 Cblckasaws, 2,438 Seml-nole- s,

17 217 Cherokces, and 4,141 belonging to
smaller bands In the Indian Territory; 1,000 East-
ern Uherokees In North Carolina; 1,307 Nez Perces
In Idabo; 5,1- 1- Yakomas and others In Washing-
ton Territory, and 10,906 Pueblos In New Mexico.
Within tbe above classification, modified some-
what, might be Included 4,300 Plmas and Mari-
copa s, and 6,000 Pa pagoes In Arizona, and a ma-
jority or tbo 5,000 Mission Indians In California,
who have alwajs been self supporting, and only
witbln a short time have been furnished by the
Government with an agent and a few employees;
and if it had been at any time during tbe last
generation possible for them to have received
suitable lands in severalty, tbey would have been
in as tolerable a condition ol circumstances as
most or tbelr white neighbors. A fourth class of
roamers and vagrants might be enumerated, con-
sisting of 400 wlnnebagoes In Wisconsin, 2j0
Klckapoos in Kansas known as Mokohoko'a
band 6,000 Digger and others In California; 8,000
Indians on tbe Columbia river; 1,000 Utes in Ne-
vada, Utah, Colorado and Arizona; 2,080 Yomas
and others In Arizona, and 1,200 scattered Indians
In North Carolina, Tennessee, Georgia, Florida
and Texas.
A OESERAt. IXD1AX WAS SO LORGER POSSIBLE.

Respecting the Indians engaged In Class 1, this
general statement Is true: A decided advance has
been made during the year in the direction of se-
curing control and Influence over these wildest
tribes in the country, and tbe way has opened
quite perceptibly for a much larger and mere
hopeful work among tbem during the coming
year. Tbey are as yet unreached by missionary
work, and are In their native paganism, whose
superstition often forbids their being counted for
enrollment and their children from attending
school. It Is from Indians or this class that any
sucb hostilities are to be apprehended as to re-
quire the presence or use ol tbe military; and
with the exception or possibly 7,000 to 10,000, none
of these are properly designated hostile, and tbe
bostlles themselves are so scattered and divided
in cliques and bands that except under extraordi-
nary provocation, or In circumstances not at all to
be apprehended, it Is not probable that as many
as Ml Indian warriors will everagain be mustered
lor a fight. And with the conflicting Interests of
the different tribes, and the occupation of the
different tribes, and tbe occupation ef the inter-
vening country and advancing settlements, such
an event as a general Indian war can never again
occur in this country. This opinion finds strong
confirmation in the tact that the highly-disturbe- d

feeling among the Sioux during the past summer
has not led to an attempt at war, and thatmli- -
ilary posts have been successfully established at !
Keu Sloud and Spotted Tail aeencies. In face of
the violent declarations of tbe Indians that no ,
soldier should ever cross the Platte. The feed-
ing process, which has been now continued for
six 3 ears with tbe Sioux, has so far taken tbe
fight out of them that It was impossible fur a por-
tion of the more warlike ty bands to pre-
vail upon their brethren who bare been sitting
down at tbe agencies along the Missouri rirer to
risk the loss ol colfee, sugar and beef In exchange
for tbe hardships and perils of a campaign
against soldiers. As a result, the Custer expedi-
tion penetrated to the very heart or their wild
country and returned without any opposition, and
tbe military camps at Red Cloud and Spotted
Tall agencies are In safety, though surrounded
by a force or fighting men from ten to twenty
times larger than their own number. To bare
tamed this great nation down to this degree of
submission by the Issue or rations Is itself a de-
monstration or what has been often urged, that
it is cheaper to feed than to fight wild Indians.

The first requisite in the treatment of all In-
dians of this class Is firmness. Any outrages or
depredations should be followed up promptly and
punished at all hazards and any cost. Any leniency
wbicb comes in to prevent this is an expensive
and mistaken kindness. The necessity ormaklng
war upon the Comanches and Cbeyennes in the
Indian Territory resulted largely Irom a failure
to observe this rule. The military force stationed
around and among these wild Indians Is deemed
sufficient for their restraint, there being no reason
to expect that tbe same amount or military icr
vice will be needed to keep the peace the coming
year, as has been required and effectively d

during tbe year closing. It is confidently
believed that even the present appliances. If held
steadily to bear npon this elass of Indians, will
diminish Its numbers year alter year, by Inducing
them, partly through increasing confidence and
partly through stress of circumstances, to under-
take some sort or civilized labor.

2ETEeSlTT FOR ADDITIONAL LEGISLATION.

The Commissioner thicks additional legislation
In behalf of the Indians Is apparent, from tbe fact
that the only statutes under which tbe Indiana
are managed and controlled are substantially
those enacted In 1804, known as the trade and In-
tercourse laws, whose main purpose was to regu-lut- e

traffic In furs, and prevent tbe sale or am-
munition and Intoxicating drinks and intrusions
upon an Indian reservation. This meager legis-
lation was in accord with the theory then prevail-
ing, that the Indian tribes were related to the
American Government only as sovereignties who
naturally would provide their own laws; and that
the red men, being a people esseutlatly wild and
untamable, needed only to be kept as remote as
possible Irom all settlements; to be assisted as
hunters; to be forcibly precluded from an undue
supply of gunpowder and rum, and to be made as
peaceable as possible by tbe presence of an agent
and the dlstrlbntlonora few annuities In cash and
blankets. In my Judgment, whatever or falluro
has attended tbe management of Indian affairs In
tbe past has been largely attributable tothis

to recognize and treat the Indian
as a man capable of civilization, and therefore a
proper subject of the Government, and amenable
to lis laws. AJudge in Idaho, who Is also a Uni-
ted States commissioner, decided that be bad no
Jurisdiction, either at a Territorial or Federal
officer, in a case where one Indian bad killed an.
other, though the murder was committed In bis
own county and outside or any reserve. Thus It
bas come to pass that we have within our bori
ders at the present time 75,000 wild Indians who
need legislation appropriate to a people passing
rapidly out Irom a savage tribal government Into
a atgrte or control by the UnltedStates Govern-
ment; and 200.000 Indians who might be readily
brought within tbe protection and restraint of
ordinary law, and yet are practically without the
benefit or any suitable government, a majority of
tbem being property-holder- living upon farms,
baring tbelr schools and churches, and scarcely
differing in their mode or life from the pioneer
settlers ol the country. The damage which Is in-
evitable to tbe Indians from this anomalous state
or things, will be more apparent ir we keep In
mind that no officer or the Government has any
authority by law lor punishing an Indian tor
crime, or restraining him In any degree, and
that the only means or enforcing law and order
among the tribes Is found In the use of the bayo-
net and sword, and sucb arbitrary iorce as ths
agent may have at bis command. Among tbe
Indians themselves all tribal government bas
bten virtually broken down by their contact with
tbe Government. The cnlefa bold a nominal
headship, depending tor its continuance on tbo
eossent uf the most turbulent and factious per-tlu- n

or the tribe. Ir a while mas commits depre-
dations ui on tbe Indians In their own country no
penalty Is provided beyond taator putting nlm
cut ot tho country, a penalty which he readily
takes upon himself wnen escaping with bis booty.

Neither Is there any provision of law by which
an Indian can begin to live for himself as an
American eltlten. Being, by tbe fiction or sover-
eignly which has come Into our Indian relations,
a citizen of a "domestlo dependent nation," con-
trary to tbe American doctrine upon this snhject.
be Is not allowed to change his nationality at will
but required first to obtain content or both par.
ties to his tribal treaty. As a resnlt or this re-
striction, many Indians are keptwlth the mass of
their tribe who otherwise would strike ont for
themselves. Neither is there any provision un-
der existing law by which an Indian desiring to
continue his relations with his tribe is allowed to
receive an allotment or bis portion or land.
Thus Individual enterprise and self support are
materially repressed.

VAKI90 THE ISDIAW A CIT1ZE3.
I therefore respectfully recommend that the

attention of Congress be called to this subject,
and that such legislation be requested as will
secure, first, a suitable government ol Indians :

(a.) By providing that the criminal laws of the
United Mates shall be In iorce upon Indian reser-
vations, and shall apply to all offences, Including
offences or Indians against Indians, and extend-
ing tbe jurisdiction of tbe United States courts to
enforce the same.

(o.) By declaring Indians amenable to the po-
lice laws of tbe State or Territory for any act
committed outside or a reservation.

(c) By conferring npon tbe Presidentautbority,
at bis discretion, to extend tbe jurisdiction or tbe
State courts, or any portion of them, to any res-
ervation whenever. In bis Judgment, any tribe Is
prepared for such control.

d.) By providing a sufficient force of deputy
marshals to enforce law and order, both among
and In behalf of Indians.

(r.) By giving authority to the Secretary of tbe
Interior to prescribe for all tbe tribes prepared,
in bis judgment, to adopt the same, an elective
government through which shall be administered
all necessary police regulations of a reservation.

if.) By providing a distinct territorial govern-
ment or united btates Court wherever Indians
are In number sufficient to Justify it. .

(a.) By providing a way into citizenship of

such as desire it.
(b.) By providing for holding lands In severalty

by allotment for occupation and for patents, with
an ultimate lee, but Inalienable for a term or
years.

(c.) By providing that wherever per capita dis-
tribution provided oy treaty has proved Injurious
or without benefit to its recipients, a distribution
ol the same may. In the discretion or the Presi-
dent, be made only in return for labor of some
sort.

The main difficulty, so
far as the Government is concerned, lies In the
fact that the Indian's deepest need Is that which
tne uoremment, mrougn its political organiza- -
tlon and operations, cannot well bestow. The
first help which a man in barbarism requires is
not insi waico can uo auorucu tnrougu a poiiu-- 1
cal party, but that which Is offered by a fellow- -
man, wiser than himself, coming personally and
extending a band ot sympathy and truth. No
amount of appropriations and no governmental
machinery can do much towards lifting an Ignor-
ant and degraded people, except as It works
through tbe willing hands of men made strong
and constant by tbelr lore lor their rollow-me-

ir, tbereforc, it should be pcsslble to continue tbe
I sympathy and aid of the religious people of

the land In this work, and to rally for Its prose-
cution the enthusiasm and zeal which belong to

essential manhood and consequent capabilities.

THE SITUATION.
The rollowing article from the Cleveland (Ohio)

Ltader gives an Intelligent account of tbe situa-
tion in Arkansas and the exact meaning or tbe
revolutionary proceedings fn that State:

On Friday Elisha Baxter abdicated tbe office
or Governor or Arkansas, and delivered It to bis
next friend, A. 11. Garland, Governor-elec- t under
tbe provisions or a bogus constitution which was
adopted on tbe I3tn or October. On tbe rollowing
day Volney V. Smith, elected with Baxter In
Wi, for a term or lour years, proclaimed blmseir
Governor of Arkansas, by virtue or bis office and
tbe resignation of Governor Baxter, and also sent
an appeal to President Grant, reciting the inci-
dents or the act or usurpation In which Baxter,
Garland, and others are fellow conspirators, as-
serting bis own claims upon tbe office and asking
a decision or tbe Federal Government regarding
their validity. As this new crisis is a direct se-
quence or the Brooks-Baxte- r difficulty, it will be
necessary for a full understanding ot the situa-
tion to recall tbe circumstances which led to It.

ARKANSAS
was readmitted into tbe Union In 1868, under a
constitution which was very explicit In Its require-
ments regarding tbe loyalty of citizens, and pro-
viding that the constitution Itself could be abol-
ished, altered or amended only by the action or
two successive Legislatures. It was this consti-
tution under which Lieutenant Governor Smith
was elected in 1872, and under which Brooks and
Baxter were rival candidates. In tbe disputed
election which followed, Baxter's claims were
recognized by tbe State authorities, and he took
his seat. Then followed a strife which culmi-
nated last April in tbe forcible entry of Brooks into
tbe capital, bis brier occupancy or tbe office ef
Governor, and tbe subsequent recognition or Bax-
ter by tho Federal Government on the 15th or
May. The Legislature bad in the meantime been
convened, and on tbe day succeeding Baxter's
recognition a bill was introduced which tirovlded
for a convention to frame a new constitution. The
whole matter bad been and tbe bill
passed alter a brief dfscusslon, in tbe face of a
provision of the constitution prescribing plainly
now changes In the fundamental law should be
effected. The convention met and adopted an
Instrument wbicb is as unlike a constitution as
tbe laws of England are to the Ten Command- - I

ments. it repeaiea, suspended ana enacted taws
and abolished constitutional offices; In short. It I

took upon Itself full legislative powers and '
adopted a constitution for the sole pur-
pose or securing a lease or Dowertothe Baxter
taction. Even the registry laws oi the State '
were suspended in oruer mat mere migm oe
special registrations made for the occasion. In
the meantime

began fortifying bis position so that tbe ratifica-
tion or tbe new constitution might be assured.
He appointed leading local politicians, who were
his lollowers, to offices fn all parts ot the State.
These men laid tbelr plans so well that, through
fraud, persuasion and Intimidation, a large ma
Jonty was secured for the Instrument, Tbe cause
wbicb spurred tbe Baxter government to this ac-
tion was a rear that tbe Congressional Investiga-
tion or the Brookr-Baxt- difficulty might result
unfavorably to tbe latter. By the new constitu-
tion tbe decision or the investigating committee
will bave no practical effect, as a new Supreme
Court, a new Legislature, anew Governor and
new State officers are elected, which had nothlnr
to do with the late gubernatorial strife. Under
the real constitution Governor Baxter would have
held office until January i, istt. now uariana
unceremoniously steps In a rortnlgbt;after bis bo-

gus election. Even the office or Lieutenant Gov-
ernor was abolished purposely, we presume, to
make It doubly difficult tor Mr. Smith to trouble
tbe usurpers.

No wonder, then, that tbe Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, who has rightfully still over two years to
serve, should object to this summary and uncon-
stitutional disposal of his office.

He takes the irround that Gor. Baxter ap
pointed registrars and caused a special registra-
tion illegally; that be illegally filled legislative '

vacancies; tbat tbe board of registration, tbe
judges ot elections ana tne legislature eiectea
tbrougb tbelr instrumentality are illegal; tbat
tbe constitution or 1868 Is still valid; tbat the bo-

gus c. nstltutlonal convention had no power to
abolish his omce, and, therefore, according to the
only existing constitution or the State be Is tbe
rlgbtlul Governor, consequent npon tbe resigna-
tion or Got. Baxter. What tbe probable result

and appeal will be Is Impossible to foretell. Able
legal authority pronounces in favor of the
validity ol the constitution or 1868, on purely
legal grounds, and that Volney V. Smith Is
clearly entitled to the office. Aside from the
legality or Baxter's proceeding It Is asserted tbat
It can be proven that Garland and bis friends
paid Baxter $25,000 for surrendering tbe office.
Mr. Smith has not proceeded without tbe best
legal advice, and he Is confident that bis claims
will be recognized. It is probable, however, that
there will be serious trouble berore tbe affair can
bo settled. Garland Is determined to hold the
office at all hazards and will attempt to arrest
tbe Lieutenant Governor for rebellion against
the State government. However tbe matter Is
decided, the Tact remains patent that government
in Arkansas Is a farce.

GAS WORKS EXPLOSION.
Cincinnati, O., Not. 18. By an explosion at

the gas works at Mount Sterling, Ky., this morn-
ing, two white men and one negro were Instantly
killed. The bodies were so burned as to be hard-
ly recognizable. One or two other employees es-

caped. Two buildings connected with the works
were destroyed. Loss not stated.

SALE OF A SOUTHERN RAILROAD.
New Orleans, Not. 18. The New Orleans,

Mobile and Texas railroad sections west of tho
Mississippi river were sold y by the United
States marshal ror 350,000 to Frank M. Ames,
son ofthe late Oakes Ames. A new company will
probably be organized to complete the road to
tho Texas terminus.

As a last proof ot the cause)
ef sea sickness, and the difficulties to contend
with In providing a means of allerlaUng It to any
extent-w- e may cite the esse of lady passengers
embarking at tbe Tower and being obliged to re-
tire to their cabins before the vessel passed Erith.
This surely cannot be said to be caused by either
rolling or pitching: It la simply the rery slight
heaving; produced by the small paddle steamers
passing to and fro.
