INTERESTING DEBATE.

THE STATESMAN AND THE SOLDIEH
DISCUSSED.

At the last rneeUng or the National TJ Diversity
Debating; bodcty the lollowlns subject was dis-

cussed:
'Jtetoired, That America Is mors indebted to

the statesman thaa to the general or somior.
The disputant In the affirmative. Sir. Emtom,

opened the debate, giving a clear anl concise
statement of tho Issue in a few we', pointed and
logical remarks; and, in tbe absenco ot Mr.
Crypti Palmonl, the disputant in the negative,
Mr. Wilson assumed tbal side of the argument In
a masterly manner. Sir. Emmons called the at-

tention ol those present to the leading position
that our country has attained among tbe nations
of the earth, and ascribed and attributed it to the
stupendous efforts and genius of our noble states-
men.

Among those great men which our country has
produced he referred to and quoted tbe noblo
Adams and his descendants, who took as leading
and as inOuentlal position almost as he occupied;
to Jefferson, to Webster.Olay.Calhoun and many
others. He also. In a masterly manner, called to
the minds or his listeners the circumstances under
which our noble Constitution had been formed,
and of the efiect it had upon our country and the
world In general, of the evils which it remedied
and of tbe deficiencies which It supplied. This,
tbe speaker claimed, was an ever-livin- noble
monument, which can withstand the storms of
ages and the shock or future events which will
vcr shine forth and remain u the

grandest work of the greatest statesmen that the
world has ever produced.

Mr. J, P. Wilson then obtained the floor.and
replied to Mr. Emmons In an claborato and terse
argument. He said that he would admit what his
predecessor had claimed in regard to the Consti-
tution, and that he was very proud of it. He also
admitted that tbe Legislatures or our country
had adopted some remarkable and astounding
resolutions: for instance, that one whlth. In thus
der tones, enacted, "We will have no taxation
without representation." He maintained that
statesmen could have passed such acts from day
today, from month to month, and from year to
year, np to the present time, and we would,

ot y being a free people, be slaves and
vagabonds, for honor and great and lasting credit
is due to the soldier who so nobly, and In such a
self sacrlfl Jng manner enforces those laws on
battle-field- amid the nrc and smoke and during
the cries of the wounded and dying, and amid the
bloody corpses of the dead.

He also, in strong terms. Impressed upon every
one the fact that many statesmen are corrupt,
while the soldier's motives are always pure and
undefllcd, fighting for liberty and nothing more,
and ended by drawing a vivid contrast between
men in civil life and those of our heroes who
meve among us as generals, as soldiers, in their
military stations.

Mr. John E. Deall here took the floor and In
a lew extempore and eloquent remarks In the
negative, stated that he would glvo some inci-
dents npon tbo issue involved. He commenced
by calling attention to the career of Washington,
and vividly portraj ed his troubles and difficulties,
showing how be called upon statesmen Tor aid
and bow they disregarded his appeal. Ho
charged that the alliance should have been made
with France sooner than It was, and laid tbe
blame at the statesmen's door. He called atten-
tion to tbo career or Scott how in his capacity
as general he won victories by sword and pen
alike- - how he settled the boundary question, the
South Carolina difficulties and tbe removal or
the Indians toward tbe setting sun. He called
attention to the faults ol statesmen which cau'ed
the capture or our capital by tbe British, and he
claimed that ir General Winder had been prop-
erly supported the disastrous event would not
have transpired. He quoted many other

and closed by claiming that the great
achievements ormlgbty generals, ueh as Napo-
leon, Cscsar, Wellingt in, Alexander, Frederick,
a.c, brought about the great improvements
which have taken place In the progress or nations
since tbe dark age; that these events caused the
links or progress to be joined together, forming
one immeneo outer shell, which a century ago
Durst asnnder, revealing the smiling, fragrant
rose within Its bosom, which gave birth to the
charming fragrance of liberty that now pervades
the atmo'pbcr or our country.

Judge P. E. U Connor was tbe next speaker,
who claimed that statesmen originated all the
grand measures or our country, and laid In feel
mg and eloquent terms much stress upon this
Idea, tnd Mr Beall In reply asked tbe question
"How could those measures be demonstrated or
put Into practical operation without the aid of
cur generals and soldiers'" stating that Wash-Initto- n

really received no support or aid from
stiitcmen, but carried on tbe whole compaign
without advice ororders from no one but himself.

Mr. John P. O'Neil here stated that what Mr.
Beall bad said was true. Indeed, ror Congress ad-
journed to Annapolis, leaving Washington In full
charge to do whatever he pleased.

Alter a few eloquent and brilliant remarks
from Mr. Emmons the society adjourned.

Judge W. B. Snell, of the Police Court, at-
tended this debate, and remained an attentive
and appreciative listener to its close, after which
he uttered some kind words of encouragement to
tbe students.

M1.CK TALR. BUT LITTLE BUSINESS.
Tbe regular meeting of the Contractors' Asso-

ciation was held at their rooms last night with a
full attendance: the president, Mr. Joseph WI1.
Hams, In the chair; Henry Hlmber, secretary
Messrs. S. C. and Edward Wroewcre proposed
and elected as members of the association.

Sir. Lucas called attention to tbo fact that
there seemed to be a combination among tbo
brokers to depreciate the District bonds. He had
only a few days at.o sold at C9'A and esterday
when he went to sell he could not get more than
67J4, which be declined, and borrowed at Simper
cent. Interest. He suggefed that a memorial bo
prepared at once ror presentation to Congress,
sbowlng the sacrifices they had made in the sale
or bonds, asking to be reimbursed ror tho same.
Ho argued that the proposition was a good one
and would certainly meet wlta favor. He referred
to Messrs. Dickson & Patterson, brokers, who he
said had done more than any others to help the
contractors and keep up securities.

Mr Fluley objected to the proposition as lm.
practicable. If this were done, every man,woman
and child who held a certificate would ask for an
allowance, and as a result It would cost more than
tbe Improvements had. if they wanted to do
anything, let them urge upon Congress tho pro-
priety ol increasing the rate of Interest on the
tonds or making the present ones payable, prin-
cipal and interest, in gold.

Mr. Lucas moved that a competent person be
employed to prepare the memorial suggested.

THE PBOOEED1NGS IN COUHT YESTER-

T.he Criminal Court, Mr. Justice Humphreys,
opened Its usual session for the trial of the sire
burglary conspiracy case, at 11 o'clock yesterday.

The Court said this was a case or too much lm
portance to allow the court to be deprived or the
counsel or any or the able counsel for tbe defence.
Sickness and prostration were accidents likely to
occur on such a long case as this, and delays
growing out or this were not tbe fault ef tbe
court or counsel. He Intended to pursne this
case with deliberation. He did not Intend to
force the Government to argument at tbe rag end
or a week, and he would hold no court on Satur-
day. The case would be adjourned until

Sir. Hinkle made an application for leave to
Col. Whitley to be absent on a visit to his family.

FISH CULTURE.

REPORT OF THE UNITED STATES FISH
COMMISSION.

The United States Fish Commission, at the
conclusion of their summer's work, have returned
to this city, and are now engaged In drawing up
their annual report. The following facts are a
summary of their year's labors:

At tbe head of the commission Is Professor S.
F. Baird, oi the Smithsonian Institution; its sec-

retary Is H. E. Rockwell, of this city. At the
head of tho naturalists of the commission was
Professor A. E. Verrlll, ef Yale College, whose
principal subject of investigation Is the marine In-

vertebrates. He was assisted by Professor S. L
Smith and four or five students from the Scien-
tific School, or New Haven. Wcsleyan Univer-
sity, orMIddletown, Connecticut, was represented
by Prolessors Rice and G. Brown Goode; to the
latter was specially Intrusted the ichthyologlcal
department. Professor Hyatt, of Boston, assisted
by Professors Saltonstall and Rathbone, repre-
sented tho Boston Society or Natural History.
From Yale, beside thoso already mentioned,
came Professor D. E. Eaton, with two or three
assistants; from Cambridge D. W. B. Farlow;
these two gentlemen gave special attention to
collections of alga? or seaweed.

From Philadelphia, representing the Franklin
Institute, came Dr. Joseph Leldv, stuaylog

formations, and Dr. Henry Chapman.
The artist was Mr. Blake, of Cambridge. Tbe
party was, therefore, composed or over twenty
scientists, who gavo their best time and thought
all tbe warm months In prosecuting "Investiga-
tions with tbe view or ascertaining whether any
and what diminution In the number of fool fishes
of the coasts and lakes of tbe United States has
taken place, and, If so, to what causes the same
is Jue; also, whether any and what protective,
prohibitory or precautionary measures should be
adopted 1 n tbe premises." To carry out this pro-
gramme evidently requires a complete zoological,
botanical and physical survey orall the waters or
tbe United States.

It is duo to these gentlemen to state that of the
whole twenty only two recelro salaries or any
pay except their actual expenses. Tbe secretary
and tbe artist are paid by tbe Government out or
the appropriation; all the others glvo their ser-
vices to tbe work or tbe commission, amply re-
paid by their contributions to science, and by tbe
collections or fauna, alirse, ic, that they collect
for their several Institutions.

HEADQUARTERS OF TUB COMMISSION.

The placo selected for their headquarters the
rresent year was the pleasant little fishing vil-
lage or Nosnk, In Connecticut. Situated at the
end ot Long Island Sound, and looking out on
the Atlantic Ocean, midway between New Lon-
don and Stonlnzton, with a population principally
engaged In fishing, it was well suited to the pur-
poses or the commission. To aid them In their
labors tbe Secretary of the Navy sent the small
steamer Blue Light, Captain Beardslee, or the
Washington navy yard, In command,wIth a picked
crew orelgbtornlnc men. ThecbierworKor the
steamer was to carry the party to tbe scene or
their dally labors, and to do the heavy work of
dredging and trawling. By this aid of steam, tbe
amount cf work dene In the season was at least
quadrupled. Including tbe scientific gentlemen,
tLelr tamllles, their assistants, the crews of the
Blue Light, and the numerous scientists who wero
olten visiting them,' about seventy persons were
constantly assembled at Noank, studying fishes,
their food, their habits, and their habitat.

sALiroa rnoji n esters waters.
While Investigating the questions concerning

the rood fishes or tbe Atlantic, great attention
bas been paid to tbe rood fishes or the lakes and
rivers. Under the direction of Prof. Batrd, Mr.
Livingston Stone has been employed on the Mac-leo- d

river, a branch of tbe Sacramento, obtaining
salmon eggs, of which he secured some six mil-

lions. Tbe salmon or tbe Macleod are a very
vigorous risb. growing rapidly, and larger than
our Eastern salmon, weighing 20 and 30, and oc-

casionally 50 pounds. This species Is especially
aoapteu to tne warmer waters ot tne country,ana
the eggs thus obtained hare been distributed In
the headwaters of the Susquehanna, Potomac,
james, xieiaware, auu even tne .luisjissippi,
They come forward much earlljr than those trom
tne comer waters ot st ew ana uanaas,
the ova belngobtalncd In August and September,
and tho young fishes, Inllyhatchel, Intrusted to
tneir luiuro iicuigs iu Aiutcuiuuc auu AJccemmsr.

Of the 8,000,000 eggs obtained by Mr. Stone,
1,000,000 were restored to their native river, that
that source or supply might not be driecVup; the
other 5,000,000 were distributed In the SHddle and
Western States; 750,000 were sent to Michigan,
and If0,000 to Utah. Hair a million were placed
In the hatching-hous- e or Sir. Alexander Kent, of
Baltimore, to be distributed over Maryland and
VHglnla, and another large amount to a similar
Institution at Bloomsburg, N. J. Besides these
salmon gathered rrom Oregon and scattered In
tbe warmer waters or the country, Mr. Charles
G. Adklns, orBucksport, Sle., on the Penobscot,
has obtalned2,500t000eggsfromthatrirer. These
fishes, adapted to the streams or New England
and northern New York, aro slower In coming to
maturity than tbe Western fish. Tbey aro se-

cured In October and November, and placed In
the water In the following February aad March.
From Slalno and Oregon, therefore, 7,500,000 sal-
mon eggs have been, this year, gathered and

In all the rivers of the land that run to
tbo ocean.

But In addition to this. Prof. Baird has suc-

ceeded in obtaining eggs or tbe d sal-

mon or Lake Sober, in Maine. This species of
salmon, though now fresh water, Is supposed to
hare run up thither from tbo ocean, but never to
have returned. They are a small fish, weighing
rrom three to eight pounds, but very fine eating;
1(0,000 of these eggs have been secured and dis-

tributed among tho rivers of New England and
Michigan that run into lakos.

DISTtUBDTIOX OS" SHAD.

The two principal sources or supply ol shad ova
are at Castleton, New York, on the Hudson, and
Holyoke, Slassachusetts, on the Connecticut: and
at these two places tome 5,000,000 or 8,000,000 eggs
have been secured. Salmen eggs are sent across
tbe continent Imbedded In moss; but shad are so
lively, being hatched In five or six days after tbey
are Impregnated, that tbey can only be distrib-
uted as living fishes. Larve cans are therefore
made, holding ten or twelve gallons of water
each, and in each can are deposited 5,000 or 10,000

orthe little fishes. These 4,000,000 or 8,000,000
bad hare been distributed ever New England,

New York Pennsylvania, Illinois and as fir West
as Iowa. Tbe Southern States have also re-

ceived tbeir quota, 60,000 bavlsg bees for the first
time deposited in two streams In Texas; so that
three years from this time (It requires three years
to bring the shad to full maturity) tbo shad will
be our national fish, and will be caught In every
stream In tbe Union. Some or these shad eggs
have been deposited In tbe tributaries of tbo
Mississippi and ol tbe groat lakes. But the lat-
ter Is an experiment, the shad hitherto having
always round bis way to salt water. But small
shellfish, of tbo same species as. the shad feeds
miM, I,. tttM twtifnm nf th iwin. havlnr been
found In the depths ottbe great lakes, Ithas been I

ueiejniiceu to try tne expenmcu. ui wm uiw
snd salmon for the lakes.

ood Fisnra.
But It Is so experiment to stock rivers running

to the ica with loed fishes. In 1S9T the ow of
jhadwere Silt carried to the former hatching

places in the headwaters efthe Connecticut,
During the three yecrs required for their growth
the Connoctleut was so empty or fish that the
fisheries ortbo lower partof the riverwere wholly
abandoned. But In 1870 large schools began to
pass up tbe river, and they have continued to
grow In numbers and weight till this year, when
in the height of the season shad were sold on the
spot where they were caught at (3 per 100.
Streams In southern Massachusetts have been re-

stocked with alewlves, so that onehundrid tons
of d are now taken irom streams that six

ago were without a fish, and tbe supply efSears In the streams has restockea the mouths
of the rivers and the shores with larger and more
nutritious fish, attracted thither by tbe ss

of their favorite bait.
atusiso tbe touso risnxs.

It is an interesting fact, developed by these in-
vestigations, that the fish, when too young to
take care or ltseir, is best eared ror by man, but
that, when Instinct is once fully developed, nature
Is better than man. The Impregnation of the egg
Is much better secured by artificial means than
when left to the fishes themselves; but, when
hatched, nature takes better eare than man. A
few, years ago the young fish was carefully cooped
up fattened, and Intrusted to himself only when
fully started In life. The consequence was that
when once left free In his native waters he became
the prey of his numerous enemies, against which
he had no instinctive resources. But when the
young of any nib, first loosened from the yoke-ba-g,

finds Itself alone In its native waters. It at
once sinks to the bottom, where its color renders
It undlstlnguishable from the sand by which It Is
surrounded. As it grows up it learns

by flight, so that the proportion or sur-
vivors is round to be larger under tbe
principle than under man's most careful tuition.

In
tne race lor academical honors both attained a
first class In the classics and Gladstone a first in
mathematics also.

It was the period or that great reactionary
movement in the English Church known as tbe
High Church or "Tractarlan" movement, a name
derived from the series ot "Tracts ror tbe Times,"
to which John Henry Newman, JCable, Richard
Hurrell Fronde and Dr. Pusey were tho ebief
contributors.

THE PRISONERS' HOME.

REPORT OF THE SUPERVISING ARCHI-
TECT.

The annual report of Mr. A. B.MulIett, super-Tilin- g

architect ot the Jail, has been submitted to
the Secretary of the Interior. He says, in refer-

ence to the new Jail, that the work has not been
satisfactory, and It has been impossible to lncloso
tbe building as anticipated. The delay heat-tribut- es

to the failure of the contractors, Messrs.
McGowan t Co., through the failure or the
Maryland Freestone and Manufacturlag Com-

pany to meet their obligations to tbe contractors.
Mr. Mullett then speaks orthe limitation en the
cost of tbe building being Imposed by Congress
before any plans or estimates had beea prepared,
and for this reason ir tbe cost was Insisted upon it
would be necessary to omit many Important items
or work and to complete the building la an unsat-
isfactory manner. Also,oi the sum of (50,000
being appropriated by the last Congress co

with his recommendation, to meet this
deficiency and secure a good building. The re-
port gives a schedule of the bids for the stone
work, which was awarded to Messrs. M. A. Mc-
Gowan & Co. at 132,789.28, and the iron work to
W htte fc Bro. for (9,147.17.

The report then states that Inasmuch as It was
desirable that the carpenter and Joiner work
should be performed by mechanics employed by
the Government that the work had been dono on
that basis.

The report further says: Should no uororseen
delay occur the building can be completed during
the present fiscal year. I desire, therefore, to
call your attention to tbe necessity tor making
arrangements for the supply or furniture and
other necessary articles that must be supplied
be ore the building can be occupied. I would
also recommend that an appropriation be ob-
tained for inclosing the grounos between tho
building and the publio street. 1 desire again to
call attention to tbe fact that the building will
be, when completed, suitable aad or sufficient
capacity not only for the ordinary purposes or a
jail, but for a penitentiary, and as the premises
are of ample capacity, 1 would recommend that
authority be obtained for iu use as a peniten-
tiary as well as a Jail.

The expense would be comparatively light,
being little more tban the cost of material neces-
sary to construct a wall around the lot and the
necessary shops, the labor being supplied by the
convicts, wbo could also bo employed In tbe
grading ot the premises and extending the prop-
erty to the main channel of tho river, an Improve-
ment whlcb Is very greatly needel, and which
under such circumstances could be carried out at
a merely nominal expense, a large amount or
valuable land reclaimed, and the locality made
as healthy as any in tbe District. In addition
to the advanta gea enumerated above a very large
saving would be effected, the Government hav-
ing paid since 1880 the sum or (200.682.19 for tbe
transportation of convicts from the District to the
various State penitentiaries and their mainte-
nance, and 1 reel satisfied that Instead orthe con-
victs being an expense to tbe Government they
can be made ir not a source or
revenue.

Mr. Mullett recommends a separate building
for the detention and reformation or female pris-
oners. In this connection he suggests the pro-
priety ef removing tbe poor-hous-e to some more
desirable locality, and of converting the present
building Into a house or correction for female
prisoners. In concluding Mr. Mullett says that
although tho progress of the building has not
met his expectation, thework has been conducted
with economy and success. Its character Is un-
surpassed by any similar building In the country,
and it will be found when completed the best ar-
ranged, best lighted and ventilated prison yet
ctnstrneted.
