To give
that League representation on it s Hepab-
lican member of the board resigned amd
clected s prominent Leaguer, He sat with
Lis fellow-members and objected to further
progress with the canvass of the returns
until he had conferred fully with his party
lesders. Severul days of adjournment en-
sued, during which the board, to avoid a
charge of unfairness, would not touch s
solitary return, when he tendered his res
ignation. Another conspicuous Leaguer
was then elected upon a tandy suggestion
of the Democmacy, but when he took his
seat, interposed numerous and frivolous ob-
jections, having exbausted which, aftersev.
eml days, he refused 1o sct further as a
member unless be should have a fellow-
Democmt on the board.  This requisite be
had and bas in General Anderson, an old
Lounisianian, but uobappily for the gueru-
lous member, Anderson does not propose
to sacrifice the truth of the returns for the
demands of his party.
