His rounded periods were docked, his wit
voted heavy, his goas and goddesses laughed at
by these clever touch-and-g- o lads no older than
his sons. Ue was asked to resign at last. Since
last May he haunted the newspaper offices,
struggling to get In as news editor, dramatic
critic, reporter, earning five dollars sow and then
by an odd letter or book notice. He has been In
lack of a meal sometimes; 111 and friendless.
"Even with the salary of the Clarion't 'chief,'"
he wrote to Mary, "1 could not support you here."

A lortnlght ago a committee from Tarrytown
offered him the Neat again, and he went back a
gaunt, haggard, but happy man. He took a
square meal of Mary's turkeys, pies and Innu-
merable preserves, surrounded by his rosy girls
and boys, and went down to the office. The big
wooden chair opened its arms to welcome htm,
the yellow maples nodded In at the window; the
very sun shining through the red mist over the
hill slopes was full of friendliness.

PEIilLS OF STEA3IB0AT TRAVEL.
So great has been the destruction or life by

steamboat disasters, arising from various causes,
that the gradual diminution of danger from that
source will be regarded as a matter of general
interest. That such is the case is Indicated by
the annual report or Mr. Burnet, supervising In-

spector general or steamboats, recently made to
the Secretary or the Treasury. It is shown that
daring the five calendar years ending with 1S73
there was a steady Increase in the number or ves-
sels annually Inspected. The whole number In
1SC9 was 2.V48, and In 1873, 3.743. The annual ad-

dition in 1870 was 154; in 1871. l'J5; in 1872, 147; and
in 1873, 293.

The loss of life from various accidents has de-
creased in proportion to the extent of these pre-
cautions. The number or lives lost from all
causes In 1873 was 222. while the average for the
four years immediately preceding was 358. The
number of lives lost by explosion was only 10, the
smallest ever recorded In one year the total for
five years being 417, and the average for four cor-

responding years about 102. The number of lives
lost by fire in 1873 was Utf, being greater than all
other causes combined, and the loss of life from
fire in 1872 and 1873 bears even a larger propor-
tion to the aggregate loss from other cause;.

Such results demonstrate the Importance of
thorough Investigation Into the causes or so
many frightful disasters, and that the proper at-
tention and Inquiry on the part of Inspectors and
steam vessels would tend still further to reduce
them. Accidents, of course, are liable to occur
from collisions and other causes over which no
human foresight or skill can have control, but It
has been shown that proper precaution and care-
ful management may do much to lesson the per-
ils and disasters incident to steamboat travel.

TIONS.
The ComptrCller of the Currency has completed

hit report. Twenty.two hundred National Banks
have been organized since the establishment of
the system; 35 of these banks have failed, and 37
gone Into voluntary liquidation by a vote of two
thirds of the shareholder!, leaving 3,023 banks In
existence on the 1st of-- November, 1874. Tables
are given exhibiting the resources and liabilities
at corresponding periods for the last five yean.
A table Is also given exhibiting similar data on the
2d of October, date of last report, returns from
New York, Boston, Philadelphia and Baltimore,
from the redemption cities and the remaining
banks, being arranged separately. Two bills
passed the last Congress relative to the national
banking system. The first bill, which Is quoted,
and which provided for an Increase of both the
National Bank circulation and ot the legal-tend-

notes to four-- hundred millions of dollars, failed
to receive the signature of the President, and did
sot become a law.

The principal points of the second act are given,
which act went Into operation June 20, 1874. The
amount of currency distributeil nnder the opera-
tion of this act, and the effect of the act upon the
reserves ofthe national banks.

The subject of redemption Is discussed at
greater length, and the hope expressed that the
present system of exchanging mutilated notes
ror new paper Issues will sot long hence be super-
ceded by a true system of redemption, namely, a
payment on demand of National Bank notes in
coin, or In ltt representative payable in coin.

SEW BASKS.
During the year ending November 1, 1874, Na-

tional Banks have been organized with an
authorized capital of tO,745,WO. Circulation has
been Issued amounting to $5,817,318; and during
the tame year has been withdrawn and destroyed

2,541,010, showing as actual Increase of National
Bank circulation! during the year of 3,578,297.
The total circulation ontstandlng at that time
was $351,027,248; leaving $2,07754 yet to be Issued
ofthe whole amount authorized.

Since the passage or the act of June 20,1874,
forty-si- x National Banks have been organized,
with a capital of $4,119,000, to which circulation
has been Issued amounting to $1,842,850, and the
total amonnt Issued to all National Banks since
June 20, 1874, Is $3,330,180. The amount author-
ized to be issued to banks already organized Is
$3,707,100, and the amount authorised to be is-

sued to proposed organizations $40 ,000, making
a total of $11,146,180. Since the passage of the
act of June 20, 1874, $7,714,550 or circulation has
been finally surrendered by the depositor legal-tend-

notes with the Treasurer. The amount of
National Bank notes outstanding of insolvent
banks and of banks In voluntary liquidation,
which are at the Treasury, is
$8,492,285.

THE AJIOCJIT OF CIECCLATIOS,
therefore, at the disposal or the Comptroller, or
hereafter to be placed at his disposal for distribu-
tion from these different sources, is as follows: The
portion or the 1354,000,000 authorized remaining
unissued, $2,072,754; notes of banksjwhlch have de-

posited lawful money for the withdrawal of circu-
lation, $7,714,515; notes Is circulation of banks in
liquidation, $8,48285; amounting to $16,279,589;
and the Comptroller expresses the opinion that
a sufficient amount of this circulation will be re-

deemed to supply all applications that may be
received for some months to come.

amount of circulation hereafter to be placed at
the disposal ofthe Comptroller from all sources
is $47,350,743.

THE BESEBVE, ETC.

The whole amount of legal-tend- money re-

quired to be held tn the vaults of the banks un-

der the National Bank act would have been, on
October 2, $124,878,751, and the amount required
to be kept on hand and in the Treasury under the
law now In force, $104,528,000: the amount of legal- -
tender notes, therefore, released from the reserves
of the basks under the operation or the new act
at that date was $20,350,000. The amount or cash
reserve held in the vaults of the banks at the
dato of their last report (October 2) wai

and the total reserve $94,700,000 In ex-

cess of the requirements ofthe present act. If
the amount and the distribution of the reserves
held by the National Banks had been tn precise
accordance with law, the amount of cash re-

leased from the vaults of the banks by the act of
June 20 wosld have bees $34,888,000. A table It
given showing the kinds and amounts of reserve
held by the banks In New York city, la the other
redemption cities and In the remaining banks on
October 2, and the amount which these hanks
would have been required to hold if the reserve
laws had remained unchanged.

The amount of taxes paid Into Treasury of the
United States by the National Banks during the
year ending July 1, 1874, was $7,083,098, of which
$3,404,000 was derived from circulation. The
ratio of taxation under State laws during thelast
year was. Is New York city, 2.80 per cent.; Boston,
2.34 per cent; Chicago, SM per cent--; Cincinnati,
2.57 per cent.; St. Louis, 2.44 per cent; Charleston,
3.50 per cent. The average rateot taxation.ai- - i

sessed upon the capital of National Banks is esti-
mated at from 3 to S1, per cent. Real estate and
personal property generally are not assessed at
more than one third of their actual value, but
hank shares are usually assessed at their fall
value, and there Is no doubt that the ratio of tax-
ation of National Banks Is greater than that of
any other species of property. The amount of

revenue tax derived from the tale of the '

two-ce- stamp affixed to sight drafts and checks
for the year ending July 1, 1874, was $1,502,549.

KABXISGS, DIVIDENDS AXD TAXIS. I

The Comptroller recommends th; repeal of
the two-ce- stamp tax, and, If not repealed,
that the act shall be so amended and such pen-
alty provided as shall tend to prevent evasions
of the present law. A table is given exhibiting
the aggregate capital and surplus, total divi-
dends and total earnings of the National Basks,
with the ratio of dividends to capital, dividends
to capital and surplus, and earnings io capital
and surplus, for each half year commencing
March 1, 18C0, and ending September 1, 1874.

From this table it appears that the avera-r- divi-

dends upon capital during the past year have
been at the rate of 9.90 per cent, the dividends
upon capital and surplus 7.87 per cent,, and the
earnings to capital and surplus 9.88 per cent.

The amount of taxes collected by the Commis-
sioner of Internal Revenue from savings hanks,
State banks and private basks and bankers, dur-
ing the last year, was $3,387,000, $7,300 of which
was derived from the ten per cent, tax upon un-

authorized circulation. The Comptroller gives
statistics of the resources and liabilities of State
banks and savings banks during the past year.
But ten ofthe States have laws requiring regular
reports to be made to State authorities, and a
still lets number ef States compile such reports
when received. The returns given are chiefly
from the banks Is New England and the Middle
States, and the Comptroller has addressed a cir-

cular letter to the Governors of the States, sug-
gesting that recommendations he made to the
different State Legislatures, urging the passage
of acts which will secure Information In reference
to the money institutions of the different States,
and askt the attention of members of Congress
to the subject and the exercise of their influence
for the same purpose.

The report also contains a table showing the
amount.of National Bank notes of each denomi-
nation outstanding, from which It appears that
the amount of notes less than the denomination
of $5 sow outstanding Is $8,972,841; the amount of
National Bank notes lest than the denomination
of $10, $139,980,498; the amount of legal-tesde- r

notes outstanding less than the denomination of
$5 ft $65,196,000, and the amount of legal-tend-

notes less than the denomination of $10,

ir the whole Issue of legal-tende- r notes and
National Bank sotel nnder the denomination of
$5 should be withdrawn It would require $56,223,-00-0

of specie to take ltt place; and If all the paper
money (Including fractional currency) nnder the
denomination of $10 should be withdrawn It
would require $295,535,000 of specie to tako Its
place. The Treaturer of the United States hold

percent, bonds; and there has been as Increase
or $ per cent, bonds during the last tour years of
$143,497,000, and a decrease of 4 per cent, bonds
or $100,909,000.

,The Comptroller repeats his statement of last

year that there Is so present necessity for the en-

graving of new designs for the National Bank
notet. The average number or Impressions
printed upon the present plates does not exceed
four thousand, while the plates are capable or
printing an average of thirty thousand Impres

sions. The large amount of engravers' work
upon the facet and backs of the National Bank
notes, and the similitude of the designs of each
denomination hare tended to prevent the Issue of
counterfeits not more than forty-si- x ofthe whole
six thousand plates which have been engraved
for the National Basks having been successfully
counterfeited, while under the old State system
the counterfeits were numbered by thousands.
The Comptroller recommends an appropriation of
$5,000 for the redemption ef unsigned notes of
National Banks which were purloined from the
Treasury Is 1867.

A number of amendments are recommended to
previous acts, but the act or June 20, 1874, haa so
recently gone Into operation that the Comptroller
recommends that It be thoroughly tested before
any changes are made. The report Is accompa-
nied by forty carefully-prepare- d tables, giving
statistical Information, In the most convenient
form, upon almost every subject connected with
the National Banking system, and as to the dis-
tribution of circulation among the different States;
the amount Issued to each State, and the amount
surrendered by each State since the passage or
the new act, and the per capita or circulation
since 1872, previous to the organization of the Na-
tional Bask system, and at the present time; the
amount or taxes paid to the United States semi-
annually, and the ratio cf dividends to capital
and earnings to capital and surplus for the last
ten years; the dividends of the Bank of England
and of the principal joint-stoc- k banks; tables
showing the strength or the banks as to reserve,
giving the amount of lawful money and other
kinds of reserve held at different times; the
amount or specie. United States gold-note- s and
checks payable tn coin ror a series ;of years, and
the different denominations of National Bank
notes and legal-tende- r notes Issued and retired
each year; abstracts showing aggregate resources
and liabilities of all the banks for twelve years,
and ot the banks of each State five times during
the present year. A report of each National
Bask, showing its condition on October 2, 1874, is
also given.

A GXSEKAX. STRIKE INAUGURATED.

New York, Not. 27. The general strike or
the 'longshoremen went into effect this morning.
They have struck work all over the city, whether
receiving the old wages 40 cents as hour ror day
work and eighty cents an hour ror night work
or not. The men at work on the French line
consider themselves under an obligation to the
company, and are finishing their work os the
steamer France ror nothing. This, they say, is
only right, as the company have paid them the
regular rates all along. The same course was
pursued at the pier of the Atlas line. About one
thousand policemen are scattered along the piers
on the North and East rivers, and a police boat
Is moored at a convenient point ready to eonvey
men to any point where trouble may occur.

STOK Y OF THE RESCUED WHITE UIRLS.
Chicago, Not. 27. The following is an extract

from the official dispatch ot Colonel Miles, re-
ceived at Lieutenant Qeseral Sheridan's head-
quarters this morning. It refers to the girls whose
rescue from the Indians was announced some time
ago:

"During the fight two white girls were recap-
tured from the Indians. It appears these sisters,
Adelaide and JullaOerman,aged three andseven
years, respectively, were eaptntfd tn Kansas, en
route from Georgia to Colorado. They state that
their father, mother, brother and ene sister were
murdered, and that they and two other sisters
were kept prisoners. They have no positive
knowledge of their whereabouts. Their story or
woe and suffering is too horrible to relate. They
were almast naked asd nearly starved. They are
now under charge ot Surgeon Waters, and will
receive every care and attention, and when strong
enough to endure the journey, will be forwarded
to Fort Leavenworth. I most earnestly recom-
mend that ample annual provision be made for
these children by the Government, out or the
annuity appropriation fer the benefit of the
Cheyenne Indians."

General Pope, In forwarding this statement,
heartily concurs In Colonel Miles' recommenda-
tion.

SATIJOESES ROUTE TOR WASHISOTOS.
St. Louis, Nov. 27. Arny, In-

dian agent at Fort Defiance, arrived here y

from New Mexico with a delegation of Navijo
Indians, consisting ot Manuelito, principal war
chief, his wife and son, his chief counselor and
seven other chiefs; also, Wm. H. Manderfield,
editor cf the Santa Fe Xeie Mexican, and two In-

terpreters, en route to Washington to have a talk
with the President relative to changing a strip of
land, sixty by thirty miles, in the northers part
or their reservation, which Is known as the San
Juan country, for a tract of agricultural and
pastoral land bordering their reservation on the
south. Also, to adjust some ofthe difficulties
growing out of the treaty made with them In
1848, and to ask redress of the Government for
the mnrder of three of their tribe last summer
by Mormons who were trying to found a colony
Is Arizona.

CAUSE OF DULL TIMES.

A SENSIBLE THANKSGIVING SERMON.
On Thanksgiving Day the Rev. D. O. Kellogg,

D. Director or St. Matthew's Protestant Epis-cep-

church at Philadelphia, delivered a ser-

mon, which might be repeated before Con-
gress with some; profit to the country. Dr.
Kellogg confined his remarks principally to a re-

view of the condition In whlcn Thanksgiving
Day finds the people of thts nation, and after dis-

cussing the masy theories entertained concerning
the cause of hard times, he spoke as follows:

"Men are going without what they used to buy,
and stagnation In business is only a way of say-

ing that multitudes of families are living in a
more cramped and pinched condition than usual.
Economy, yes, bitter economy, even penury, is
what leaves the wheat tn the granaries and the
cloth In the mills. And so we have the strange
result of hungry eyes, as It were, looking Into the
baker's window, and or shivering girls peering
Into the cloth stores. I quote a report from one
State of the Union, telievlng it to be true or the
others. There are In It fifteen bushels of wheat
for eaeh soul therein, and jet'there are whole
families there with nothing to eat. Why. people
in this very city are fixing up their threadbare
and thin garments of a former season to wear
this winter, and our cotton and woolen factories
cannot find a market for their goods. It is a
strange thing, a new problem of civilization, a.
purely commercial difficulty. Now, 1 am not
going to dltcnss a theory ol panic, nor encounter
the criticism of more experienced men.

"But 1 must tell you my convictions, which I
do not think will bo so much denied as counted
visionary a criticism one must expect to meet
until men shall consider the kingdom of Christ
less visionary than they do when they see what it
Is. My conviction, then. Is that our

troubles in business are not to be solved by
any theory or capital or currency, but morally.
Men wast to get rich without work, and this can-s-

be dose honestly. I oare not what the process
Is called on the street, every process by which
men getapoorand mean thing off their hands
unto tome one else ror a good and. substantial
thing Is thievery. It may run through tl.e whole
legerdemain or legislative franchises and bonded
debts and brokerage, until the bubble can be
floated ror years before It bursts, if good honest
toil dots not He behind a man's notet and bjnds
and tccurltles, be has been cheated. The one sole
source cf wealth Is work manual work to pro-cu-

professional work to economize. Any
scheme or getting rich that does not propose it
basis or work Is a fallacious one.

"Bnt thts fs not hair the ease. The great
change to work In men's convictions, is that
wealth does not consist in things but In manhood.
When yes can take warmth away from heat, or
brightness from light, then yoa can seperate
wealth from the eamfort and Intelligence an
welfare of men. Now, do sot listen to me, but
hear the sermon God is preaching to you
It is in clearer terms than any English can
afford. What Is the saying about wealth! Real
estate Is sold with difficulty, at shrunken
prices, property declines In value, money fs
crowding Into safes and vaults to He unused, in-
clines are diminished. Men or means cannot be-
gin to realize on their estates that they could
two years since. They have, perhaps, as many
homes at usual, as much substance as ever, but
they are not worth as much. What Is the reason
of this? It means that the great multitude who
censume so mucb, asd whoso backs asd mouths
make the demand which keeps business active,
are poorer than usual. It means men out of em-
ployment, new economies in tbousasds of houses.

"Ir you could taieout of Philadelphia one hun-
dred thousand people, and keep them out, the
valuation or property would sink at a greater
ratio than the decrsse of population. To give
houses and lands and goods value there must be
population. To keep Dullness active the people
must consume. Consequently, Jnst la proportion
as the great bulk or people are compelled to re-
duce their expenditures, property declines In
valse. Every child that has to go without its
dinner in Southward, by that very abstinence,
reduces the worth ofthe houses in Rtttenbouse
Square. The rich acn never so wealthy as when
thepoor have a little more than enough. The
trader sever falls os so good times as when the
demand is active for calico dresses asd brogaa
shoes. Everything done to Improve the condi-
tion ofthe multitude makes prosperous times.

"The more variety asocuiture we can put Into
obscure lives, the more these people are lifted oat
of the bare drudgery of getting bread and shelter
fbto comfort asd truthfulways, the more valuable
will be the diamonds on the heiress' neck, asd the
palace In the principal avenue. We are all bound
up together, and never more so than fa these late
days when the whole country Is knit by eleetris
serves asd Iron arteries to one great commercial
centre. There Is a real unity In human life and
society, and so ose can afford to disregard It."

Dr. Kellogg concluded as follows: "Andmos'.'of
all take lata your range or thought the great
truth that wealth sever abides wholly In things,
hut that its sources are in men. Da sot defraud
them, do sot circumvent them, do sot deiptsi
them. Get some leisure and Inclination to nod
out how men are getting on. to Sad out what tin
be done that will make them more sklliral, mora
comfortable, more courageous mora Christian.
Revere manhood. Get rich by making all yoa
can ont or men. not In the mean sease thatexpres
stos has tn trade, but Is the good sesse that a
ChtUUananputlntolt. If yoa corneal to suets
reserves, there will be a tribute of thanksgiving
to God tc-i- moe acceptable Uun the sweetest
anthems or the largest alms.'
