At the time Hatch told
him he (Hatch) was managing director of the
company: could not define the precise time cov-

ered by the account, but thought It was in the
spring of IS72; witness firm was named Scott,
Strong Is. Co ; there were two or three entries In
the Dook,oneor150,000, and another of 50,000;
witness promised to produce the account to the
committee.

By Mr. Dawes: "Do you know of any false en-

tries to other parties in the Pacific Mall books?"
Witness save Mr. Dawes a sly side wink, and

King's name
was entered In the hotel register on the 29th of
May 1S73. and he took his departure on the 31st
of May two days after.

did he know of any now; had no conversation
with Stockweli or Irwin about it; Irwin came to
him and asked Mm one time for some statistics
about the China trade, which he gave him. What-

ever dealings witness bad with the Pacific Mall
Company were with the present board since June,
1872.

Mr. Roach Insisted on reading a statement
which he had prepared, but Dawes stated that
this was not necessary, and the matter was
dropped.

He was told at the time the deposit was made
that the people depositing it were responsible.
The witness' attention was first drawn to this
matter yesterday; had no knowledge beyon dthls
matter or the Brooklyn Trust Company; could
not tell by an examination of his books by whom
this money was drawn. At the time this deposit
was made the Trust Company had a deposit of

lol,000 In bank. The Brooklyn Trust Company
nor their successors did no business with the
bank, nor had they since their failure.

The president of the new company was Mr.
Ripley Ropes; did not know of any of the assets
of the old company were handed over to the new.

ALDERXA3 O. T. C. BILLISOS
testified that he was a lawyer and was elected
director of the Pacific Mall Company In Novem-be- r,

1871, knew Mr. Irwin by sight; knew or him
being sent to Washington to represent the com-

pany, the witness understood that he was there
to procure the passage or a bill, but did not know
what means were employed; was present at the
meeting authorizing btockwell to employ counsel
and money in order to prepare the bill and secure
its passage- - this was at the executive session,
and It was afterward ratified In a meeting of the
board of directors. Mr. Stockweli thought that

10,000 would be enough, but no sum, either Urge
or small, was agreed upon.

This entry of 750,000 In the books of the com-pan- y

escaped the notice or witness. If the com-

pany desired to know what their president was
dolnc with the funds It could easily have ascer
tained from the books. No questions were asked
by the company of Mr. Stockweli with regard to
the money he was expending for the subsidy ;

and on July 22, 5,000. Irwin never told witness

THE BLRSED SUIP.
FURTHER PARTICULARS OF HER LOSS.

London, Dec 29. Special dispatches from Ma-

deira to the London morning journals give the
following additional particulars of the burning
of the emigrant-shi- p Cospatrick: Tbe fire broke
out at mldnlgbt or November 17, and within half
an hour enveloped the vessel nearly Its entire
length The scene was one or the wildest confu-
sion. Bnt two boats succeeded In getting away,
each of which contained thirty persons. These
remained alongside the ship until tbe 19th or No-

vember, when her hull was completely burned
and she sunk. Tbe two boats then started for
land. Tbey kept together for two days, when a
gale arose and they became separated. Une of
them has not since been heard of, and the other
was fallen in with by the British ship Sceptre.
At that time It contained five living persons, two
of whom died before tbe Sceptre reached tho
Island of St. Helena.

persons, mostly women, rushed Into one of the
boats, which was capsized, and all In her were
drowned.

In case of an emergency,
he can act wlthont special orders from Washing,
ton.

So far but
(2.65 have been received lor this work, nearly a
month's time and labor have been expended, and
a large number have been supplied with Bibles
and Testaments, an exhibit of which will appear
In the papers at the close of the present month.

This stern truth has been forced np nthls com.
munlty molt frequentlyTrlthin the last few days.
Suddenly, and without warning, citizens well
known have been called to race death, and to
surrender to the conqueror without question.
Last night at about o'clock intelligence was re-

ceived in Washington of the death of
OEir. moroa l. smith,

at Taylor's hotel. In Jersey City, Ha was found
dead in bis bed at 8 o'clock.

tice Miller and Mrs. George Alfred Townsend.
She was, however, quite beyond the reach of con-

solation.

SKETCH OF HIS LIFE.
General Smith was born In New England, and

went to New Albany, Ind., when about nineteen
years of age; taught school about two years In
that place, which was then the principal city of
the State. Subsequently he occupied various j

positions on steamboats on the lower unio ana
Mississippi river. He served as a noncommis-
sioned tfflcer In the Mexican war. Later he held
tbe position ol drill sergeant In the regular army,
at Jefferson Barracks, near St. Louis, and In 1861

organized the Eighth Missouri volunteer In-

fantry, which was composed of the roughest men
In tbe city of St. Louis. He carried the regiment
Into service si ltt colonel, and at Shiloh dlstin.
gulthed himself, for which he was promoted to
brigadier general.

At Memphis he was made major general and
placed In command of Sherman's old Second di-

vision of the Fifteenth corps. Hit brother. Gen.
Giles A. Smltb, was then placed In command of
the brigade left by Morgan. AtCblckasawbayou,
In the attempt made by Sherman on Vlcksburg
In the winter ot 1862, General Morgan L. Smith
received

In the groin, but notwithstanding this, he re-
mained with his command and went with It to
Arkansas Post, His division succeeded in re-
lieving Porter with five gunboats from the trap
Into which thev had been cauzbt In Steel's
bayou, the men being obliged to suffer the great-
est hardships, for days marching In mud and
water. He commanded his division In Grant's
movement In tbe rear of Vlcksburg. and took
part In the battle of Champion Bills, crossing
the Big Black; where hit men drove In the ene-
my's pickets.

He participated In tbe assaults of the 19th and
22d of May, 1864, on Vlckburg, and during the
remainder of the siege. Pemberton's army hav-
ing agreed to surrender Vlcksburg on July 4, the
night before his division left the trenches to join
Sherman to move against Joe Johnston, who laid
between the Big Black and Jackson.

of that campaign, which ended Is the assault and
capture of the capital of tbe State of Mississippi.
His division moved to Memphis, and accompanied
Sherman's army across tbe country and Joined
Grant at Chattanooga, where he crossed the
Tennessee In the sight and captured tbe enemy's
pickets. At the north of Mission Ridge hit
division held the ground on which the Army of
the Tennessee formed the next day, which was
made the left of Grant's army, and which fought
and gained the battle of Mission Ridge.

Tbe division was then turned north to follow
Sherman to Knoxvllle, and force Longstreet to
raise his siege. It retraced ltt steps and wintered
sear Huntsvllle, Alabama, from where it joined
Sherman's army In the spring, and took part In
all the battles, lrom Resaca to Lovejoy't station.

His division
turned again to the south at Kingston, and com-
menced tbe long "march to the sea" which ended
Is tbe capture of Savannah.

THE LECTURE.

I would not describe to you my feelings If I did
sot at once say that 1 feel specially honored by
the Invitation which brings me before you on this
occasion, and as I enter upon the duty which the
acceptance or this invitation imposes, I realize
most keenly my Inability to meet your expecta-
tions by treating with fullness of learning and
power the subject upon which I am to speak.

Masters of the pen, orators. Indeed, or this and
other countries, have made Daniel O'Connell
his peculiarities, his virtues, his achievements
tbe subject of their discourse and their address.
From this very platform America's most elegant,
captivating and eloquent orator has dwelt with
his own peculiar power, In his most happy mood,
upon this theme.

Why now should I, alter somueh has been writ-
ten, so much said, so beautifully and eloquently,
with so much truth and power, be asked to offer
a humble word In eulogy and commendation of
Ireland's greatest son ? Is it because he did pe-

culiar work In behair of the class, citizens of our
own country, with whom I am peculiarly Identi-
fied? Was he abolitionist, demanding at Dublin
and at London, among the Irish and the English

sending his voice, like tbat of the storm, till
mankind heard It, that slavery the chattelltlng
of the American negro bo unconditionally and
Immediately abolished ?

This we know, that
such declaration was never made by a nation of
any lineage or tongue prior 'to the 4th of July,
1770, and the world has produced no single Indi-
vidual who has discovered a larger and more
practical knowledge or tbat declaration than
tbls great man. Nor is it possible for us to esti-
mate the Influence of other reform movements
among other nations preceding and reaching to
and beyond the period or his birth and youth.
Born at this particular Juncture In the aflsirt of
tke world, with Influences of tbe character indi-
cated brought to bear upon him from sear and
far, with native endowments peculiar to the
genuine Irishman warmth of soul, vigor of

ardor and susceptibility of temperament,
sternness and persistency of Impulse, carrying
for the time being the mind and will, with affec-
tions tender, sympathy quick and abundant It
wat natural, Indeed it would have bees contrary
to all mental law, had O'Connell been other In
hit manhood than the brave, persistent leader of
his race.

Bnt In this eonrection we are sot to forget that
he sprang from a people who hare gives the
world more sreat men in nroDOrtion to their
numbers than any nation on the face or the earth.

men of the world. Edmund Burke, the states-
man or Beaconsfleld, "whose last thoughts, last
wishes, like his first, were with bis satire land,"
standi as author, orator and statesman, as origi-
nal thinker In the world's estimation,

among the great men of his day.
Bicbard Brlnsley Sheridan, In delivery and ef-

fectiveness of address. In his day second to no
manln the British Parliament; Henry Orattan,
the brightest ornament of Ue Home Parliament,
who wat Dresent when the constitutional charter
of 1782 restored Ireland to the rank asd dlunlty of
afreenatlos;wbo wat also present when the legis-
lative Union wat formed destroying her Indepen-
dence. Plunkett, G rattan's associate and friend
In the Irish asd Imperial Parliaments with
G rattan In 1782, with him Is 1800, were in their
endowments, achievements, their entire life, the
mirror of those elements of character which mark
real greatness.

At well might tho frantic sui-
cide Imagine that the act which destroys his mis-
erable body should also extinguish hit eternal
soul. Again, therefore, I warn you. Do sot lay
your hands on the Constitution It It above your
powers!"

Here other names which Illustrate and adorn
Irish history crowd upon my memory Curran,
Shlel, Phillips, Emmet, Moore, Doylo, McHale
asd others ol like character asd Influence. Bat
upon these I may not dwell. The ttrngglet
through which the Irish people have been led to
pass, at well at the peculiar elements of their
national life, have tended to produce la abun-
dance, and with marked traits or character, lead-
ing and eminent men. National, like Individual
struggles, if sot Indispensable to, tend to the
production of power and greatness la man and
nations.

I neither sympathize with those who take sim-

If I name courage, moral and physical, as
another ol the constituent elements of O'Connel't
character, I refer to that quality which, to my
mind, Is the most brilliant and beautiful and the
one or which bis life Is the most fully and radiant-
ly Instinct. He possessed tbe highest type or
moral courage, the purpose and power to do that
which seemed In him, In spite of the prepossession
and customs or society, right and proper. Living
at a time when, and among a people by whom,
matters or honor were settled by duel when he
who did not accept this mode of adjusting per-
sonal difficulties was adjudged a coward, though
physically brave, as demonstrated In his youth
and subsequently In bis mature life, after he had
fought one duel success fully, he gave his country-
men and mankind a new and better lesson on this
subject. He taught his brave and fiery nation,
acquainted with war and familiar with bloodshed,
that "no political change Is worth the shedding
ofonedropof human blood;" that "he who com-

mits a crime gives strength to the enemy; that
"nothing can be politically right which Is morally
wrong." These aphorisms of his moral code,
their utterance and vindication not only demon-
strate the adoption and cultivation of a wise
pacific policy as to Individuals and nations, but
the possession of a moral courage. Christian
heroism, ot surpassing beauty.
