Common Seme Treatment.
Thlt disease Is prevailing te an alarming ex-

tent In tome sections of tbe city. It Is known to
everybody as a contagious disease. Just how It
Is communicated from one person to another that
Is, In what consists the poison which conveys the
disease from the person afflicted to tho person In
healtb.lsnotelearlyknowneventothepathologtst.
The disease appears like a severe cold or ca-

tarrhal fever. It Is ushered In like a cold In tbe
head, goes through all the stages of a cold, and
the only essential difference from a cold Is the
spasmodic cough the "whoop" from which It de-

rives Its name. Thlt It about all that It known
concerning It. It Is not or maeh Importance to
know more. If a child Inhales the breatn of an-

other during the stage or whooping the dlesase Is
very apt to be taken. All parents expect their
children will have It once, and are generally glad
to have It come to that It may be gone through
with and there be no further dread or It, It It
essential that parents understand the best gen-
eral plan of treating it. Commonly It Is treated
too much. In the first stages nothing need be
done save snch precautionary measures as are
best for a severe cold.

Keep the child from exposure to extremes ol
heat and cold, ir tho weather be Inclement, keep
in doors, dress warm, especially at night, and
den't let the alrof the sleeping-roo- become In-

tensely cold at night. Give a light, easily d.
gested food. Be sure that the food is thoroughly
digested, and that the natural evacuations of the
system be regular and sufficient. When tho e

assumes the spasmodle-whoopln- ? stage,
avoid everything that excites, for excitement al-
ways aggravates tbe whooping. When the whoop-
ing betomes distressing, at It sometimes does,
and, as Is said, the child almost "loses Its
breadth" a useful precaution Is to place the hands
over the lower part ofthe cbest, one In rront, the
other on the back, and by thus supporting tho
child In an unrliebt posture, slight pressure or the
hands will allay the paroxysm of whooping; gen-

erally but little medicine It required, orten cider
cr lemonade, well sweetened and drank warm,
will relieve the cough. If the disease continues
long an excellent mixture Is made or equal parts
of syrup or squills or vinegar, srupof tola and
paragorlc A teaspoonful for a child over eight
or ten years of age, from three to six times In
twenty-fou- r hours, will be found very serviceable.
It Is a healthlul expectorant, and allays the
spasmodic condition. Good nursing Is always
essential.

The bill Introduced by Mr. Whlte,or Alabama,

for cheapening telegraphic communication and
preventing telegraphic news monopolies and
facilitating newt reports for all press assocla-tier- s,

provides that the rate for telegraphing
upon every telegraph line within the United
States shall be ror twenty words or lets nnder
two hundred miles, SO cents; under five hundred
miles, (0 cents; nnder seven hundred and fifty
miles, 75 cents; nnder one thousand miles, 1; for
all greater distances, L25.

Financial Affairs.
The following Is the financial exhibitor the

coin certificates, $28,109,100; outstanding legal
tenders, $352,000,000. The receipts from Internal
revenue yesterday were $244,304.48.

The Hawaiian Loan.
The Hawaiian Parliament has authorized their

Commissioners now In this country to contract a
loan or $1,000,000, which they assert they will be
enabled to refund In gold coin at the end of thirty
J ears. The rate of Interest will be seven per
cent, per annum, gold, which In thete times may
be considered rather liberal; but of course It will
altogether depend upon the sum for which the
bonds are told. At present It la almost Impossible
to predict the value of the bonds; but, should the
treaty be effected, the Commissioners are of tho
opinion that they can place them at nearly par.
The security offered by the Islanders Is not con-

sidered of any commercial value until they effect
a treaty with the United States or some other
government. In the event of concluding a treaty
tbe revenue of the Islands will be greatly In-

creased, and they will be enabled to pay their In-

terest, at least. At present the revenues of the
entire kingdom aggregate about $320,000, and the
expenses foot up a trifle over $400,000. The latter
hare been cut down to the lowest point, and It la
hardly possible to retrench any more and keep np
the Government,

Trade with tbe Sandwich Islands-Ti- e

Board of Trade or Portland, Oregon, have
had tnomlttedto the House, through Represen-
tative Nesmlth, a memorial setting forth that a
large direct Import and export trade exists be
tween Oregon and the Sandwich Islands, yearly
increasing, and that by the reciprocity treaty it Is
proposed to Import sngar below the grade of 12,

The number of cases In changes of rates
of duty Is not large, nor have tbe changes been
Important as affecting the rate of duty. They
are chiefly at or below the range of five per cent.

Certain classes of linens, designated
by name In the acts of 1881 and 1862, which names
were not repeated In the general law Increasing
the duty on linens In 1854, were restored to the
rate Imposed on all grades of their class. Another
class of fabrics, originally of very little import- -

' ance, was described In the sets ofl891 and 1832, as
"manufacture! of mixed materials."

Sometime alter the enactment of June 30, 1864,

advancing the rate of duty on the general
schedule of textile fabrics, it was sought to re-

store the authority of thcte earlier acta by Incor-
porating small portions oi other materials In
these fabrics, as linens and cottons, silk In cot-

tons and rottont In tilkt, thus obtaining; for them
the reduced rate prescribed for "manufacturers
of mixed materials;" but being goods generally
similar to those defined classes, and Intended for
the tame ntti, they should at all times have paid
the dnty to which they are now restored.

The report alto Include! ttatements thowlng
the practice at the different ports of tbe country
in relation to the collection of duties. The Sec-

retary does not think any substantial change of
the law has been made. They hare in all cases
carefully followed the revision of the laws, and In
no eases have rates of duty been Increased beyond
what they were under earlier laws.

teller had been authorised by Mr. H. D. Cooke to
pay them without further lndortement. The
books further showed that on June 3, 1872, a cer-

tificate of deposit was Issued to Mr. Sehnmaker
for (90,000. This was paid orr June 8, and on the
tame day another certificate for (80,000 was Issued
to him, which wat paid June 7. The original cer-

tificate, now In the hands of tbe bankruptcy Jus-
tice In Philadelphia, would snow whetter theia
sums were paid to Sehnmaker cr his order.. The
bcokt also thowed that on June 3, 1872, the bank
cashed a certificate of deposit Issued by "the Na-
tional Park Bank In favor or W. S. King for
$5,000.

Lewis J. Davis, of tbe firm ol Lewis Johnson k.

Co., testified that on June 5, 1872, a certificate ef
deposit from'the National Park Bank, In favor or
W. S. King, for (10,000. passed through their
bank, and was paid to whom he did not know,
but from the record supposed it was paid to King.

Hamilton O. Fant testified that Irwin had
agreed to give him 112,000 for his services In aid
or the subsidy, which he thought tbey wero
worth ; did all in hit power to secure Its passage;
talked about It to members and othersat every
opportunity, and tent others to tee members
about it; tentMr. Oeo. W. Wiley, or New York,
to tee Mr. Beck oa the subject; witness went seve-

ral timet to New York on tbe matter.
Donn Fiatt testified that he received (5,000 as

stated by Mr. Abert. It was In the shape or a
loan Irom Irwin, and tbe money was paid back to
him. This transaction had nothing whatever to
do with the subsidy, as he had opposed It from
beginning to end In his newspaper and otherwise,
and did all he could to defeat It. The money was
irom Irwin's private funds. Tha note that he
gave to Irwin (which he produced) came back to
him lndorted by B. B. Irwin, as paid July 2,
1872. Tbe witness declined to lay who paid tbe
money for him, as that Involved an exposure of
his private transactions which had nothing what-
ever to do with the tubsldy. The committee re-

served the consideration of the question as to
whether they would insist on being Informed who
paid the note for Piatt, and the room was cleared.
They decided, upon consultation, that witness
should antwer who paid tbe (5,000 for him In sat-

isfaction of hit note to Irwin, and hare given hlui
until Friday nest to tell.
