They
violated no solemn oath, nor did they be-

tray a sacred trust reposed in them by the
people.

AMATTEE OF SIMPLE JUSTICE.
We print this morning the memorial of

certain District creditors, introduced into
the House recently by Hon. Lyman K.
Bass, and referred to the Committee on the
District, asking Congress to increase the
rate of interest on the bonds authorized by
the act of 20lh of June last to four per
cent, in gold, and to perfect the guarantee
clause, now deficient from verbal inaccu-
racy The District Commissioners, and
also the sinking fund commissioners, in
their regular reports, submitted recommen-
dations of a similar character, except that
the rale ol interest recommended by them
was 3.65 per cent, gold instead of currency,
as now. But we particularly desire to call
attention to the facts of the case, as present-
ed in this memorial. Members of Congress
cannot afford, in justice to the future pecu-
niary welfare of this District, to overlook
the considerations there presented. The
memorial is signed by some thirty credit
ore of the District, some of whom are resi-
dents of distant States;, all or whom re-
ceived their evidences of Indebtedness for
materials furnished and work done. They
represent upward of two millions of bonds
and certificates in first hands, and there is
an equally large amount in other first hands
wbo have not had an opportunity to sign
this paper. The points made in the me-

morial are very strong and very significant.
They are briefly these : That, in accord-
ance with the law of Congress re-

quiring a of their evidences of in

debtedness, they have submitted fa: simc
to the Congressional Board or Audit for
examination; that they now hold certifi-

cates issued by said board, which certify
the amounts found dus in money; that not-

withstanding the integrity of their claims
is thus established, they are utterly with-
out adequate relief, for tho bond which
Congress provided for the funding of such
certificates has a market value of only sixty-eig-

cents on the dollar; and though the
statute does not force them to accept the
same, yet they have no other recourse save
by suit against the District. The guarantee
of the bonds is also deficient, and they a3k

for its correction. They also nuke the
point, which appears to be well taken, tliat
these certificates are a valid claim against
the District for their face and legal interest
thereon; and they further hold that the

by the District of its obliga-

tions, the failure to do which is the result
of the action of Congress, has rendered void
and of no effect all the obligations of con-

tracts guaranteeing the care and preserva-

tion of public improvements for a term of
years. If this proposition is sound, and it
cannot be doubted if a contract depends
for its validity upon mutual observance
then the result to the District and to the
interests of the United States will be disas-

trous indeed. It will require a quarter or
a million to put our streets and avenues in
a thorough state of repair for the ensuing
year, and this in very large degree should
come out of the pockets of the contractors
who did the work; but if they can success-
fully plead want of consideration in the
contract, they will snap their finders at
young Mr. Hoxie's West Point discipline
with nonchalance and contempt.

The debate upon the passage of the act
of June 20, 1874, shows that it was the be-

lief of Mr. J. M. Wilson, of the joint
committee, as it undoubtedly

was of all his associates, that the bond pro-

vided by the act would sell for 83 cents on
the dollar. For tire reasons set forth in
the memorial this result is not reached, and
ruinous sacrifices stare the creditors .in
the face. The holders of nearly four mil-

lions of certificates have refused to convert,
and many of those who have taken the
bonds arc still carrying them under hy-

pothecation in the hope of action for their
relief. It is understood that the District
Committee will make some report upon
this subject in response to the ofii-ci-

recommendations and the petitions
which have been sent to them. We do
not know what grounds it will cover, but
it cannot ignore the points presented.
Whatever it is it should receive, at the
hands of the nouse, dispassionate and
liberal consideration.

DEBATE.
The. debate on the Southern question has

opened again this week with increasing in-

terest. Johnston, of Virginia, had the
floor on Monday, and delivered himself of
a very prosy speech, covering the usual
Democratic homilies on constitutional law
and fundamental principles. He was fol-

lowed for an hour on Monday, and during
the whole of Tuesday, by Senator Pease,
of Mississippi, who made one of the most
telling and powerful arguments that has
yet been delivered on the Republican side
of the Senate. Senator Pease represents in
his own person somejof tho results of re-

construction. Going Sonth in 18G1 with
his musket on his shoulder, he bore him-
self as a soldier until the war was over.
Being then employed to establish schools
for freedmen in Louisiana, he established a
system of free education throughout that
State, and in 1S06 had six thousand colored
children under instruction in the old slave
mart on Esplanade street, in New Orleans.
In 18C7 he was transferred to Mississippi,

in charge of the schools,in that State, where
he has become a permanent resident In
1SC9 he was elected superintendent of edu-

cation for Mississippi under the new con-

stitution, which he took an active part in
framing, and in 1874, on the resignation
of Senator Ames, J he was elect-
ed to fill his unexpired term.
The Senator has not been obtrusive in
pushing himself forward into debate, and
it was not known until his effort of yester-
day that he possessed the transcendant
ability that he has displayed. The Louisi-
ana question, involving as it docs so vitally
the Republican party and its policy, cilled
from Senator Pease a speech that will long
be remembered. He was not disposed to
handle his subject with gloves on, as some
of our Republicans do, but treated the
White League conspiracy as a crime con-

cocted for the purpose of overthrowing
good government and defying all law and
order in the South. He considered it his
duty to lay bare the condition of affairs in
all its hideous details. He first vindi-
cated President Grant and the alleged mili-

tary interference in the organization of the
Louisiana Legislature, showing from illus-

trious precedents that it was no new thing
for the United States military to be called
into requisition in a State, and that Demo-
cratic administrations had on notable occa-

sions even gone so far as to disperse a Legis-
lature. He cited the opinion of the Hon.
Caleb Cushing when Attorney General of
the United States to the effect that the
United States military and marines arc part
of the civil posse and may be called in to
suppress riot, and that when called upon it
is their duty, like other citizens, to respond.

Having established this legal point the
Senator proceeded to arraign the White
Leagues and Southern revolutionists as the
causes of all the trouble. He produced
facts and statistics to show that murder is
hardly considered as a crime in the South,
and never punished when committed by
White Leaguers. This part of his argu-
ment produced a profound impression.
Passing from this he defended the recon-
struction policy and its results. He showed
that even in Republican States where cor-

ruption was charged the chief beneficiaries
were in almost all cases leading Democrats,
who now raised the cry of stop thief to
cover up their own villainy. His defence
of reconstruction in Mississippi was
thorough and convincing, llississippi
owes no debt and she has 130,000 children
in the common schools. Her constitution
contains all the safeguards to property and
landmarks of liberty known to any State.
Her administration has been pure and her
debt is not to exceed $1,000,000, which
she owes to her own trust funds. Demo-
cratic Virginia, on the other hand, owes
upwards or 43,000,000.

Could the entire country have listened
to Senator Pease's speech they would see
how little of this Democratic clamor is due
to real grievance, and how much to Demo-
cratic hate. We wish that all our Repub-
lican Senators would grasp this question
with the firmness, eloquence and uncon
querable spirit of the young Senator from
Mississippi.

The whole coun-
try admits that the mouth of the Mississippi
must be opened to ocean commerce, which is
expected to draw the ioreign grain trade that
way. The Hennepin canal will enable the
Ecst to hold Us own, or to divide this trade,
by furnishing what It has not now an

line. These competing water routes
from the Upper Mississippi the heart of the
grain region will insure minimum rates of
transport, sating from five to seven millions a
year to the Western producer, a like amount
to the Eastern and Southern consumer, and
immensely aid the finances and business of the
country by turning the balance of foreign trade
In our favor, as ihe reduced cost of transporta-
tion will give American grain precedence in
the British market. All these results may be
attained by an expenditure of only three and a
half millions.

An-
other huDdred millions eau bo exchanged oa
Treasury bonis, at a variable rtte of Interest, or
In case of necessity would be put again In circu-
lation, as Is proposed on a larger scale for the
United States. You will allow that ror 15,0X1,000
or Inhabitants three hundred, or at the most
three bnndred and fifty, millions of dollars Is an
Insignificant sum. The rate of Interest Is, there-
fore, enormously high with us. "

In order to make our condition clearer, permit
me to tell you that our iron Industry Is completely
prostrated. The production of pig-Iro-n has en-
tirely ceased, tbe furnaces baring been blown
out. From the furnace of Jlps.io Hungary, where
the greatest quantity or Iron was smelted, the
Iron ore Is sow exported to protected Prussian
Silesia, where the Iron Industry has so Increased
that a considerable export of that and other arti-
cles Is carried on with England, lathe "Reich,
stag," at Vienna, they cry out that the Govern-
ment should build railroads to enliven the Iron
trade; yet It lsjust tbat Government which Is to
blame for Its ruin, because for tbe last fifty years
It has allowed everything needed lor tne con-
struction of roads Iron, rails, locomotives, and
even the cars, to be Imported free or tax, or elsa
on payment of a very trifling duty. The reaction
upon tbe prosperity or the whole empire was con-
sequently so great tbat, although the Govern-
ment guaranteed five per cent, interest on the
railroad shares and priority bonds from the year
1858 until 1S67, no railroads were built. Then the
payment In specie of the national bank notes was
compelled up to 18S7. and a continual diminishing
of tne means ol circulation went on. The

things was already very bad; the value
of real estate, houses. Ice., fell about Arty per
cent. The war or 1S38 brought this stato ol
affairs to an end, for ithe Government In
consequence was compelled to Issue 400,030,090
In Government notes, with force 1 circulation,
and tbe national bank was also released from
its obligation to redeem In silver the notes of 1S57.
But what tbe Government gave with one hand It
took away with the other, through the c inclusion
In 1667 of the commercial treaties with England,
France, tec. Now we are again where we were In
1885. The value of all property has fallen about
forty per cent., and tho Government struggles
with an enormous deficit. Hungary Is on the
brink or bankruptcy, and Is obliged to raise a loan
of one hundred and fifty millions at ten per cent.
In Austria It Is not any better. And this Gov-
ernment Is to build railroads! While only two
or the old roads bring In anything over the flvo
per cent. Interest the others havenot once yielded
tho five per cent. Interest, and all the later ones
scarcely cover their expenses, so that the Govern-
ment, In order to pay tbe interest guaranteed, Is
forced to Issue about forty millions. The large
and celebrated "Bruser" woolen factories have
fallen off one third. Tbe once so prosperous and
Industrious Austrian Silesia Is bankrupt and
almost ruined. It Is tbe same with Bohemia.
And do you believe that It Is In the newspapers
tbat we learn all this! Oa tho contrary, these
corrupt concerns are silent. Tbe merchants and
travelers who visit those quarters bring us this
sad Intelligence. One must despair Tor the
future.
