Impressive Scenes and Incidents

The necessity for a Catholic church ia the
northern section of Washington caused the pariah
of the Immaculate Conception to be, organized
from the parish St. Patrick In the fall of 18M,
when the small brick church on N, near Eighth
street northwest, was planned. October SO, IBM,

the corner-ston- e was laid by Rev. J. A. Walter,
ef St. Patrick's parish, assisted by Father Mc-

Carthy, assistant rector. On July 2, IMS. p

il. J. Spalding, assisted by Revs. Fathers
Walter and McCarthy, dedicated the cuurch.
At this period there were In the parish about
1,000 f ouls, with a large attendance at the pa-
rochial schools. Year after year the parish

and seemed to have drawn from the pa-

rent much of the vitality of former years. The
congregation continued under the pastoral charge
cf St. Patrick's, conducted by Kev. Father Walter,
with Kev. Win. Jordan as associate, until the
latter part of August, ISM, when Rev. P. F. Mc-
Carthy was appointed pastor, and took possession
September 1, 1S80, with the followlne

BOrXDAIUES TO THE rABISH :

Beginning on the northwest corner of Third street
west and L street north, thence aloBg the north
side of I. to Thirteenth street west, thence along
the east side of Thirteenth street to Boundary,
thence to Third and tbence along tbe west side of
Third to the place ot beginning.

Tbe congregation Increased to such an extent
from 1S61 to lt;o that It was determined to build
a new cbnrcb, which decision was received with
surprise by the people or the northern part of the
city, who little thought that this congregation
had such high aspirations. A lot at the corner of
tight h and X streets northwest, adioining tbe
hrst churcb. was selected, and Mr. Edward
( lements was selected as the architect, (a full
description ot the plan has been published In
The KxrrjBLicA',) who began tbe work at once,
and on tbe 13th day or November. 1670, tho corner-

-stone was laid by Rer. 13. A. Magulre. The
church was puttied forward with as great dls.
patch as the means of the congregation would
permit, and it havlog been so far completed, yes-
terday was set as the day for

THE DEDICATION.
Long before the hour for commencing tho ser-

vices the streets in tbe vicinity were thronged
with people desirous ot witnessing the dedicatory
ceremonies. A detachment of police was on the
ground to regulate tbe crowd. As soon as the
doors were opened tbe crowd pressed la, and
in a short time every seat was occupied, as well
as the aisles.

In front of the altar were arranged the mem-
bers ot the Knights of St. Joseph, who volun-
teered as an escort to the bishop.

At 9 o'clock the services began by the bishop In
companywith FathersWalter, Kealy.and acolytes
marcblcg through the aisles chanting and sp'rln-klin- g

tbe walls and pews with holy water. This
over, they next proceeded to consecrate the altar
according to the ritual of tbe Roman Catholic
Church. On the conclusion of the dedicatory cer-
emony Bishop Bayley delivered the following ad-
dress:

REXARKS OP ARCnniSHOP BAILEY.

On account of tbe great length or the service of
the ceremony ol blessing the altar, it was thought
best cot to hare any sermon or discourse on tbe
occasion, but toput ItofT until the evening. Still
the reverend pastor of the church thinks that it
would hardly De right If, alter having officiated
on this occasion, 1 did not say at least a few words
to you.

The Psalmist, speaking of the tabernacle, says:
"I have lived to see tbe beauty of thy house and
the place where thy beauty dwelleth."

I may say to you, my dear children; to you la
particular who belong to this parish, that you
have lived to see the glory of God's house. You
have manllested that love, proved that love, I
may say, (although not d with this
world's goods,) by the generosity with which you
have aided your most zealous and laithrul pastor
In erecting this neat and commodious parish
church to the glory of God and for his holy

From this moment It should be U you the dear-
est place upon the earth, for there Is no spot upon
the face of the earth towbich the heart of a good
Christian fastens Itself. 1 may say, sj strongly as
to his parish church. It is in oui very nature to
become attached to localities, which are asso-
ciated oiten with the Incidents of our life; so
much so that an old writer has remarked that a
person who, by habit and custom, did not become
attached to stacks and stones is In some manner
a stack and stone himself. But IT this be true of
ordinary things, as we all know it Is, especially
of the places associated with our recollections
and our early affections, the home and the family,
how much stronger must It be in the case ot
places so closely connected with our highest and
best interests as are those of our religion and our
Christian duty. Here you will come to assist at

we render to our Qod that supremo u- -
which Is due to him, and by which, above all
other things, we bring down upon ourselves his
traces and his blessings; and here you will come
to receive the sacraments of the Churcb, those
fountains of salvation which he has opened to us
In his Church; and here you will come to listen
to the word of Ood, to those divine truth re-
vealed by Ood through his Divine Son. our
blessed Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, to make
ns wise unto salvation; and, therefore. It is that
your hearts will cling to this place. Your hearts
will be bound to It, as It were, so that, as I hare
said. It will be to you not only the holiest, but
also the dearest place upon earth; and may It
prove to you al.o, my dear children, acd it will

fleet r grace anu salvation which our blessed
Lord thus offers to you. In the language of the
patriarch of old. Indeed the house of Ood and
tbe gate of heaven.

Under other circumstances there are many mat-
ters, suggested by the services of this day, which
I might speak to about. The consecration of
a church and an Mtar is one of the most sacred
acts or our religion. It Is almost tbe first great
act of religion mentioned In the ancient Scrip-
tures. You will remember when tbe patriarch
slept at Bethel with a stone for his pillow, that
he saw there that vision of the heavens opened,
ana a laaacr acacenoea irom neaven to carta,
and the angels ot God ascending anl descending.
It is by the way. a most beautiful and striking
figure of the Christian Churcb, because tbe heav-
ens are alway opened above, a place consecrated
to the service ol God, and If our eyes could be
opened to see spiritual things, to see tbe invisible
things of (Sod, we also could see the angels of
God descending and ascending; going up to carry
our prayers and petitions, in the performance of
this Divine sacrifice, which will be offered upon
this altar; carrying them before the throne or
God, and descending to bring us those graces,
those divine blessings which we stand In need of.
In order to serve and honor him land secure our
salvation. And when the old patriarch had seen
this vision, and awoke from his sleep, you will re-

member that he took oil and he consecrated that
ctone. that spot, and gave unto it the name which
It still bears, the name of Bethel that Is, the
House of God. For ho said "God Is, Indeed, In
this place; this is, indeed, the House of God, the
gate of Heaven."

I might recall also to your minds, as connect el
with tho altar that we were ministering at this
morning, this solemn service which Solomon
made use of when he consecrated that wonderful
temple which God had ordered to be built, and
which he built with such magnificence, and which,
when It was finished, for seven days they cele-
brated the festival of Its consecration, and God
approved of what they had done and consecrated,
himself as It were, the spot by sending down fire
from Heaven to consume tbe sacrifice which had
been prepared upon tbe altar. This Is one of the
festivals which the Jewish people still keep In
Honor ol tne consecration oi ine great rempie oi
Solomon; of that temple which was erected on
their retqrn from the Babylonian captivity. Bat
all these things, a! S well recognise; all these
solemn services In regard to the t&fcsraeo and
ark of the tabernacle, ol which we read In the
Holy Scriptures of the consecration or the great
Temple of Solomon and of the second temple, aro
after all but mere shadows oi the Christian
Church.

You will call to mind that It was said ot that
second temple that it was very Inferior to the first
temple of Solomon in Its size and In its magnifi-
cence; and ft was said or It that It was the glory
of that second house, and that second templo
ahnnld be irreater than the first- - And .he reason
why Its glory was greater than that of the first
was because the second templo was honored by
tho presence of our divine Lord hlmseir. It was
that temple that was standing, as we read or In
the Holy Gospels, which he was accustomed to
visit. It was this presence or our divine Lord froat
time to time In the temple of Solomon, In the tem-
ple or Jerusalem, that made the glory or that sec-

ond temple greater than that or tbe first. But
that same divine Saviour who thus gave bright-
ness and glory to the second temple, by his pres-- "

ence from time to time, dwelt always In the Chris-
tian temple, and dwells here in tbe divine sacra-
ment or his love, in order to hear our prayers aud
petitions and to bestow upon us blessings and
graces that we may ask; and therefore it is that
we may say that tbe glory of this is greater than
that of tbe second temple, with alldts grandeur.

It Is for this reason that tbe Catholic Ohnrch
has always done so much In order to make, as It
were, dwelling-place- s In some manner worthy of
the majesty of God. She knows full well that 11

we were to build our churches or gold, and cover
them with precious stones, we could In no manner
adequately set forth his greatness and his glory.
but sue Knows aiso mai we are uuuau m ms coil-dre-

In order to show our lore, our gratitude to
him, we are bound always to do all that Is In our
power: and we find that even In the beginning of
onr relIglon,ln those days or persecution In those
days which are called in a peculiar manner tbe
lays ot persecution, because persecution always

exists; ft exists in this nineteenth century. In
some respects In a more subtle and wicked form
than in tne first, second and third centuries but
in those early days when Christians were not able
to worship God In the light or day, when they
were obliged to hide themselves, as It were.tn the
eaves or the earth, in those very days they were
jealous for tbe glory and beauty of the house of
Ood.

If you go down Into those catacombs yon will
find, after passing through the narrow pass, lined
on either side with bodies- - of the dead or the
early Christians and the early martyrs you
come, as you all know, to larger excavations
which were intended to serve for the purpose of
the Church; for the divine services ot religion.
They were not satisfied with merely excavating
these places In the rocks, but they endeavored to
five them, as far as It wai In their power to do so,

of beauty, which same lines and arches
were, to a certain extent, revived in these noble
churches and cathedrals, with which tbe face of
the earth li covered. There, in the bowels or tbe
earth, we find the altar carved out or stone; there
are the chair of tbe bishop and the priests on
either side. On the wall although they could
be seen only by the light of a torch or a lamp, for
they built only where the light of day sever pene-
trated yon find freteoelng and paintings, which
(till endure, testifying to tbe faithfulness of thoie
early Christians, and proving by ocular demon-
stration that they believed as we believe now;
and at the same time showing their anxiety to
beautify as I have laid, and glorify the bonze of
Geo. All of us know what they did when they

came to the sorraee. ofVne earth. Those old
churches; those old cathedrals testify to It; the
architecture and beauty or which, with all the
skill and all the knowledge of oar day, the most
eminent masters hare only been able to Imitate,
and often have succeeded to make only a very
bad hand even at that. And so far da they sur-
pass all that has been done In our day in beauty.
In grandeur, In their holy religious and Christian
character.

When these places were built ot course they
were consecrated with the most solemn services.
Those of you who are fond of old books will re-

number the old chronicles of the old Abbeys,
how oltcn it is dwelt upon. How, when such per-
sons erected a church to the glory of God,a noble
minster or cathedral or a parish church, when It
was consecrated the king, the prince1, and all the
great persons or the nation were gathered to-

gether, all the great dignitaries or the Church,
and every possible solemnity was given to tbe
solemn consecration of the building to the wor-
ship or God.

Perhaps when you look at these buildings or
when you read or them, perhaps I should rather
say In their old days, when they were coverei
with the riches of the earth, yon might think
there was extravagance In the matter. Men were
disposed to say In the words ascribed to Judas,
when he said that the ointment which bad been
poured upon the feet of onr blessed Lord might
cave been sold and given to the poor, "that all
this riches was unnecessary to be lavished upon
the church, or npon the altar; that It might have
been used for more profitable purposes," Those
who built those altars and churches did not think
so; and It is not for us, who make such bad use or
riches in our day by spending them upon our-
selves and npon our houses, Instead or npon the
temples of God, to murmur or complain at those
old Christians. I would rather be with them
than the moderns In this respect, who are ready
enough to spend when It Is ror their own advant-
age or ror their own luxury, hut who hold on with
such tight and grasping bands when It Is ror the
purpose or the Church or God, or ror the purpose
or relieving the sufferings of the poor of tbe
churcb.

1 would like uider other circumstances todwel
upon some oi these old histories which come Into
my mind, but you have already been cept here, I
might say, too long. I merely allude to these
things as showing you tbe manner In which
Christians In the olden times manifested their
love for God; that these things are not new, but
have been established from the beginning, not
only of our religion, but from the beginning or
God's manifestation orhls love to men In this
world. It Is right that in every way we should
show our love lor God, that by every ceremony
that is In our power, and especially in the conse-
cration of tbe Church Jwe should endeavor not
only to manifest our love for him. but also to
have excited In us a sense or tbe sacredne3S or
the place, and particularly or the Christian altar.
The altar represents our divlno Lord hlmseir, and
we miirht carrv out the analogy no doubt of the
intention oi the Church in tbe arrangement or
our services, i e aiiar is unrist, tne nvo crosses
marked upon it are the wounds or our divine
Lord, those wounds from which flowed that blood
by which we were redeemed; the incense even
that is used is an emblem not only of tbe rever-
ence and devotion to him, but also an emblem of
our praters which will constantly go up to God
from us.
We aro, also, tempters of God. And this, no
doubt. Is one object or the Churcb, to impress this
upon us in these solemn services, not only the
sacredness or this place ; not only to remind us
how careful we should be to put aside all worldly
thoughts and aOectlons when we come into it. In
order that we may give our heart entirely to him
and bis services, but also to remind us of that
point which Is so often spoken of, especially by tbe
Apostle St. Paul, that we, also, are tempters of
God ; that what Is performed In this physical ma-
nnerthis material manner In the consecration of
tbe church should be performed In a spiritual
manner. Our sent Is an altar, from which go out
continually holy thoughts and acts of lore and
devotion to whom 7 To God. We have been, in-
deed, consecrated also to his service when
strinkled with water in holy baptism water
blessed and consecrated far this purpose, as tbe
emblem of that washing of the soul which then
takes place We were annolnted without as the
altar in order to mark our separation Irom the
world, and our consecration to his service, because
it has always been tbe emblem of consecration by
the direct order and command or God himself.
Cbrist is In our fouls, also, as he Is in the altar;
as he existed in the blersed sacrament when wo
received the Holv Oomu union.

The temple of God Is his Holy Templo, which
you are, or which, rather, you ought to bo. You
are tempter or God. He says in another place,

Know ye not that yo are tempter or God, vonr
U oug his are the temple of God, and that the Holy
Ghost dwelleth In you."

The archbishop then admonished his hearers to
be faithful workers In Cbrist ; to separate them-
selves from too great lore of the world, and the
thoughts or the world; to become humble, pure,
and resigned to tbe will of God, so that they might
indeed be temples of God upon earth, and one
day. If they are faithful, to become parts or that
uourcn oi ijoa, not maaewua nana, dui waico,
as the apostle cays, "Is eternal In the Heavens.

of Congress were present; and for the first
time since their marriage In this churcb, Lleuten.
ant and Mrs. Fitch were there. The gospel or the
day was read from Matthew, 4th chapter, from the
first to the eleventh verso lnclnslvo.and presenting
the temptation of Christ. The sermon of Father
Jameson was an able, eloquent and exhaustive
treatise of the whole subject, and the following Is
its mere outline.

He said this temptation was Christ's greatest
humiliation. It was greater than his incarnation,
which St. Paul calls his annihilation. He then
rererrcd to the blessed Virgin, to her supreme ex-

cellence, and to tbe graces that God conferred
upon ter In preparation for her dignity for mater,
-i- t-, imt for all this. St-- Ambrose and St. Auzus- -
tlne have confessed themselves astounded that
Christ shonld have become a man and taken on
the flesh, to le exposed to the humiliation of his
lire and death at the bands of men, and ror whom
he pleaded with the Father for forgiveness. In
this Gospel Cbrist Is presented as approached
by tbe ell spirit, the enemy of God, the leader o
the rebellious hosts, one who had said he would
place his throne above tho North Star. Some
have supposed that tbe Incarnation of the second
person, the Trinity, had been revealed to the evil
spirit, and that Lucifer refused to do homage to
the Incarnate God, and that ho abused;the graces
he had received from tbe Holy Ghost who had
adorned him with singular gifts. Father Jame-se- n

drew a beautiful picture or the deportment or
Christ in the exercise of all his divine virtues,
especlalT that of humility, and of how, when ap-

proached by the enemy ot Qod and mankind, he
refused all temptation, and then made the appli-
cation that in Christ's example we find the true
rule of lire. Man's lire Is a warfare and he must
expect temptation. The enemy Is ever seeking to
bring rain upon us. Our Lord told us to watch
acd pray, we cannot trust to ourselves. We
have need of the grace of God, and to obtain it we
must make use of tbe means He hat given us.
This season or Lent Is designed to prepare us to
resist temptation and to secure ror ourselves the
graces to make us strong In the path of duty.

City Hall Services.
Tbe subject of Mr. Whltmore's morning dis-

course was "The Ethics of Future Punishment."
He took his text is Genesis, xrlll;25 : "Shall not

the Judge of all the earth do right:" Alter ex-

plaining the circumstances under which this
question was asked, he said: "Unhesitatingly and
emphatically, you and I and all who love God
will answer: yes.bewllldorlght. Wo cannot be
lieve that Ood can err in Judgment, no, tuo
Creator or the universe, the Father or spirits, the
Jndge of all the earth will do right." He then
made the following points:

1. Abraham's question assumes that Godwin
do right. But this assumption Is based on Abra-
ham's Idea tbat God's right and Justice were
qualities tbat men could recognize.

2. Men are entitled to say that certain doctrines
and certain conceptions ol God's Justice are un.
worthy, of his character. The moral faculty of
man is capable within ecrtaln limits of pronounc-
ing upon the acts of God.

2. Abraham's question was asked respecting
God's treatment of the righteous and the wicked.
Abraham assumed that it would be far from God
to mete out the same fate to both or these classes,
to slay the righteous with the wicked. The Im-

plication is tbat God would not do right if he
should treat both classes alike.

4. Apply these principles to the subject of fu-

ture punishment. Our ideas of God's character
and justice, and our view of our duties to our fel- -
juw men largely ucpeuu ufjuu m jwumuj
tertalced belief respecting the nature and dura-
tion of fnture punishment.

5. Our Ideal or goodneess Is based upon onr Idea
of God. He is our standard for all the virtues.
He is altogether good, and all bis qualities and
attributes are altogether perfect,

a ti, nsirrttv Af th nhrtstlan church nro- -
ftsi to believe that God will punish all the wicked
with" endless misery for what they have done or
ror what they have not done In this life.

7. This view Is abhorent.to the human sense of
Justice, and dishonors God by supposing him mor-
ally capable or Inflicting a punishment upon his
creatures Infinitely greater than the most cruel
man wcnld InQlot upon his greatest enemy,had he
tbe power. Tbe doctrine of endless misery, there-
fore, is opposed to hnman reason. We must not
forget that God hlmseir has Implanted within us
this moral faculty that spontaneously passes
Judgmeat as to what Is good or evil, manful or
cruel, virtuous or vicious in any specified case.

8. Thlsdoctrlceofecdlessmlseryhas been made
the excuse for many deeds or human cruelty.
Thus Burnet, the historian, tells us that Queen
Mary, of England, gave as an excuse lor her cru-

elty teat, "as the souls or heretics are hereafter
to be eternally burning In hell, there can be noth-
ing more proper than ror me to Imitate Divine
vengeance by burning them on earth." The sad
history of religious persecutions abounds with ex-

amples of the pernicious effect that the
orthodox doctrine of eternal nelltorture had upon
those who believed it.

9. He who truly loves Qod will delight to honor
him. We cannot, however, be true either to

or to our Ood.lf we advocate a doctrine that
contradicts not only the essential notions or our
own minds, but which stands opposed to the re
vealed attributes or the Supreme elng.

KATTJBAL H1ST0BY COURSE.

Dr. Morris' Lecture on the Microscope.
Dr. Morris lecture drew a large audience to

Memorial churcb last night, where he discoursed
at Iength,upon the microscope and Its revelations.

He began by briefly giving a history of the In-

strument and Its Improvements In this country
and In Europe. While be conceded the present
supreme excellence of the European article, yet
he claimed that onr own artisans were rapidly
overtaking foreigners. He highly recommended
the Instrument, even In a cheap form, to parents
for the entertainment and Instruction of their chil-

dren, being assured tbat It would beget a taste
tor further research and kve or natural history.
The Doctor, however, said tbat It was not his de-
sign to describe the Instrument Itself, but to ex-

hibit Its wonderful discoveries. He specified a num-
ber of natnral phenomena developed by the mi-
croscope, wbieh never would have Decome known
to the world but by Its aid. Tbe objects he se-

lected for this demonstration, among the hun-
dreds which he said might be stated, were taken
first from the vegetable world.

He spoke somewbat at large of the Infinite
cumber or air cells and other arrangements ror
tbe breathing or plants, and exhibited drawings
of thelmold which is fonnd on old cheese and
other articles of rood, as well as on gentlemen's
boots when exposed In a humid place. He showed
tbat this mold was composed of perfect

plants, and amused his bearers by show-
ing perfect drawings of some of them, some orhls
bearers never having known berore tbat they
were raising flowers on these objects. Various
cthervegetable substances underwent microscopic
investigation, and the results were rally ex-

plained. But the animal world received most at-

tention, and here the lecturer had a most exten-
sive and Interesting field. He enlarged somewhat
upon the researches or the most distinguished
mlcroscopists, acd said something or their pub-
lished works.

He had very creditable representations or nu-

merous specimens or tne lnfinlteslmally small
animalcules suspended on the platform, upon
many of which be spoke with a familiarity of
knowledge that showed he knew what he was
talking about. He related some wonderful
stories about their size, numbers, colors, move-

ments, mode or propagation, and Infinite facility
and rapidity of He showed
that some species or animalcule are round ever-
ywhereIn every substance, in every article or
food, even In tbe tartar or tbe teeth, however
carcOil a person may be In cleaning them.

He then cave some Illustrations of that Tamil-la- r
object, the dust on tho wings or butterflies,

and snowed its different forms, sizes and positions
on the wings, as well as Its uses. After expatiat-
ing upon theso animal Infinitesimals, he spoke or
those in the mineral kingdom, and illustrated his
position by specimens or tho Richmond, Bllln and
other clays, and maintained as ono or the grand
results or microscopic science tbat many of our
rock rormatlous were nothing more than the fos-
silized remains or these immeasurably minute
creations. The lecturer clearly demonstrated how
this occurred. The next lecture or the course
will be delivered next xriday subject, "Animal
Instincts."

THE GBEAT JUBILEE.

rastoral Letter of Archbishop Bayley.
Archbishop Bayley has Issued a pastoral letter

to the clergy, secular and regular, of bis diocese,
based upon the plenary Indulgence of Popo Plus
IX of the great jubilee for 16T5. The jubilee Is a
church solemnity celebrated at Rome by the Pope
at specified Intervals, formerly or one hundred
years and latterly or twenty-fiv- e years, at which
plenary and extraordinary Indulgences are
granted by the Holy Father to the universal
churcb, and especially to those good Catholics
wbo (luring the year vlst the churches or St. Paul
acd St. Peter at Rome, The pastoral letter,
based on the encyclical letter or tbe Pope, sets
forth that the plenary Indulgence of tbe Jubilee
may be sought only by those or the diocese In
Baltimore who visit and comply with the pre-
scribed requirements once a day lor fifteen days
tbe Cathedral and the churches of St. Ignatius,
St. Alphonsus and SU Vincent de Paul, those of
the diocese who live In Washlnrton tbe churches
or St. Patrick, St. Matthew, SU Peter and St.
Aloyslus; those living In other parts of tbe dio-
cese to make fifteen visits to their parish
churches, and these visits may be made consecu
tively or at intervals, uioisierea nuns ana

with corporal Infirmities, or prevented by
other causes are dispensed from this obligation,
and In lieu thereof are to follow some formula of
prayer prescribed by their father confessor. The
pastoral letter or Archbishop Bayley refers to
the Incompatibility of "mixed marriages." to the
virtual apostacy irom the faith In sending chil-
dren to schools where "the teach-
ings of religion are shut out," and the violation
or parental restraint and duty in allowing young
people license "In tho matter or keeping company,
ol the books and newspapers they read, and tho
places ol amusement they frequent."

markable one In the history or nations, though
many distinguished events have occurred in It,
some or which may be recalled with profit CapU
James Cook died on the Sandwich Islands Feb-

ruary 14, 1779. The celebrated Lady Sarah Len-

nox was born February 14,1749. She was a ma-

ternal ancestor of Lord Napier, lately a Minister
here from England. The United States were rec-

ognized by France February 0,1778. The Mis-

souri compromise, the source of many of Henry
Clay's woes, was passed February, 1820. Daniel
E. Sickles was acquitted or the murder of Phillip
Barton Key, February 28,1859. Jefferson Davis,
elected President or tbe six seceding States, was
Inaugurated at Montgomery February 18, 1891.

requests sent iorth to ministers ror temperance
discourses on or near Washington's birthday,
and to the ladles or the country against Including
Intoxicating drinks la their Christmas and New
Year's hospitalities.

Many public meetings have also been held, at
which weighty words have been uttered by two
Vice Presidents ot the United States and others,
some of which, made permanent by the press, are
still soundug through the land.

Hon. W. B. Lawrence, of Ohio, was then Intro-
duced, and said among the great national evils Is
the moderate nse or Intoxicating liquors. It is an
evil In every aspect, acd we are a practical peo-
ple and look upon It from a practical stand-poin- t.

In the United States we manufacture 8,000,000
barrels of ale, beer and other malt liquors one
to every five of our popslatlon sold out at

We manufacture 70,000,000 gallons of
whisky, which is nearly all consumed by us at a
cost of $300,000,000. He spoke npon the authority
of the ofnelal returns of the Internal revenue
bureau. We Import foreign Uqnors to tbe amount
or $12,000,000, (gold,) which sells, with all tbe
adulterations and speculations, at $100,000,000;
making an aggregate of $800,000,000 consumption
of ardent spirits a sum greater than that re--
Silred to support tbe governments of all

a sum large enough to build
all the churches and sehooChonsea in the United
States and to educate all the children In the
country, and in four years to pay the national
debt. A sum sufficient to carry the word of God
to every creature. We complain of the burden of
taxation to support the National Government;
but we are silent upon the Indirect social taxa-
tion. After referring to Dr. Ohlckerlng's mom-Ingd- is

course, he spoke or our Jails, penitentiaries,
asylums, etc., and of tbe destruction

of the labor and lire or the country, and all this is
but a tithe or tbe evils. Speaking or tbe remedy
he recommended the Ohio liquor law as the best
upon the subject and should be the law In every
State, and also recommended moral suasion and
total abstinence.

The first temperance speech
north, west and south or the Ohio river was there
by John F. ciayoeurne,atout 1830. in closing,
he said he believed that the political future of
the country and thehealth and morals of the peo-
ple was In the hands of temperance men. The
cause of temperance Is the great cause of the na-
tion.

In the course of the evening Dr. Ohlekering
Introduced the following resolutions, copied irom
the proceedings of the society In olden times :

February 25, 1834. Benjamin F. Butler, Attor-
ney General of the United States, submitted the
following resolution, which he sustained by ap-
propriate remarks delivered with his nsual
ability.

.Resolved, Tbat temperance associations formed
on the plan or entire abstinence irom the drink-
ing and furnishing or ardent spirits in view or the
evils they are designed to suppress and prevent,
the means by which they propose to effect this
end, the good already accomplished, and the
beneficent results which may be expected from
tbelr future triumphs deserve to be ranked
among the most userul and glorious Institutions
ol the age, and are eminently entitled to tho
active support or every patriot and philanthro-
pist.

February. 1834, Theodore Frellnghuysen, Sen-
ator from New Jersey, ottered the next resolu-
tion, which be sustained by appropriate and elo-
quent remarks:

Retolted, That the Influence of woman Is essen-
tial to the triumph of every great and good
cause; and should tbat Influence which God has
graciously given her be universally and perse-verlng-ly

exerted in favor of the temperance re-
formation its triumph would be certain and

and its blessings, whllo richly enjoyed by
and those whom she loves, would be ex-

tended to all people and perpetuated to all ages.
The resolution was emphatically and unani-

mously adopted.
February, 1842, on motion of Hon. Thomas Mar-

shall or Kentucky,
Betolted, That tbe custom at publie entertain-

ments or fashionable dining parties among gen-
tlemen and ladles or pledging each other and
drinking healths in wine is a serious obstacle to
the advancement or the temperanco cause among
those classes where It prevails and has no founda-
tion In the natural principles of good taste, true
hospitality or refined manners.

With its History and Management.

A bill before Congress, providing for an appro-
priation to remunerate tbe heirs of the late Gen.
Robert E. Lee for the loss ol the Arlington
estate, Is reawakening an Interest which has lain
dormant for several years. It Is claimed that the
title tow hold by the United States Government
in that property Is Imperfect, and the hill now
before Congress Is Intended to offer compensation
to the legal heirs ol the former owners, and
thereby bar them from claiming the restoration
or the same to the family.

Without entering upon a discussion of any
claims, Just or unjust, which Mr. Lee may setup
for the property, there are some facts connected
with It which render It of peculiar interest to the
Government, It Is to all intents and purposes
the property of the Government, and as such Con-
gress can make any disposition of It. The prop-
erty was

ABASDOXED BT THE LIE FAVILT
on the breaking out ot the rebellion. Subse-
quently the United States came In possession of
It by vfrtuo of a tax sale. When, during the war.
In 1882, a proclamation was Issued from the Presl-de-

declaring slaves contrabands or war, tnls
Arlington farm was converted Into a rendezvous
for these fugitives, as also for white refugees es-
caping from tbe States in rebellion. This

"cohteabasd cakp"
was Improved and enlarged until made tbe Freed-man- 's

Village, a home for freedmen after the act
of emancipation. Upon tbe close of tbe war, and
the establishment of the Bureau or Refugees,
Freedmen and Abandoned Lands, It was made
an asylum for aged and Infirm freed-peop- and a
hospital for Invalids. The village contained a
large number or tenement houses, a hospital, a
churcb, several school-house- storehouses,
blacksmith and carpenters' sbopr.&c All the
Inmates of the asylum, who were able to work at
all, were allowed a little plat of ground ror a gar
den. There baa congregatea, aiso, a numoer oi
families who were who rented
some or the tenement houses and a Tew acres or
land each. A large portion or the land on the
estate was cultivated by the superintendent ot
tbe village ror the benefit or toe hospital and
asylum. This general operation was round to be
unprofitable, and In 1887 or 1888, by direction or
the Commissioner or the Freedman's Bureau, un-

der the charge or the superintendent, tbe land on
the estate, lying outside of the national cemetery,
was

scnvarzD asd subdivided
Into lots of ten acres each, and these lots were
rented to the freedmen living
npon the estate. These lots are still rented and
worked by these people. In the fall or 1883 the
asylum and hospital wero broken up, leaving
none but renters upon the estate, and all the
buildings were sold. In closing up the establish-
ment the superintendent, foreseeing tbat tbe
restlogof the property to colored men could not
be remunerative to tbe Qovernment, In making
up his report recommended that the property be
turned over to the

DarAirrvraT or aomccltitb.
General Capron, then Commissioner of Agricul-
