JAPAN.

Currency Seperts Negotiations with Great

in all the klnsatsu or old-sty- paper money and
replace it with sew treasury notes.

It has been determined in the approaching
treaty revision that theJapaneso Uorernment
will waive for the present the question of terri-
torial jurisdiction, but will strenuously insist
upon assuming entire control or tbe tariff, the
right to which is sow denied by British represent-
atives.

Democratic Convention Free-Tra- de Platform
of David A. Wells-T- he Old Ticket Benomi.
nated.
Habtfokd, Ct., Feb. 16. Tbe Democratic State

Convention here organised by the choice
of David A. Wells as president. Wells, on tak-
ing the chair, made an address, in which he ar-

gued that the Republican party had failed to
properly administer tbe Government and restore
peace and harmony since tbe war. He therefore
urged a return to Democratle principles, which
he stated as opposition to Federal Interference in
affairs of State, that government being the best
which governs the least; equality oi all men be-

fore the law; a better currency based on hard
money and taxation for revenue only. He thought
it Important that these principles should be car-
ried out farther than In promises and platforms.
Be denounced the Federal Interference In Louisi-
ana as dictated by "a vagabond political adven-
turer." He denounced the Republican party as
falling to restore the good money for the people
which It provides for its bondholders.

The convention renominated the old ticket by
acclamation as follows: Charles II. lngersoll. for
Governor; George G. Gill, tor Lieutenant Gov-
ernor; Marvin H. Ganger, lor Secretary or State;
Wm. E. Raymond, for Treasurer; Alfred H.
Goodrich, for Comptroller. The following are
the

besolutioss Acorrzc:
The Democratle and Liberal Republicans In

delegated convention assembled, declare
1. That free government derives Its Just powsr

from tbe consent or the governed; that the Fed-
eral Government Is vested with those powers
only which are granted to it by the people and
enumerated by tbe Constitution or the united
States.

2. That the aublle welfare requires the su.
premacy of civil over military authority and free-

dom of person under tbe proteetlon or nabeae cor
put and consistent with publlo order; for the Slate

and for tbe nation a return to tbe
methods or peace and to the constitutional limi-
tations of power.

Also, a preamble and resolution declaring that
the early completion or the Spartanburg and
Ashevllle railroad, a link is tbe Chicago and
South Atlantlo railroad, Is demanded by the
agricultural Interests or tbe country, and tho
route Is recommended to the favorable considera-
tion of tbe Order.

of such portrait Is Ilvlngt" the Attorney General
saysCl'Prlor to the enactment of the revised
statutes it was held, and. as I thlsk,r!ghtlybeld,
by the Internal revenue bureau, to be lawful to
ornament with the effigies of living persons-th-
stamps used by the Uorernment In collecting its
Internal revenue. These stamps are not bosds,
notes or United States currency of any kind, nor
yet are they In the ordinary or in any lust sense
United States securities. Congress, however. In
section 6,413 or the revised statutes, has declared
the form or words, 'obligation or other security or
the United States,' shall be held to include all
representations of value issued or to be issued by
tbe Uorernment, and in the enumeration ot the
particulars which, by the statutes, are embraced
by those words, stamps are expressly included.

While J am of the opinion that the exclu-
sion ofthe portraits of living persons from reve-
nue stamps is consonant to and is furtherance of
the spirit of said section 3,575, 1 cannot hold that
said section requires such exclusion or makes
Illegal stamps with portrait! of living persons
upon them''

Eefunding of Customs Duties.
The amendments to the House bill in regard to

the refunding of customs duties, reported by Mr.
Ferry, of Michigan, from the Senate Finance
Committee, are In the nature of a substitute for
tbe entire bill.

The substitute provides that no duties collected
In accordance with any decision or ruling pre-
viously made by the Secretary of tbe Treasury
shall.except as hereinafter provided.be refunded,
unless In accordance with the judgment or a
United States circuit or district court, mm which
the Attorney General certifies that no appeal
will be takes, or unless In pursuance ora special
appropriation by Congress: Provided, howerer,
that the Secretary of the Treasury may, in his
discretion, fir protest and appeal shall have been
made according tolaw,)authortxe a
and rellquldauon In any case; and provided that
these restrictive provisions shall not apply to such
personal effects and other articles sot merchandise
as are by law exempt from dnty; asd provided
also that they shall not affect the refunding or
the excess of deposits based on estimated duties,
nor prevent the correction of errors In liquidation
arising solely on errors of faet, discovered within
ese year irom the date of payment, and when in
favor of the Government, brought to the notice or
the collector within ten days from the date of dis-
covery.

The substitute also provides that no customs
ruling or decision ence made by the Secretary of
the Treasury shall be reversed or modified ad.
verselyto the United States by the same or a
succeeding Secretary, except in concurrence with
an opinion of the Attorney General, or a Judicial
opinion from which the Attorney General de-
clines to take an appeal.

It seems that the lock furnished by
this company has failed to answer all the pur--,
poses ofthe Government, and if a better lock cart
be found a change Is to be made. Manufacturers
of seal locks are represented before the commit-te- e,

accompanied by a great variety of their stock
In trade, and tbe members of the committee are
dally treated to a scientific dissertation en the
wonderful mechanism comprised In every species
of seal locks. From the was. weary looks of tha
members of the committee, It Is safe to predict
that a report will be rendered within a day or
two.

Printing the Currency.-Th- e

Committee on Banking and Currency have
submitted to the House of Representatives a re-

port upon the printing of the bank asd Treasury
notes with the following recommendations :

1. That all the national bask notes, Uolted
States notes and other securities of the United
States, except the fractional currency, be exe-
cuted with at least three plate printings, besides
the seal printing, and that at least two or these
printings be executed by responsible and expe-
rienced companies or establishments: no company
or establishment executing more then one print-
ing upon the same Bote or obligation.

X That one plate printing asd the sealpriat-In- g
upon all national bask notes, United States

notes asd other securities orthe United States be
executed In the Treasury Department.

3. That the use of tbe secret process
ot waterproofing in the preparation of tba Gov-
ernment securities is the bureau or engraving and
printing be submitted to a commission or three
disinterested and skillful persons appointed by
tbe Secretary ot the Treasury. That this com-
mission shall Investigate and decide what, if any,
is the practical use of this process, asd what Is a
fair compensation to the patentee, asd whetherasy other process can as well or better produce
the same results.

4. That the distinctive paper used Is the manu-
facture of the United staie notes shall also be
sled Is the manufacture of the notes of the na-
tional basks.

The text of the report of the Senate Commit

fee on the Jddlciary regarding the
"press-ga- g law," mads yesterday by Mr. Ed-

munds, is as follows :
That os the 15th or December, 1871, the Senate

adoptedho followlng'resolutlon:
ReMlttd, That. the Committee os the Judiciary

be Instructed to inquire Into the exten And mean-
ing of the actor Jsse 22,1874, entitled "An act
conferring jurisdiction of the Criminal Court of
the District of Columbia, and forotherparposes,"
and particularly whether under or by its

indicted far nbel or
other crime In the District of Columbia can be
brought from a State, or other place within Fed-
eral Jurisdiction, to said District, to answer there-
for; and also whether said act has any applica-
tion to prosecution or indictment for the crime of
libel in any case, and report thereon.

In obedience to this resolution the committee
have carefully examined the subject,

The act of June 22, 1874, entitled "An act con-
ferring jurisdiction upon the Criminal Court of
tbe District of Columbia, and for other pur-
poses," Is In the following words:

Be it enacted by tht Senate and Hovtt of
of tkt United Slttet of America in Con,

crest atiemtUd, That the Criminal Court of the
District of Columbia shall have Jurisdiction of all
crimes and misdemeanors committed In said Dis-
trict sot lawfully triable lit any other court, and
which are required by law to be prosecuted by In-

dictment or Information,
Sec 2. That the provision or the thirty-thir- d

section orthe judiciary act or seventeen hundred
and eighty-nin- e (1878) shall apply to courts
created by act ol Congress in the District or
Columbia.

It having been considered that the provision in
the act or June 17, 1870, establishing a Police
Court In the District or Columbia, which con-
ferred exclusive jurisdiction upon It of "all
oftences against the United States sot deemed
capital or otherwise Infamous," and which did not
tovide for trials by Jury, were In violation of?hat clause In the Constitution which declares

that "the trial of all crimes, except In cases or Im--
feaebment, shall be by Jury," the first section or

quoted was passed in order to prevent
a failure of justice In respect or a large class or
crimes committed in the District, by giving the
Criminal Court, with Its Jury, Jurisdiction of such
of them as under the Constitution could not, tor
the reason already stated, lawfully be tried In
the Police Court,

By the second and only other part of the act In
It Is declared "that tbe provisions of theasestlos section of the Judiciary act of 1789

shall apply te courts created by act of Congress
In the District or Columbia." The thirty-thir- d

section or the act of 1789 referred to Is In the fol-
lowing words:

"And be it further enacted. That for aay crime
or offence against the United States the of-
fender may, by asy justice or Judge or
the United Stater, or by asy Justice or
the peace, or other magistrate of any of the
United States where he may be found, agree-
ably to the usual mode of process against such
offenders In sues State, and at the expense of the
United States, be arrested and imprisoned, or
balled, as the ease may be, for trial before sush
court of tbe United States as by this act has cog-
nisance of the offence. And copies of tho process
shall be returned as speedily as may be into the
clerk's office or such court, together with tho re-
cognisances or the witnesses ror their appearance
to testify In the ease; which recognisances tbe
magistrate before whom the examination shall be
m ay require on pats of Imprisonment; and ir such
commitment of the offender or witnesses shall be
Is a district other than that In which the offenco
is to be tried, it shall be the duty or the judge
or that district where the delinquent Is Im-
prisoned, seasonably to Issue, and or the mar-
shal or the Ssme district to execute, a war-
rant for the removal or the offender and the wit-
nesses, or either or them, as the ease maybe, to
the district in which the trial Is to be had. And
upon all arrests In criminal cases, bail shall be
admitted, except when the punishment may be
death, In which case it shall not be admitted but
by the Supreme or a Circuit Court, or by a Jus-
tice ot the SupremeCourt, or a Judge ora District
Court, who shall exercise their discretion therein,
regarding the nature and circumstances of tbe
offence, and of the evidence and the usages or
law. And If a person committed by a Justice of
the Supreme or a judge of a District Court for an
offence not punishable with death, shall after-
wards procure ball, and there bono judge of the
United States in the district U take the same. It
may be taken b any judge of the Supreme or
Superior Court of law or suck State."

As tbe act ot June 22, 1874, mentioned In the
resolution or the Senate, only extended to the
courts ot the District of Columbia the provision
or the section Juit quoted, it follows that the In-
quiry Is reduced to the simple question, what are
the provisions of that seetlon which has been tha
law of the land for more than eighty years t

Theyare simple and clear.
1st, The crime or offence upon whicblthe lettlon

acts must be one against tbe United States.
2d. The offender ess osly be arrested upon the

warren t of a court or Judge ot the State or district
where he may be found. No court or Judge ean
issue a warrant to arrest the offender in any other
State or district.

3d. irtheoffenderbethusarrestedforanoffencs
against the United States, and be brought before
the court cr Judge of the district where he was
arrested, he may be held for trial before such
court or the United States as, by the act or Sep,
tember 24,1789, had cognisance orthe offenoe.

4th, The only courts having cognisance or any
offence or case by that act are:

1. TbcSupremeCourtortheUnltedStaies.
2. The Circuit Courts or the United States es-

tablished In the various States.
s. The District Courts of the United States es-

tablished In tho various States.
No State court and no Territorial court has bv

that set any Jurisdiction whatever ror the trial of
any cause, civil or criminal.

tth. If it appears, when the offender is thus
arrested aid brought before the court or judge of
the district of his arrest, that the offence was
committed Is some other district, it is made the
duty of the Judge to cause him to be removed to
the district in which the offence was committed;
the Constitution requiring all criminal trials to
be in the district In which the offence was com-

mitted. It is scarcely necessary to say that the
district! mentioned are the Judicial districts of
theUnited States created by acts ef Congress in
the several States.

eth. The section gives so power to a court or
judge to send for or bring a person charged with
crime Into his district or Jurisdiction under any
circumstances. The authority given in this re-
spect Is only to remove the person charged from
the district in the cases named." .

The sum of the matter, therefore, is that the
section of the act or June 22, 1874, confers upon the
courts or the District or Columbia the power to
arrest oflenders in the District who are charged
with crime committed within the District and
hold them for trial, (which was the law before,)
and to arrest offender! found In the District who
have committed crimes against the United States
Is some Judicial district of the United States, and
to send them to such district for trial. And that
Is all-- No person can be brought Into the Dis-
trict of Columbia under It, either for libel or any
other crime. The committee are or opinion that
both the itctioai ot tbo et ue necessary Md.
