GENEBAL L0EENZ0 THOMAS.

His Death Yesterday Sketch of Eli Life.
The death or this distinguished officer yester-

day, though not unexpected by his friends, threw
a large family Into profound mourning, for he
was loved and honored by It. His death did not
take the community by surprise, for It was gen-

erally aware that he was sick, and liable at any
moment to answer to the dread summons.

General Thomas was born at Newcastle, DeL,
1804, and was seventy years of age the 16th of
last October. He was entered at West Point
when sixteen years of age, and graduating four
years alter, he became en the 1st of July, 1823, a
second lieutenant of the 4th Infantry. His first
active service In the field was In the Florida war
in 1842, After this he held prominent positions in
the army during the Mexican war, serving on the
staffs ol General William o. Butler, or Tennes-
see, and General Taylor, and after this be was
attached to the staff or General Scott, and sta-
tioned in New York. During the late rebellion,
and after the resignation or General Cooper, he
was made adjutant general of the army August
3,1861.

He held the office at the time or the trial for
the impeachment of Andrew Johnson, and was
by him appointed Secretary of War In Secretary
Stanton's place, but owing to the firmness or that
officer General Thomas never exercised the

that office. He figured prominently in
the trial as a witness. He was placed on the re-
tired list February 22, 1869, and since then has
been living in Washington quietly with his family.

General Thomas was taken sick some four
weeks ago with the pneumonia, and reviving, his
friends had hopes that he would recover. Yes-
terday morning, however, while walking through
the principal hall or his house, he was chilled.
Congestion immediately set In, and at 2 o'clock
yesterday afternoon he died, easily and peace-
fully. In his public and private life there are
very many Interesting Incidents, and we are glad
to know that his family Intend to collect and pub-
lish them.

He ws present at the signing of the treaty
the United States and Mexico. At the

clcse of the Florida war he was sent there to see
the Indians, of whom Billy Bowlegs was chief,
transported to their reservation. In 1863, If we
recollect aright. General Thomas was ordered
West and South, where for a time he not only
had charge of many abandoned plantations, but
he organized nearly one hundred colored regi-
ments. These are some of the Incidents, but his
Hie Is lull of them, and they are all historical
and Interesting. He lost a dearly beloved son In
the Modoc war.

Arrangements will be made for his funeral to-
day. The following is the last letter he over
wrote:

DEAD HER0E3 OF THE SIEXICAB WAR.

The following interesting letter has been re-
ceived by tho Sectetary of War :

V, AFIIIXQTO V, 1. Cm Feb. 26, 1J75.
Hon. Ifm. TT. Belknap, Secretary of War:

Gem-bal- : In the proceedings of the Mexican
War Veterans I noticed a letter addressed to yon
by A. G. Oarotbers, late assistant surgeon and
brevet captain United States volunteers, dated
Saltlllo. Mexico, January 2, 1675, In rererenee to
the burial places or the American soldiers who
fell in the battles or Monterey and Buena Vista.
Of those burled at Buena Vista I aan give no in-
formation, but of those burled at Monterey I can
give quite an accurate account, as 1 was called
upon on several occasions to bury them, and read
over them the services of the Protestant Episco-
pal Church.

The first day of the battle an attack was made
on both flanks of the town Worth's division on
the north, Twiggs' and Butler's (volunteers) to
the south. On this day was the heavy loss. The
second day we penetrated further Into the town,
and fought more nnder cover, losing but few men.
The third day a flag or truce was sent to "The
Tanneries," the strong position taken and held
by our troops, which led to a cessation or hostili-
ties. Gen. Worth, after taking the redoubt by
the Bishop's Palace and gaining a position in tho
north of the town, establlsbeda hospital In the
beantilnl garden or Gen. Arista.

The deaths here X Imagine to have been bat few.
Where the bodies of the dead of his division were
burled 1 know not. The body of Capt. McKavett,
Eighth infantry, the first to fall, a round shot
striking his head, I suppose was removed to the
little burial place near Gen. Taylor's camp at the
Walnut Springs. It was impossible to remove
the dead on the south flank ot the town, owing to
a heavy fire from the enemy's lines, behind a nar-
row, deep stream, and when this could be ac-
complished the bodies were In such a state as to
require their bnrtal where they were.

The wounded were taken to the camp at Wal-
nut Grove, where a hospital was Improvised, and
the dead burled in a little square clearing of
dense chapparel not far north of the camp. All
the officers were burled here except Lieut. Gra-
ham, who, being a Roman Catholic, was by the
Mexicans burled in their "Campo Santo." Six or
eight wounded who fell Into the hands of the Mex-
icans, including Captain Williams' topographical
engineer, were buried by them In a corral against
the west wall ofan old convent. I had the body
of Captain Williams removed to our burial-plac-

The names of the officers are not given, as aeon-rat- e

information of them cannot be obtained In
the office of the adjutant general.

The little burial place was neatly Inclosed by a
wall ofllmestone, or block taken trom the line oi
detence of the Mexicans, and at the head of each
grave was placed a heavy wooden cross. In the
hope that the Mexicans would not desecrate
them.

What they did 1 know not. We felt perfectly
satisfied that as soon as the troops were with,
drawn the "Rancheros" would not leave one
stone above another.

Hoping that this statement may add a leaf to
the laurels of our honored dead, I remain very

THE COLOEED EACE.

Eloquent Address upon its Necessities and
Capabilities by D. A. Straker.

Our great practical need Is a whole or many
parts, and made op of a long and varied list of
wants, reaching down from a period of great
darkness, along the path of tlme,whleh Is marked
by no other race of people so Indelibly as by the
co'crcd citizen of the United States, once an op-

pressed and downtrodden people. Our day of
yearning for life, liberty and the means to pursue
our happiness comprises more than two hundred
years, and Involuntary servitude marks this
period, and makes the history or the African race
in this country Inseparable from the hlstcry of
America. But this mark Is a blot. At the cradle
or this Republic we stood, with others, rocking It
Into manhood by the sweat of our brow and tb
toll or our hands. The composite na-
tionality or the United States makes Its Inhab-
itants a people or comparison one with the other.
Epluricuitinum Is most expressive of us a peo-
ple as well as a Government. We are composed
or English, French, German, Spaniard, Italian,
Arlcan and others, each a distinct nationality
neither having a stronger charter or rights than
the other : yet It would appear so from the dis-
tinct privileges enjoyed by the two divisions of
white and colored people. These various peoples
other than the African have come from distant
lands, to apply their knowledge and Industry to
the virginity of our soil and the unsearchable re-
sources of our mineral treasures. They hava
nsed the negroas their hammer and ax In devel-
oping these resources. In this narrow existence.
If we possessed any Intellect, It was dwarfed: any
Intelligence, It was obscured ; any talent or ge-
nius. It was throttled by rear on our part and bit-
ter prejudice on the part of our masters. The
Bates of education were fast barred with the Iron

of hate and violence.
In hope and faith we lived, God always having

kept a window open In our sonls, through which
we saw the new tile which dawned npon us In the
memorable year of 1863, when from chattels we
became human beings. Liberty was given ns
without the means oi the pursuit of happiness.
Our destiny was to become our own making, with
all the attendant disadvantages of a bastard free-
dom, giving nnto ns unequal opportunities, une-
qual privileges, unequal facilities the doors of
Industry shut against ns, and the necessary ele-
ment i"w tbe development ofall races,
withheld.

A !!;; jjhj more j,iTe passed away, and what
have we doner I answer, much, by the help of
others and something by ourselves.

The first national aid, or rather jttitlce. which
we received In our efforts at development as a
race was the Freedman's bureau, established by
Congress In the year 1615. This Institution was
placed la the charge of a man who had proven
true to his country, true to humanity and true to
God. 1 refer to Gen. O.O.Howard. This good
man disbursed upwards or thirteen millions or
dollars In various ways in our behalf. It is true
that some of It was perverted In its coarse by

men. passing through their hands as
agents. Bat still, we have school houses, colleges
and other places of learning as its fruits. By
means of this returning justice and our own

we have risen from a stato of Ignorance
to a comparative state of education. From pulpit
to teacher. Gen. Howard took general care, not
only of our minds but onr bodies. For thosewhose
lire had bccrCwell nigh spent In the tolls and bur-
dens of slavery, snd in the cause of the Union and
freedom, he built a place for comfort In sickness

and old age the Freedman's hospital a monu-
ment of humanity to man.

He does more : Believing ns capable or as high
advancement In education as other races. Gen.
Howard builds a place of learning In which the
higher branches are taught. Medicine, law, the-
ology and the sciences are taught at Howard
University. This school hss its doors wide open
to all or every race and clime. I believe It was
built as the test or our capability in learning.
How well we have shown ourselves equal to our
advantages may be seen from the number of men
and women who annually leave the halls orHow-ar- d

University Instructed In the professions of
law, medicine, theology and the sciences. These
graduates are scattered In tho four parts of the
United States North, South, East and West
and with a fair chance will shapen a destiny not
unfavorable now in prospects. The constituency
of teachers in this Institution is made up or white
and colored. At Its head stands a negro of talent,
character, power and eloquence, a good lawyer,
and a man of untold fame resting In his own
hinds. To him, more than to any other man, aro
we indebted for the pride of being able to count
upwards or one hundred of the negro race In the
noble and excellent profession of the law. The
other departments, namely: Medicine, theology
and the college proper, have also their eminent
Instructors, amongwhom the negro Is represented
in the persons of Drs. A. P. Augusta and O. Par-vi- s

In the mldlcal, and Dr. Beeves In the theologi-
cal, and several others throughout the entire in-

stitution. These, then, are the evidences of our
growth in learning.

But there is yet another instance of onr devel-
opment In industry as a race, despite obstruc-
tions many and great. 1 refer to the Freedmen's
Savings Bank, an institution unmistakably a
creature of the industry of the colored citizen
and a monument of his economy. The idea of a
savings bank is said to have been generated In
the brain of a white man some say a negro. It
Is most probably that General Butler, our irlend
In the beginning and at the end, I hope, of strug-
gles for our rights, first thought of It. A colored
man gave tl shape and being. The negroe'a
dimes, s, dollars and cents gave It 111. and
existence. Bat alas! what of It allT Where Is the
Freedmen's Bank Rapidly entering the
list of the dreams of the past, aud our hopes are all
gone, passing as an Illusion before our eyes. Oar
enemies are those of our own household. White
men connected with this Institution have been
reckless of onr Interests, while colored men have
been criminally negligent In a raanner that
brings us y without our money and without
the beneficial effects or the bank ltseir. This In-

stitution was an educator or no mean Import. By
Us existence onr young men were given an oppor-
tunity to apply their knowledge or finance. It
elevated us by Its relationship and connection
with all the material Industries or the country.
Yet In spite of all this. In an hoar or madness and
folly, it was swept away and is gone, and we are
that much lower In our progress as a race. But
we should not abandon It, bnt instead establish
another bank, and place In control men who
would not violate Its charter. In your next make
your trustees stockholders. Men do not gener-
ally throw away their own earnings, although
frequently Indifferent about others.

The present control of the remainder of the
Freedman's Savings Bank warrants hope In an
equitable adjustment or Its affairs. The colored
citizen is repretenlcd by a gentleman who I be-
lieve will tee no wrong done ns. I know nothing
to therontrary of the white gentlemen with whom
he is associated. Nevertheless it Is but simple
justice that we should always have a representa-
tive part, control and supervision, not because we
suspect Injustice at the hands of white men, bnt
because the nature of the case demands It, and by
onr consent It must never be otherwise. Let those
who wonld change this method first remember
that this Institution bears the name of the Freed-
man's Savings Bank. The Industry ot the colore!
people throughout the United States was evi-
denced in the teve-- al buildings throughout the
United States. That magnificent building oppo-
site the Treisnry, and known as the Washington
Branch of the Freedman's Savings Bank, was our
pride. Its very existence created a profitable
enulatlon amongst ns. It was the record book
from which our children and children's children
wet e to learn or ns. I repeat it ought never to
have been abandoned. I think I know one or the
rcatons why this Institution was not more safely
guarded. It was not sufficiently piebald. Ther
was too much fear by colored men, more so tha i
by white, that It should appear to be a colored In
etltutlon, as if this was any disgrace. It was
difficult matter, alter nine years' existence aad
supervision by white men, that Fred. Douglass
could be elested president, In order to lift Its

body Into vigor once more, or, as It turned
out, to be the eloquent clerk at Its funeral.

The trouble Is that we are afraid of our Iden-
tity, afraid to trust ourselves, afraid to be colored
while we are. lam opposed to the doctrine that
we should destroy oar Identity as a race by de-
stroying the distinction ot our Ins titu lions. Yet I
demand equality before the law. equality in
rights, equality In privileges, equality In oppor-
tunities, in order that we may pursue onr happi-
ness as best seems fit to as and as oar equivalent
for the allegiance we owe our country. In what
manner can we be objective as a race, unless we
are found distinctively somewhere among the
races of menT

Education, industry and wealth are the great
levers by which all people as a class, nationality
or race, are raised Into eminence aad secure pro-
gress. Bnt to enjoy these we most have equal
opportunity, and I call npon the white race to
give as a fair chance in the play of lire. We aro

y denied well nigh every opportunity to y

our Industry to oar own benefit. The car-
penter shop, the bricklayer shop, the engineer's
shop, the architect office, the machine shop, the
printer's office, every place of industry Is closed
against the colored citizen exeept In the capacity
of a menial, and on account of his color. 1 hare
bat few exceptions to make. This Is a great In-

justice to as. We ought not to be denied the op-

portunity to be Industrious or to pursue any voca-
tion that wo are fitted for, and then held respon-
sible for onr progress. Moreover, he who denies
ns these privileges can boast of no patriotism,
since a true patriot loves his country, which is
made np of all its people.

We are the white man's patrons as well as his
own race; why ought he not to be onr snpporterst
We are too Inseparably connected with the wel-
fare or this country to be wisely and forever

Yet we must create theday for aohange
In these proscriptions by ourselves In a great
measure. Our great need Is and

The South needs it. The folly of
the South Is Its disintegration. Its people are
one. Southern people mean black and white,
and their Interests are Interdependent, and should
be so regarded. Separate Interests always pro-da-

discord. Let ns as a race, and the white
people as a loyal loving people of the highest in-

terests of their country, practice the lesson or the
bundle of sticks. More especially do the colored
people need to stick together. We need organiza-
tions of building associations, real estate compa-
nies and the like. We need carpenter-shop-
cabinet-shop-s and the like, so that we may apply
oar education, or, at least, create the application
tor onr children. Now the ship of Repub-
licanism Is my bark, the captain and crew remain-
ing faithful and true, and my port is safety. The
Democratic party Is like Sodom and Gomorrah
nnto ns a sterile, unproductive field for the
prosperity of our Interests.

There is not a greater need that I know of
amongst ns as a people than the want of mutual
confidence. We are faithful in oar trusts, hat
mistrustful of ourselves.

and gravitation, which In their ca-
pacity governs all things in the nnlrerse. And
what beautiful harmony results therefrom. Tarn
the investigating eye. If yon please, to any of
earth's kingdoms, ana yon will discover

manifested in Infinite variety. Indeed It
seems the cardinal principle otall action regulat-
ing the system of magnificent worlds, as well as
the motion and existence of thelmperceptlble ani-
malcule. Soma author has said of the Bull
principles of organisation, that "the
of the various members oi the hnman family. In-
dependent of all differences for the good of the
whole, such mutuality, not Interfering with or
hindering the foil expansloi, development or
freedom of each and every personality," confers
npon it (the human family) influences and condi-
tions which It wonld be Impossible for It to attain
in the state of bold Individualism.

It is also stated by the same writer that the
"three principles of dependence," (or Interde-
pendence,) "association" (or and
"compensation," (which presumes equal oppor-
tunity to labor and join In active Industrie,)
"are absolute and universal ir. their application
to mankind, as well as things. And that a uni-
versal system of Industry, accumu-
lative and distributive in its departments,

to every Individual an abundance or at-
tractive and remunerative labor, a mutuality di-
vine In Its order and creation."

The tendency of the times admonishes ns that
we must seek to establish a foundation not easily
overthrown. Like the Jew, we may yet behold
respect for our rights, and be allowed to pursue
the means of our happiness, although once a de-
spised and persecuted people. Oar civil thral-
dom has not been mneh unlike the Jew, yet not
half so severe.

only nineteen, those who talk of the match and
believe, orwlsh to believe, or affect to believe In
it, reply by dwelling on the telat and advantages
'such an alliance would offer to the Prince Impe-
rial. 'It would be like a Providential Indication,'
laid an enthusiast recently; "the three Danish
princesses wonld be married to the three heirs of
the greatest thrones in the world, consorts or the
Klngof England and the Emperors of tha French
and Russia. We should bring alliances ready
made, and Germany, perhaps, in vlow of this po-
sition, and In consideration of an Indemnity,
would make the princess a wedding present of tho
two unfortunate provinces which would be an
everlasting cause oi hatred and.an lneritanle pre-
text lor war."

TEE DISTBICT TAX BILL.

The Measure at It Passed the Home.
The following Is the District tax bill as It

passed the House yesterday :
Be it enueted, 4c, That for the support or the

government or the District of Columbia for the
fiscal year ending Jane 30th, 1876, there shall be
levied npon all real and personal property In said
District, excepting only the real and personal
property or the United States and that hereln-alt- er

stated, a tax of sjLM on each $100.

DISTRIBUTION Or TDHDS.
Sec 2. That the amount collected under tha

provisions of this aot shall be distributed for the
required under tbe various acts in roroeSorposes of Columbia, upon a just and fair

apportionment to be made by the Commissioners
oi the District or Columbia, or their successors

i In office : Provided, That belore any of said fund
shall be expended, said apportionment shall be

' established and published by said Commissioners
i at least six times consecutively. In a dally newa-- 1

paper of the District of Columbia; andlsald pub--I
listed apportionment shall stand as the law for
the distribution of the funds herein mentioned :
Provided further. That deficiencies In any of said
funds enumerated In said apportionment may be
supplied from any surplus In either of said funds
so apportioned; but, nnless a surplus exists, the
revenue belonging to one fund shall not be ap
plied to tne purposes oi any otner inna

WHZH DUE 1ZD rAYABLX.
Sec. S. That one half of the tax; levied by this

act npon real and personal property shall be-
come doe and payable October X 1879, and the
other one half of such tax shall become due and
payable April 1, 1878; aad In every case where
the tax levied by this act shall be paid In Install-
ments as herein authorized, each or said pay-
ments shall be deemed to have been made on the
several funds and for the different purposes In-
dicated In the second section of this act; and an
equal pro rmla proportion or the payments so
made shall be carried to the credit el the respec-
tive funds.

Mr. HAMILTON, of Texas, presented the cre-

dentials ors. B. Maxey, Senator from that State
tor the term commencing March 4, 1875, which
were read and placed on file.

Mr. SCOTT, from Committee on Finance, re-

ported favorably bill In relation to the gangers of
merchandise at Philadelphia.

Mr. LOO AN called np House bill to regulate
the Issue of artificial limbs to disabled soldiers
and seamen, and for other purposes. He made
several amendments, which were agreed to. He
also moved to strike out the last section repealing
all laws striking from the pension rolls on ac-

count of disloyalty, pensioners of the Revolution-
ary war and the war of 1812. He tald that he
made this motion because thlt lection had no
reference to the bill.

Mr. ALCUBN ttrongly opposed the motion to
strike out, and said this continued exclusion of
these old pensioners was very nnjust.
